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The above receipt refers to the rent paid for the cottage known as 2 Vine Cottages, London Road, Box.
The tenant was Miss May A. Shewring, a retired innkeeper, born in 1815 in the village. Miss Shewring
was recorded as living on her own means in 1891.

The yearly rent amounted to £9 and was paid at a rate of £2 5s. quarterly to the landlady Mrs. Matilda

Elethia Elliot, a widow born in Jersey in 1837-1838 and living on her own mean on the London Road in
Box.
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
