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Inquest Report on  Martha White 
 
Inquests before Mr. Coroner Sylvester:  
 
At Bratton, in the parish of Westbury, on Martha White, aged 68 years.  The deceased was subject to epileptic fits.  On 
the morning of May 10th, she had an attack and was found lying dead on the floor in her bedroom; her countenance 
was very dark and her tongue protruding, indicating death from suffocation.
