Bremhill

With the hamlets of Charlcote, Spirthill, east Tytherton, Foxham, Avon and Wick, Bremhill is a large parish in the 
Chippenham Division of Wilts, Union, Petty Sessional Division and County Court District of Calne, and Diocese of 
Salisbury, and is distant 2 miles from Calne and 4 from Chippenham. The register of the Church of St. Martin dates 
from 1590, and that of St. Peter, Highway, from 1742. The living, a vicarage, with the rectory of Highway annexed, net 
joint yearly value £450, with residence, is in the gift of the Bishop of Salisbury. In Bremhill, Charlcote and Foxham 
there are free libraries, the gift of Lord Fitzmaurice, and commodious and convenient reading rooms, supplied with 
daily and weekly papers. The principal landowners are the Marquis of Lansdowne (who is Lord of the Manor) and the 
Earl of Crewe. Area, 6,439 acres; rateable value, £1,785; population in 1921, 915. Letters arrive from Calne, which is 
the nearest Telegraph Office. Postal and money orders are issued and paid here.           FOXHAM 4 miles; where there
are a Church (St. John the Baptist), seating 200, and a Chapel.          SPIRTHILL tithing is 2 miles north; here is a 
Wesleyan Chapel.          EAST TYTHERTON tithing is 2 miles north west, where there is  a Moravian settlement, 
founded in 1745.Letters arrive from Chippenham. The nearest Telegraph Office is Chippenham. Postal orders are 
issued and paid here.          WICK tithing is 1 mile north west.
