SAUNDERS, AUBREY WILLIAM - Petty Officer P/SSX15620 - Royal Navy - Died 22nd May 1941
aboard H.M.S. Greyhound which was bombed and sunk off the Island of Antikithera in the Mediterranean
while preventing an Italian convoy from passing between Greece and Crete - Age 24 - Son of Henry and
Edith Emma Saunders of Bishopstone; Aubrey Saunders was mentioned in Despatches -
