Alice Mary Stevens’ birth was registered in March quarter, 1879 in the district of Tisbury, Wiltshire. 

The 1881 England Census recorded Alice Stevens as a 2 year old living with her family at Chicklade, Wiltshire. Her 

parents were recorded as Richard Stevens (Agricultural Labourer, aged 36, born Hindon) & Annie Stevens (aged 36, 

born Hindon). Alice was the second youngest of 8 children listed on this Census – Alfred (aged 16, Carpenter’s 

Apprentice), George (aged 13, Agricultural Labourer), Louis (aged 10, Scholar), Frederick (aged 8, Scholar), Albert 

(aged 6, Scholar), Henry (aged 4, Scholar), then Alice and Alexander (aged 1 month). All the children had been born 

at Hindon except Alice who was born at Chicklade.

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The 1891 England Census recorded Alice M. Stevens as a 12 year old living with her family at Chicklade Street. 

Chicklade, Wiltshire. Her parents were recorded as Richard Stevens (Agricultural Labourer, aged 47) & Ann Stevens 

(aged 46). Alice was one of 10 children listed on this Census – Lewis F. (aged 20, Agricultural Labourer, born 

Hindon), Frederick J. (aged 18, Agricultural Labourer, born Hindon), Albert (aged 15, Agricultural Labourer, born 

Fonthill Gifford), Henry R. (aged 13, Scholar, born Chicklade), then Alice (Scholar), Alexander (aged 10, Scholar, 

born Chicklade), Ada (aged 8, Scholar, born Chicklade), Herbert (aged 5, Scholar, born Chicklade), Lucy (aged 2, 

born Chicklade) & Rose (aged 1, born Chicklade).
