Judges’ Praise at Bank Holiday Show

Well Over Five Hundred Entries

The fruit section and the good quality of the cut flowers won praise from the judges at the annual flower show of the
Dinton, Baverstock and Hurdcott Horticultural Society, held in Dinton Recreation Ground on August Bank Holiday,
which attracted 536 entries.
