Wyndham, of Dinton, and fed by Mr John Davis, of Bapton, which, for symmetry and
perfection, has seldom been equaled — its weight being upwards of 41 score, and the sirloin with the
kidney weighing 94 Ibs. It was fed entirely on grass and hay.
