bequeath to my Brother Thomas Sparkman and to my Brother Isaac Sparkman Twenty shillings apiece. | give to my Sister
Eliza Gagg Twenty shillings and to my Sister in Law Dorothy Smart Twenty shillings and of this my last Will and
Testament | make my Wife Mary Sparkman my full and sole Executrix and | make my Cousin Henry Beale and George
White as Guardians and Trustees over my Wife and Children dureing my said Childrens Minority In Witness whereof |
have hereunto Set my hand and Seal the day and year first above written
