This Will was proved at London On the seventh day of March in the year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and
forty four before the Right Worshipfull John Bettesworth Doctor of Laws Master Keeper or Commissary of the prerogative
Court of Canterbury lawfully constituted by the Oath of Joanna Beale Widow the Relict of the deceased and sole
Executrix named in the said Will to whom Administration was granted of all and singular the Goods Chattels and Credits of
