Item | give to my Sister Katherine Evens & my Brother Henry Williams the summe of five shillings a peece which
belongs to the debt of Twenty foure pounds due from the Earle of Berkshire
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ltem  the rest of all my goods and chattells | give to my beloved wife whom | make my whole and sole Executrix hopeing
that she will take care for any paying any Legacies by me given in this my last will and Testament revoking all other wills

ltem | make Doctor Quie {?} and Mr Richard Poole of Newington my overseers to take care of these legacies
according to my Will and doe give them five shillings a peece
