There were many other victims of the events of that day. Including those injured, fired at or those who
witnessed the attacks. All no doubt were traumatised. In the case of P.C. Wainwright he was told
that his father had been killed, but on arriving at the hospital in Swindon to be with his injured mother
he was wrongly told that his father was undergoing surgery. The nurse came back a few minutes
later and asked him for a description of his dad. When informed of the description, the nurse
apologised and advised that it was not his father undergoing surgery. Another thing that would no
doubt play on his mind was that he was involved in awarding Ryan a certificate to own firearms.

Michael Ryan also set fire to his home which spread to other homes resulting in 4 properties being
demolished.

Another victim was Ryan’s dog Blackie, which was shot dead when Ryan first arrived back from

having shot his first victim in Savernake Forest. On his way back from the Forest he had stopped for
petrol at a garage at Froxfield, he shot at the cashier but missed.
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
