Imber

Imber is a parish, 6 miles east-by-north from Warminster, 7 south-east from Westbury and 7 north-east-by-east from
Heytesbury station on the Wilts, Somerset and Weymouth branch of the Great Western Railway, in the Western
division of the county, Swanborough hundred, Warminster union, petty sessional division and county court district,
rural deanery of Potterne, archdeaconry of Wilts and diocese of Salisbury.

The church of St. Giles is a stone building, in the Decorated and Perpendicular styles, consisting of chancel and nave
with a western embattled tower, with pinnacles, containing 5 bells: there are two stone effigies representing
Crusaders; also the remains of a chapel: the church has 200 sittings. The register dates from the year 1709. The living
is a vicarage, net yearly value £252, including glebe, with residence, in the gift of the Bishop of Salisbury and held
since 1885 by the Rev. James Hugh Pearson M.A. of Hertford College, Oxford.

Here is a place of worship for Baptists.

The principal landowners are the Ecclesiastical Commissioners, who are lords of the manor, the trustees of Mrs
Tinker, and William Heathcote Seagram esq.

The soil is flinty; subsoil, chalk. The chief crops are wheat, oats, barley and pasture. The area is 2,490 acres; rateable
value, £1,582; the population in 1881 was 339.
