LEIGH is situated 2½ miles from Minety Station on the G.W. Railway and 2½ miles from Cricklade. It is a chapelry 
belonging to Ashton Keynes, and there is a church dedicated to All Saints, at which the Rev. M. J. T. Milling (vicar of 
Ashton Keynes), officiates. The Primitive Methodists have a chapel, and there is a school; rateable value, £2,637; 
population, 270. Letters arrive through Swindon, and are despatched at 8.45 a.m. and 5.45 p.m.. Postal orders are 
issued and paid. Ashton Keynes is the nearest Money Order and Telegraph Office. The Bristol Tramways and Carriage 
Company have a bus service running through the village three times daily (Swindon to Cirencester and vice versa). 
The Ashton Keynes bus also has a service through the village on Fridays to Swindon.
