Mr. Whitmarsh held an inquest on Saturday the 20th inst. at Zeals Green, in the parish of Mere, on the body of Ann 
Carter, who on the preceding day was thrown down (whilst passing the road) by a horse, which occasioned her death 
before a surgeon could arrive.  The deceased was 70 years of age.  Verdict, “Accidentally killed.”      Salisbury and
