An accident of a serious nature occurred on Saturday last to John Goodfellow, aged 66, who was employed 
on the farm of Mr Elias P. Squarey, of Odstock.  He was engaged on a wheat rick serving the thatcher, and 
while earning heavy load of wet thatch a ladder, the ladder gave way and precipitated the poor fellow to the 
ground with great violence. Being taken up was found to have received an injury to the spine, and completely
paralysed.  He was removed to the Infirmary, where he now lies in an almost hopeless state.
