James Wotton was Inducted into the Vicarage of Ogbourn St. George June 21 1717 and rebuilt the Vicarage House 
att his own proper charge and expence ye Parish not contributed one single farthing towards it, in ye aforsaid yaer.

1742
William Stone A.M. Was inducted into the Vicarage Ogbourne St. George May 11 1742 & laid out more money about
the Vicarage House & Premises than of his predecefsors.had ever done.

1794
John Weldon Champneys A.B. Was inducted into the Vicarage of this Parish TIF 10 of August 1794.

1796
Young asher trees put against against Moore Goddard Garden allowing more than one foot for droppings : the 
aforesaid Moore having dug close to some Hurdles put as a fence.

In the same year nine young ash trees were planted from the Stable to the street as boundaries.

1797
28 young trees were planted about the bank and north side of the Garden & three against ….

1800
March 1800 Quick set hedge planted agt Warmans Lane – Ash Frith planted in the same later in the Long Patch 
near Goddards Garden.

1809
Quick hedge plantd agt Chantery Ground Ground April 1809 - 2. Rows by the Vicars own hands.
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
