Design

From 9 firms which tendered designs, Mr Richmond was selected.

Since Mr Richmond's appointment he has departed to Palestine therefore his partner Mr. St. Leger is overseeing the
work.

Memorial Site
The top of the steps at the north-east side of the Church, between the yew trees — some of which will need to be cut
done.

Funding
To raise £200 by subscription. By 29 November 1920, £151 had been raised with £56 of promises.

Dedication
Dedication by Bishop Taylor Smith, Chaplain-General on 7 June 1921 at 7.30 pm.
Or possibly took place 17 June 1921. Newspaper article, Western Gazette 21 June 1921.
