‘Winsley's War Graves

In the peaceful churchyard of St. Nicholas, Winsley are three WWII war graves, two of which commemorate
British casualties and one which commemorates a Polish serviceman.

Aircraftwvoman Godkin and Marine Mietlinski both died in Winsley Hospital. The graves of Aircraftwvoman
