Thefe plate were im­

bedded in pitch, and firmly riveted to a flab of f!:one or marble, ufu ally 

forming a portion of the pavement f the church. In thi manner the 

Boor was richly adorned, whilfi, unlike the more eumbrou fculptured

m England as early at leafi as the commencement of the 13th century, 
and continued uninterruptedly for many ages, until about four centuries 
later it became extinct, and the effigy of metal was wholly fuperfeded by 
the mural tablet more commonly known at the prefent day. 

So generally was this fpecies of memorial adopted during the Middle 
Ages that the pavements of our many cathedrals and pariili churches 
(then in their full fplendour) mufi have glittered with the effigies of 
archbiiliops, biiliops, mitred abbots, knights, and civilians, each with its 
heraldic or architectural accompaniments, and an infcription recording 
fome fact in connexion with the hifiory of the deceafed. 

Such, unhappily for the arch::eologifi, is not the cafe at the prefent 

day- the attacks of mifguided zeal,t the ravages of civil warfare, and, it 
is to be feared in too many in fiances, careleffi1efs or wanton neglect­
have deprived us of many of the finer examples, as attefied by the 
numerous defpoiled Dabs which are commonly to be met with; whilfi 
others, robbed of their infcription or fome interefiing feature, convey 
but an unfatisfactory idea of th eir original beauty. 

N otwithfianding the great number of thefe memorials which mufl: 
have utterly periilied during the lafr three centurie , examples are by no 
means wanting in the prefent day. A lifi of more than two thoufand 
has been publiilied,'2 but thi doe not probably include more than two­
third of the whole number which are yet to be found fcattcred through­
out England. 

In the variou works which have during the lafr few years been 
devoted to the fubject many of the finer examples are fully defcribed and 

illufirated; there are, however, a large number remaining, lefs worthy 
perhaps of notice when regarded merely a fpecimen of art, or example 
of cofrume, but which frill prefent a variety of interefhng and remarkable 

features; recording in fome cafes a benefaction to a church, or the 
foundation of a chantry, and in other tending to throw light on the

baring ; thu furnifhing much informat ion othcrwife unattainable, an d 
rendering them of the greatefr value to th e genealogifr, th e topographer, 
and the antiquary. 

The prefent v lume, which i devoted to th e illufrration of thefe 
memorial fo far a regard th e County f Wilt, will, it i trufred, be 
found to fupply a deficiency which ha hith erto exifred . It contain 

notice of no lef than fixty remaining exampl es, togeth er with feveral 
th r now lofr; the latter being introduced chiefly on the authority of 

Aubrey' manufcript collections written towards th e clofe of the 17th 
century, and preferved in the Afhmolean IVlufeum at xford. A chapter 
i alfo devoted to the illufrration of a few of the more remarkable matrice 

which from fome particular feature are frill capable of id ntity. 
B efide the three principal divifion , ecclefiafrical, military, and civil,

by the Crown, to enquire into their numbers, annual income, age of 
incumbents, &c.

an infcription in the Dutch language, rec rding a gift to a fraternity at 
Wefimoufir , which i readily explained by the fact that all bra~ plate 
u(ed in England wa at thi date imp rted from Germany and the Low 
Countrie ; it manufaCl:ure n t havino- been intr duced h re until 
A .D. 1639, when the art of bra~ -engraving for m numental purpofe 
had become nearly extinct. 

IN SCRIPTIO s. The epitaph of early date were little varied either 
in language or fentiment. Until the clofe of the 15th c ntury the 
" Hic jacet," with it accompanying" cujus animce propitietur Deus," 
was the ufual type. The infcripti n on the nab of William St. John, 
Rector of R amfbury, figured in Chapter II., ha a very remarkable 
commencement. From the beginning of the 16th century to the 
Reformation, the "Orate pro anima," or, in the Englifh form, " Off 
yo" charite pray for the Joule," wa commonly ufed. Label iffuing from 
the mouth, and bearing fhort legenJs, often a fupplication to the Holy 
Trinity, were alfo common. S metime , lines conveying an imprcffive 
leffon to the byfiander are met with, as in Plate V., which couplet, in 
variou form, with the orniffion of the concluding fentence, i found 
on monument of almofi every age. 

In epitaph of pofi-Reformation date there i one prominent feature, 
viz. the elaborate m3.nner in which the pedigree, or the many virtue of 
the departed, are fet forth, either in profe or verfe. An abundance of 
example will be found in Chapter IV. Although detail of the former 
kind are of great value to the gcnealogifi, the epitaph of thi period 
mufi be regarded as far lefs firiking and folemn than thofe of earlier 
time.

Treafurer of England. It contained the monumental braffes of the 

founder,l and his firft wife, KATHARINE [Peverel!J. The chapel was 

removed in 1790 to its prefent pofition on the fouth fide of the choir, 

but the {labs, robbed of their braffes, and raifed on fome architeCtural 

fragments forming a low tomb, frill retain their original pofition. They 

are engraved in Gough 's " Sepulchral Monuments," vol. ii. Plate LVII., 

and prefent the outline of two large effigies, male and female, the former 

apparently reprefented in plate armour, the head refting on a tilting helm, 

and at the feet a lion. Abov e and beneath each effigy was a ihield of 

arms enclofed within a garter; a narrow border fillet around the verge, 

and between the effigie , bore the infcription, whilfi: the whole of the 

intermediate fpace w as powdered with fickle, th e favourite device of 

the Hungerford family.

Having procured a licenfe from the king, 
Lord Hungerford, by a deed dated 1 June, 1429, 
further obtained from the Dean and Chapter of 
Sarum licenfe to enc1ofe, at his 0\ n corl, a 
fpace Iyin~ between two columns (20t feet by 
8 feet 1 inch ), there to ereCl: an altar in honour 
of the Blelfed Virgin Mary, as well as to make 
a place for his own burial. The chantry was 
maintained until the general fuppreffion , when 
its yearly value, as above mentioned, amounted 
to 17/. 6s. 8d. i the plate weighed eight ounces, 
and the goods and ornaments of the chapel 
(i ncluding prieit's garmen ts, &c.) were valued 
at 12s.4d.

Thoma Chelrey,1 of C helrey (or C hildrey), co. Berks, became the 
ancefior of the D arell of Littlecote and of Wefi Woodhay. He filled 
the office of Sub-Treafurer of England, 14th Richard II., and was four 
times Sheriff of W ilts in the reigns of Henry V. and V I. 

Againfi the north wall of this ch apel, and on a level with the Roor 
of the altar, is a tomb fomewhat fimilar to that in the chancel above 
defcribed, but in a fad ly mutilated condition. On a mural flab enclofed 
within the canopy were the kneeling effigie of a knight and hi two 
wive. , each with a label iffuing from the mouth.

By hi fecond wife 
Sir George left iffue a fon, Sir Edward D arell , Knight, who wa thrice 
married, and great-grandfather of William D arell, of Littlecote, the hero 
of the well-known tragedy recorded by Aubrey.:!

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CHAPTER III. 

BRASSES FROM A.D. 1370 TO THE REFORMATION. 

I
BloBERT WYVIL, B,SHOP OF SALISBURY. SALISBURY 
~ CATHEDRAL. A.D. I375. (Plate I.) This interefiing and 

I ') • 

'1 . . ' cofily memonal may be regarded as one of the finefi re-
: ~~ maining examples of brafs-engraving executed in England.1 

The prelate here commemorated is faid to have been born at Stanton 
Wyvil, in Leicefierlhire. On the death of Roger de Mortival, which 
happened in J 329, he was elevated to the fee of New Sarum, over 

which he preflded for nearly 46 year. The engraver has endeavoured 
to perpetuate two remarkable events which took place during his pre­
lacy,2 the recovery f herborne C afile, and of Bere (or Bilhop's Bere) 
Chace, in Dorfetlhire, both of which had long been alienated from the 
fee. 

The Earldom of Dorfet, together with many polfeffions, of which the 
Cafile and Barony of Sherborne formed a portion, were given by William 
the Conqueror to one of his faithful follower, Ofmund, Lord of Seez, 
in Normandy, who accompanied him in hi invaflon of England. This 
Ofmund, on hi fubfequent elevation to the fee of Old Sarum, befiowed 
inter alia the CafHe of herborne on the Bilhoprick. On the difgrace of 
hi fuccelfor, Bilhop Roger, it was feized by King Stephen, and, falling into 
the hands of the Crown, wa for nearly two centuries withheld from the 
fee. In the year I337 Edward III. granted it to William de Montacute,

Earl of Sali fbury, in return for the fervice rendered by that nobleman in 
the overthrow of Mortimer, the favourite of Qyeen Habella ; but, a the 
claim of the fee had never been renounced, Biihop Wyvil profited by 
it tran fer into private hand to bring a writ of right fi r it recovery. 
1 he cafe wa accordingly brought forward in th e Court of Common 
Plea, at Weftminfter. The Earl of alifbury anfwered that he would 
defl nd hi right to the Came by fin gle combat, and th e queftion was 
referred to a trial by battle. 

The regift r of Biihop Wyvil (A.D. 1355) contain a 1 tter from the 
Biihop addreffed to the Archdeacon of Berks,1 defi ring th at the prayers 
of the faithful might be ofFered up, and maffes celebrated by th e Clergy 
throughout the Archdeaconry, for the fuccefs of th e Biihop' Champion; 
more particularly on the morrow of the Purification , and eight days 
following, the time when the combat was expected to take place. A 
tranflation of this document is here appended:-

" A LETTER enj oi ning Prayer for th e Champion elect, for the recove ry of the Cat1le of 

Shirebourn. 

"ROBERT, by Divine permiffion, Bilbop of Sarum, to our dearly beloved [on, our Archdeacon 

of Berks, or his official , health, grace, and benediction. Th e Supreme and Almighty G od, 

in whofe hand all things are, demands that H e {hall be invok ed by th e confiant prayer of th e 

ju!l: in aid of His fa ithful [ervants, while actin g and m aking refifiance agai nfi tho[e who inflict 

inju!l:ice. It is known unto YOll, my be loved [on, and , indeed, we believe it has come to be 

generally known, as well within ou r dioce[e as in [orne parts with out it, how that on accou nt of 

the CafHe of Shirebourn ufl&ubtedly jill/atc, creEled, and built IIpon Joil belonging lo 0111' Church of 

Sorum, and 'which has from of old belonged to tIle demeJne of the Jaid Church, 'Very many of our 

predeceJfors ha<uing remained peacefully in frffcjJion thereof, as pertaining to ti e right and Jpiritualty 

of the Church aforefaid, but which afterwards was, by force too great to be [ucce[sfully refi!l:ed, 

invaded in a wrongful m anner, for long withheld fro m us, and pofTeffion of it unjufily retained; 

we long finc e had recour[e to legal mea[ures in the Cou rt of our Lord the Kin g, to obtain reco very 

and refi itu ti on th ereof unto us and our Church, putting our trufi in the aid of the Mofi High 

and of th e BlefTed M ary, His Moth er and our pa tron, and often bearing in mind that part of the 

oath m ade by us at the time of our profeffion, whereby we are bou nd with all our heart to 

bring together th e [cattered pofTeffions belonging to our Church. And although, fo far as in 

us lay, we endeavoured to m ake peace in this behalf with our adver[a ry, and the withholder from 

us of the Cajile aforeJaid, and, for th e fa m e rea [on, made offer to him, throllgh m any lords and 
intimate friends of ours , to m ak e him no [mall return out of our own means if h e would refiore 

for ever unto us and ou r Church the [a id Cafile, as would be jufi and con[onant to rea[on. Yet 

our faid adverfary, imitating h erei n the hardne[s of h eart of Pharaoh, and, even as the adder, 

fiopping his ears, cared not to lifien to eith er our[elves or the [aid lords and friends of ours, but 

rather m ade choice that the [ui t afore[aid lbould be decided and brought to an end by wager 

of battle. Wherefore we, being more fully advifed hereon by certain trufiworthy and prudent 

men, we ll £killed in the law, who affified us in this behalf, were by them expreffiy afTured that 

we were bou nd to accept the mode of determining and putting an end to the [aid litigation [0

offered to us as aforefaid, if it was really our willi to obtain jultice, and to recover the right 

belonging to us and our Church to the Ca} fe fo divelted as aforefaid, or to bring our faid 

endeavours to any good effeB:; and further, that if we lliou ld not fo do, we, our Church, and 
all and every of our fuccelfors, fhould be barred for ever from the right aforefaid. Confidering 

therefore, and deliberately weighi ng all the matters aforefaid, aB:ing by compulfion and un wi l­
lingly, we gave our alfent (premifing al beit with a proteft for ourfelves in this behalf) to the 

method fa propofed , fuppliantly commendi.ng un to God and the Blelfed M ary our patron, our faid 
caufe and the ilfue thereof. And whereas, in refpect of the [aid m atter, the morrow of the 
Feaft of the Purification of the Blelfed Virgin M ary, with the days immediately following there­

after, is fixed and appointed in the Court of our Lord the King for deciding and bringing to 

an end, as aforefaid , the faid m atter in difpute, through champions chofen on either fide, and 

perfonally prefented, as the ufage is, in the faid Court. W e, worthily defiring to be aided 
mercifully in a m atter, fa great and of fuch importance, by the prayers of the faithful, devoutly 
to be offered unto God and His Saints, do command you and ftriB:ly enjoin, that from this 

time forward you advife and require to be advifed and exhorted, or caufe requifition to be made 

as to the fame, that all and every perf on fubjeB: to us in the faid Archdeaconry, as well 
religious as of any other condition whatfoever, do offer up devou t prayers unto God, and that 

thofe who hold the office of the prielthood celebrate malfes (and efpecially on the day aforefaid, 
and the eight days immediately following the faid morrow ) fo r th e happy ilfue of the [aid matter, 

as alfo for him who is the champion of ourfelves and our Church-Richard by name; to 

the end that, by the aid of God's gnce, he may be proteB:ed in the defence of his body, and, in 
the moment of conRiB:, from all evils and perils, and be faved harmlefs in the refult; as, alfo, 

that they fuppli an tly put up other devout prayers unto God. And to the end that we may 
the more fteadfafily awake the minds of the faithful to do as aforefaid, &c. &c." 

Of the proceedings which took place in the Court of Common Plea 
we have a detailed account (by ne prefent) in the Year-Book, 1 of Hilary 
Term, 29th Edw.

"A Writ of Ri ght was brought by the Bilhop of SaliLbury agai nft the Earl of SaliLbury, by 

which the Billiop demanded the Cafile of Solifbury 2 [Sherborne], with the appurtenances ; and 

lalt T erm they joined battle between th ei r champions, of who m Robert 3 S [ha well J was the 

champion of the Bifhop, Nichol D. champion of the Earl j and th ey had day till the morrow of 
the PUI ification, and it was faid to them by the Court that they ot:ght at that day to be with 

their champions arrayed ready to do battle. 
"And before the break of day of the morrow [of the P urification] the Bifhop comes firft, 

and his champion follows him to the bar, clothed in white leather nearly to the thighs, and 
above this a coat of red fend al,4 painted with the arms of the Bilhop, and a knight to carry his 

baton, and a varlet his target, which was of the colour of his coat, and painted with images 

within and without; and the Bilhop was at the bar with his cham pion near him, the knight 
holding his baton.

of our Lord the Kin g fh all award.' 

"Mr. Juftice Green. 2-' Sir Bifhop, go and tak e a chamber within this palace, and unequip 
your ch ampi on, and leave there a ll hi s h arn efs un de r gua rd of th e W arde n of the Palace, and th e 

Court h ere will fee fo that no fraud or deceit exift. A nd you, Si r Ea rl, in t he f:l me m an ne r in 
an other chamber.

'Depart ye from th e bar; ' and becau[e nei ther wou ld depart before the oth er, they remained 

until th e Judges rofe, as before . 
" An d Mr. J uftic e Green [aid to th e Dema ndlnt, 'Sir Bifhop, depa rt from the bar on pain of 

lofing your action!' Wh ere upon he departed .

"vVbereupon Mr. J ullice G ree n rehearfed how the battle was waged, and then the default of 
the Earl recorded ; whereupon it was awarded by the Court that the Bilhop fhould recove r tbe 
CallIe of S., as the right of his Church of Our Lady of Salilhury, to him and his fuccefTors, 
quit of the E:lrl and his heirs for ever.2 

"And ir Bilhop fue d execution of this by virtue of the writ aforefaid, without any Inquiiition 
De C(jfluJi~ne." 

The final concord by which the Earl agreed, for the fum of 2500 

mark, to quit to the Biihop all claim to the Cafl-Ie for himfelf and hi 

heir ,i Rill extant among the record in the cufiody of the Dean and 
Chapter of arum. 

Billiop VVyvil having enjoyed peaceable poffeffion of the Cafile of 
Sherborne for twenty ye3.r, died therein on the 4th of September, 
A.D. I375, and hi remain were interred in the midfl- of the choir of 
hi cathedral; but thi portion of the building having been newly paved 
with chequered marble, in the year 1684, the flab containing hi brafi 
wa removed into the north end of the eafiern tranfept, where it i now 
preferved. 

On the brafi i feen a reprefentation of the contefl-ed Cafile, with 
the Billiop' champion Handing at the gate of the outer ward, holding 
hi baton in hi right hand, an with hi left fupporting a iliield, with a 
circular hole in the centre, j and fufpended by a belt round the neck. 

In the gate f the fidl: ward j a half-length effigy of the Biiliop, with 
uplifted hand, nd clad in Euchari!hc veRment , confifiing of the 
mitre and glove, the amice, albe, tunic or dalmatic, maniple, and 
chefuble; the left arm fupporting the paRoral fiaff. Rifing above the 

refi of the building i the keep, or central tower, with it gateway and 
portculli , and, in the foreground of the fortrefi, the reprefentation of a 
chafe, with the figur of hare, in allufion to the recovery of the Chace 

of Bere. 
The entire margin of the flab wa furrounded by a border-fiUet, 

bearing 3. long Latin infcription, a portion of which i now lofl-; but the 
miffing word, inferted between bracket, are here fupplied from the

which defcends the camail, or tippet of ring- mail, covering the fhoulders 
and attached to the bafcinet by a cord pailing through rings, which is 
here clearly {hown. The hauberk is covered by th e jupon, or jerkin, 

which fits tightly over the body, and is efcalloped at the lower edge. 
The arms are cafed in brajJarts of plate, with coudieres ) or elbow-pieces, 
and epaulieres at the fhoulders. The gauntlets, alfo of plate, have 
knobs at th e principal joint of each finger. On the legs are jambarts of 

plate, with genouilleres at the knees; and on the feet follerets, with rowel 
fpurs. 

The long and tapering fword is attached to the baudrick, or military 
belt, g irded over the hips, and richly ornamented. The fee t of the 
knigh t reft on a lion, the head of which, togeth er with the infcription 
and fhi elds of arm , have difappeared; nothing therefore remain, with 
th e exception of the armour, to fix the date of the memorial. 

Aubrey> in his "ColleCtions for North Wilt ," mentions the lof! 
of th e infcription , but ailign it to a knight of the family of Quintin, 
who were lord of Bupton, in the parifh of Clyffe Pypard. This is 
probably correCt, a the fouth ai !1e appear to have contained a chapel 

belonging t the Bupton eftate . The parclofe, or fcreen of carved oak, 
which divid e the eaft end of th e aifle for thi. purpofe, frill remain , and 
the braes in qu eft ion lay, until a few year lince, either within , or clore 
to th e enclofure thu fi rmed , leaving but little doubt a to it identity.1 

The figure, after a lapfe of nearly five centurie ,i ftill in good 
prefervation , and from it bold outline and general good effeCt, forms a 
ftriking objeCt in the pavement of th e hurch. 

Circa A.D . 1393 . SIR EDWARD CERNE AND LADY. DRAYCOTE 
C ERNE. (Plate ]1].) Thi bra~ lie in the pavement of the chancel. 
The armour of the knight i limilar to that of the laft example, with 
one or two trifling exception , the camail being of chain infread of ring­

mai l, and the mifericorde, or d:lgger of mercy, which wa ufed to give the 
coup de grace, i attached to the right fide of the fword-belt. A portion 
of th e hauberk , wh ich i of ring-mail, appears in thi inftance beneath

the jupon. The left hand of the knight i laid on his breaft, whili1 the 
right hand holds that of hi lady. The latter is habited a a widow, 
with the wimple and coverchef. The loofe robe, with tight fleeve , is 
partially obfcur d by a mantle, faftened acrofs the boC< m by a cordon, 
with Bide and talfel . 

The infcription is in Norman French :-

" jJllloun sin <!B1:1tuar1:1 (J[,erne d)ilJaIer 0 <!Blune sa femme gist icn: 1:1e Ies queux 
alnus meux p sa Pllte crt m 'd. ~men." 

"Sir Edward Cerne, knight, and Ellen, his wife, lye here; upon whofe fouls m ay God of His 
pity have mercy. Amen." 

The ibields of arms, as well as the creft which furmounted the 
helmet, have long been torn from the flab. The creft, judging from 
the matrix, which is ibown in outline on the plate, was a demi-lion 
rampant. 

The familyl of Cerne were for more than a century and a half 
Lords of Draycote, which derived from them the diftinctive adjunct by 
which it is ftill known. 

Sir Edward Cerne, as appears by the Inquifition taken on the death 
of his elder brother, John de Cerne, in 1348, was then twenty-one 
years of age. As his own death happened in 1393, he mufi: then have 
been aged fixty-fix. He died feifed of the Manor of Draycote, with 
the ad vowfon of the church; one melfuage and one virgate of land 
in Langley; and the Manor of Avon, w hich he held in right of hi 
fecond wife, E llen, reliCt: of Sir Walter Pavely. His fon, Edward, by 
hi firfi: wife, aged twenty-feven, was found to be his heir. '2 

Ellen de Cerne appears to have died without ilfue in 1419.3 

PHILIPPA DE CERNE. DRAYCOTE CERNE. (Plate IV.) This 
plate is given wholly on the authority of Aubrey, th e original having 
long fince difappeared. The flab which once contained the braG fiill 
find a refting-place in the Roor of the chancel, but has been broken in 
two pieces and confiderably ibortened, thus giving the matrix th e

appearance of a demi-figure. The three fhields of arms were lofl: in 
Aubrey's time. The cofiume, in which the reticulated head-drefs and 
long ileeve lappets are the mofl: prominent features, would fix the date 
of the memorial as about the year 1370. 

The infcription, in Norman French, is alfo preferved by Aubrey:-

''If)I)iIippe be eI:erne gist iell 
ilBim be s'alme cyt mercL" 

" Philippa de Cerne lies here, 

On whofe foul God have m ercy." 

Philippa was the daughter of Sir Edward C erne by hi firil: wife, 
Philippa, of whofe fami ly we have no record. Edward, the brother of 
Philippa, who was found to be heir to his father, wa, as above 
mentioned, twenty-feven years of age in 1393. H e was confequently 
born about 1366, which will afford a clue to this memorial of his 
youthful fifl: er Philippa, who mufl: have died at an early age, and in the 
lifetime of her fa ther. 

A.D. 1398. J OH BETTESTHORNE. MERE. (P late f/.) Thi fine 
and perfect effigy 1 lie on the pavement of a chantry chapel attached 
to the fouth fide of the chancel. The armour is very fimilar to 
that of Sir Edward Cerne (Plate III.) The bafcinet is very acutely 
pointed, the hauberk and carnail are both of chain-mail, the gauntlet 
have two knob (gadlings) at the joint of each finger, and the belt is 
richly embroidered (perhap jewelled), the end beyond the buckle being 
arranged as a pendant hanging from the centre. 

The infcription is remarkable a containing the Dominical or Sunday 
letter for the year of deceafe,2 and in the original is reverfed :-

Chadenwyche, or Charnage (the Cb edelwicb of Domefday), i a 
tything belonging to Mere; but Bettefthorne, a appear by an Inquifition 
taken on hi deceafe, wa owner of much additional property in Wilt­
{hire, and other countie. 1 He left an nly daughter, Elizabeth, wife 
of Sir] hn Berkeley, knight, who wa hi fole heireG , and thirty year 
of age at the time of hi deceafe. 

The Bettefi:h rne Ch::mtry wa fi unded in the Chapel of the Bleffed 
Virgin Mary (where the brafi fiilllie ), and was dedicated in honour of 
the Annunciation of the Virgin. It originally confifi:ed of one Chaplain 
only, but a further licenfe was fubfequently obtained from the king to 
increafe the endowment for the maintenance of two other chaplain, 
who were daily t perform divine fervice in the faid chapel" for the 
good eftate of the faid John whilfi he lived, and for hi foul when he 
{hould depart out of thi light, for the foul of hi parent. and other 
ancefior , and for the fouls of all the faithful departed, for ever." 

A fecond Inquifition, taken on the deceafe of Bettefihorne, on behalf 
of the Mere Chantry,':! defcribe the land and tenement forming it 
endowment, which appe::tr to have confified of one meffuage, forty 
acre of land, and twelve acre of meadow in Clopton; ten acre of 
land, and two of meadow, at Gillingham; nine meffuage , eighty acre 
of land, four of meadow, and one of wood, in Mere; together with the 
manor of Mere and Chadenwyche. 

The patfCJnage of the Mere Chantry falling into the hand of the 
Berkeley family, through marriage with the heireG of Bettefihorne, it 
was fubfequently known as "Berkeley' Chantry," under whi h name 
it i generally defcribed.

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In the "Valor Ecclefiafiicus," A.D. 1534, it is fiated to be "ex 
fundaco; 'Johis Barkeley milit." Henry Duvall, cufios of the three 
Chantries, affirms his portion thereof to be worth annually 6l. 13s. 2d., 
fubject to a deduction of 14s. Id.; John Smyth, another cantarifi, 
6/. 6s.; and Richard Swayne, a third cantarifi, 71. I 2s. 2d. with a 
deduction of 25s., making together an annual income of 18/. 12s. 3d. 
Out of this fum lOs. was difiributed yearly to the poor, that they might 
pray for the foul of the founder; a rent of lOS. paid to Roger Stourton, 
and a third fum of 5s. to the Dean of Sarum; again reducing the clear 
annual val ue to 17l. 7 s. 3d. 

In the firfi year of Edward VI., when Chantries were fuppreffed, it 
wa found that the annual income of the "Barkeleye Chauntre" 
amounted to 231. lOS. Iod. with the following deductions: -

The cantarifi at thi ~ d~te were J ohn Gelebrand, aged 48, Richard 
Swayne, aged 63, and John Ferard, aged 40 year ; the plate belonging 
to the chantry weighed ten ounce ,and the good and ornament were 
valued at 3/. ISS. l od. The Commiffioner add to their report the 
following memorandum refpecting the chantry priefl: :-

"Md.-The fayd Incumbentis be verey honell:e men, and of good report amonge there 

neighbours, albeit not able to fve a Cure by reafon of their lnf).rmytyes and weakenes, and 

ferthermore verey poore men, and have none other lyvinges but thefe Chuntrees only. 

" Alfo the fayd Rychard Swayne reedyfyed all the houfes app' teyninge unto the fayd Chuntre 

after they were brent [burnt] at his owne ppe coll:is and chargis to the accomplislhement whereof 
he folde xIs land of his owne inh ery taunce, and alfo is yet indebtyd xli vj viijd for the repayment 

wherof he layd in gage ij peyre of ell:ementis of blewe velvet and oone payre of Cruettis of Sylv' 
Wiche thingis be not worthe fo moche money as they lye for in confyderacon of wiche p'miffis 
he prayith the Kingis mooll:e honorable councell to confyder hym accordinglye ." I 

In 1553, five year after the fuppreffion of their chantry, the three 
incumbent were fiill living; Ferard and Gelebrand were in receipt of 
an annual penfion of 5l. each, whilfi wayne, probably on account of 
hi age and length of fer Ice, wa rewardeJ. with an additional II. per 
annum. Q

In the 2d Edward VI. [1548J land in Gillingham and M tcombe) 
belonging to '( Berkeley' " Chantry in Mere) were granted to John 
Thynne, Efq. 

By a deed bearing date 20th November, 6 Edward VI. [1552J, and 
mentioned by Sir R. C. Hoare (" Hund. of Mere," p. 12), it appear 
that ir John Thynne, Knight, granted to Thoma Chafyn, Efq., a leafe 
, of all thofe hi meffuage, cottage , orchards, land and meadow , pa -
ture ,feeding, rents, reverfion ,and hereditament, in Mere, parcell of the 
late diffolved chantry founded in the pariili church of Mere) called' Barke­
ley Chauntery,' for a term of fifty-one year, at a rent of 12/. 14s. 6d." 

From another deed, alfo noticed by Sir R. C. Hoare, dated lIth 
November, 5 Elizabeth [1563J, it appear that Sir John Thynne 
further fold to the faid Thomas Chafyn, Efq., the aifle or chantry chapel 
"adjoining and placed on the fowthe fide of the pariilie church of 
Meere aforefaid, wherein lately the late chantry priefi of fome certayne 
chantry, being in Meere aforefaid, called the Chantry of the Bleffed 
Virgyn Mary in Meere, ufed to fay maffe; and which chappel or ile 
lately app'tained to the faid chantry, and came to the hande of our late 
Sovereign Lord, of famou memory, King Edward the ixth, by the 
djffolution of the raid chantry, by forfe of the ACt of P'liament made 
in the firfi yeare of the rayne of the faid late Kynge, conc'ning giving of 
chantries to the [aide late King, his heyres and fucceffor , and after 
graunted by the faid late Kynge by his letters patent, amongefi other 
thing, to me the faid Sir John Thynne, and to one Lawrence Huyde, 
Gent., and to my heyres for ever." 1 

It i worthy of notice that thefe grantees of the chantry and it 
endowment were both commiffioner aCting on behalf of the Crown at 
the fuppreffion. The chapel, falling by purchafe into the hand of 
Thoma Chafyn, Efq., became the burial-place of that family, and of 
their defcendants, the Groves of Zeal, and contain many fepulchral 
memorial appertaining to both. 

John Bettefihorne was alfo the founder of a chantry in the hurch 
of Gillingham, co. Dorfet, in honour of St. Katharine, Virgin and Mart yr. !!

Saliibury). A plate in the pavement of the chancel bears this infcrip­

The Prebend or Rectory of Biiliopfron was formerly in the gift of 
the Biiliop of Winchefrer as lord of the Manor,2 and the deceafed 
was prefented thereto in 1379 by William ofWykeham, from which 
it may perhaps be inferred that he was a relative of this prelate. 3 

Wykham appears to have refigned the Rectory in 1416, as his 
fuccef[or, John Foxholes, was inducted that year. 

A.D. 1418. THOMAS AND EDITH POLTON. WANBOROUGH. 
(P fa te 1/1.) This brafi lies on the pavement at the eafr end of the 
fouth aifi , which appears to have been formerly ufed as a chantry. 
The male figure is reprefented in the civil cofrume of the period, con­
fifring of a plain tunic, with a hood, and a girdle at the waifr. The 
beard i fiightly forked, and the hair iliort, and removed from the 
temples like that of the Reeve defcribed by Chaucer in his (C Canterbury 
Tale ,"-

" His heer was by his eres rounde i-fchorn, 
His top was dockud lyk a preeft biforn." 

The female figure appears in a loofe robe, with full lleeves, cuffi 
at the wrifrs, and very iliort waifr. The head-drefs is a coverchef 
fimilar to that worn by Elene de Cerne (Plate III.)

From thefe lines, a portion of which is fomewhat obfcure, it 
appears that the brafs was laid down as a memorial of Thomas Polton, 
and his wife Edith, both of whom died" in the year of the Virgin" 1 

14 I 8, the former on the 1 Ith of September, the latter on the 12th of 
February; that they had eight fons, and as many daughters; that 
Thomas Pol ton was a benefaCtor to a College near the city of New 
Sarum, and alfo gave 14S. to Wanborough; and, finally, that his place of 
refidence at Wan borough was known as " Halle Place." 

From another infcription, alfo engraved on a brafs plate and affixed 
to the north wall of the tower, it further appears that the Polton family 
were the chief contributors towards the ereCtion of this part of 
Wanborough Church, which was begun in the year 1435. It reads 
thus: -

parifh called Court-clofe, l fometime refided the famous Lovell, favourite 
to Richard III., King of England; the houfe with a chapell adjoining, 
and another at Hall-place in this parifh, dedicated to St. Ambrofe (as I 
am informed), were carried to the building of the Tower; here are few 
vefrigia of any fuch ftructure to be difcovered, only a mote which 
encompa{fed the houfe commonly called Lovell's Mote."- Colleflions for 
North Wilts. 

There is, however, in the pariln of Wanborough a large meadow2 

which frill retains the name of Ambrofe-jield, thus identifying it with 
the Chapel of St. Ambrofe mentioned by Aubrey. In it are the traces 
of a moated manfion, the moat enclofing nearly two acres of land, with 
large carp-ponds attached. Here then is probably the fite of Hall-place, 
once the refidence of the Polton family. 

Philip Polton, mentioned on the plate in Wan­
borough Tower, was collated to the Archdeaconry 
of Gloucefrer, 2 I fr April, I 428, and dying in office, 
22d September, I46I, was buried in the ante-Chapel 
of All Souls College, Oxford, where his headlefs 
effigy in brafs, with the following infcription, yet 
remains : 3_

The family of Polton appear to have derived their name from the 
manor of Polton, in the pariili of Mildenhall, near Marlborough. 1 Thi 
manor was fubordinate to the Barony of Cafile Com be. In the year 
1340, John de Polton is mentioned a holding a knight's fee, valued at 
61. yearly; and Thomas de Polton, half a fce, at 10 1. In 1404 it wa 
held by 'l homas Polton; in 1424 by Thomas Polton, Bifhop of W or­
cdl:er; 2 and fubfequently by George Polton. The latter died in 1436, 
and in 1454 it wa held by Ifabella, widow of George Polton, who 
the laft owner of thi name mentioned in connexion with the manor. 3 

A.D. 1427. WILLIAM BAYLY. BERWICK BASSET. (Plate /711.) 
This [mall, but curious memorial, lies in the pavement of the nave In 

front of the rood-fcreen. The cofiume is precifely fimilar to that of 
the male effigy in Plate VI.

The flab, robbed of its brafs, fiill lies in the pavement of the 
chancel. The effigy, 20~ inches in length, was reprefented in plate 
armour, with the infcription underneath. Four fhields of arms, once at 
the angles, were lofi in Aubrey's time. 

Of the family of W rofton, or Wroughton, of Broad Hinton, there 
is a pedigree in Harl. MS. No. 1443, £ 26. It includes nine gener­
ations prior to the viht of the Heralds in the year 1623; their ancefior 
William, of Broad Hinton, according to the Inquihtion taken on his 
deceafe,I died [eifed of manors and lands in North Wilts, Somerfet, 
Gloucefier, and Devon. He left iffue a fon and heir, John W rofton 
(defcribed in the pedigree as Sir John W rofton, Knight), who feems 
to be the individual commemorated by the braIi. He was feven years 
of age at his father's death, 10 Hen. IV. (1408-9), and confequently 
about twenty-feven, in 1429, the date of his own deceafe. By his wife 
Habel, daughter of Edmund Hampden, of Hampden, co. Bucks, he left 
a fon John, of Broad Hinton,2 who married Jane, daughter of William 
Darell, Efq., of Littlecote (fee woodcut at p. II), and a daughter Anne 
married to Sir Richard Ludlowe, of Longbridge Deverill.

Circa A.D. 1430. BROKEN FIGURE OF A KNIGHT. MERE. 
(P late 1/111.) Thi braii lie in the Bettefihorne Chapel, already 
mentioned It originally confified f two effigie , male and female; the 
latter, together with the fhield of arms and infcription, wa lofi in 
Aubr y's time, and of the former only the upper half now remains. 
It furnifhe the only example of complete plate armour in the county : 
infiead of the camail is a gorget of plate, or hauJfe-col; the jupon ha 
given place to a cuiraJs, or breafi-plate, with depending plate over­
lapping each other, called taces; the arm-pits are proteaed by circular 
pieces; and the coutes at the elbows have a fan-like appearance. The 
fword-belt i here worn diagonally. 

In the ab(ence of infcription, or arms, the pofition of the braD may 
afford a clue to its identity. Elizabeth, the only daughter and heireD 
of John Bettefihorne (Plate V.), married Sir John Berkeley, knight, 
who died 5 Hen. VI. (1426-7), with which date the armour on the 
brafs feems precjfely to correfpond.

" They were both buried under the great marble ftone in the middle alley of our church, 
and the infcription was cut in brafs. Beneath this infcripti on, on the lower end of the fame 

marble ftone towards the choir, there were the fmall ftarues or images of nine young children 
fet in brafs, all which I myfelf knew ftanding there above twenty years, but of late one of them 
is broken out of the ftone, by means of fome violence and negligence of th em that wrought in 
the church, and laid a great quarry-ftone upon the grave of Robert Killman, lately buried. The 
fiatu es of the fa id Thom as and Edith Bonham are faid to be in an hollow-vaulted arch under the 
wall in the north fide of our church, and fuch ftatues there are.

Aubrey, at a fomewhat later date, vifited the church, copied the 
infcription on the brafs, examined the Regifter, and collected a few 
additional details, which he has thus recorded:-

" This Mr. Bonham's wife had two childre n at one birth, the fi rft time; and he, being 
troubled at it, travelled, and was abfent feven years . After his return, the was delivered of feven 
children at one birth. In this parith is a confiden t tradition that thefe feven children were 
all baptized at the font in this church, and that they were brought thither in a kind of charger, 
which was dedicated to this church, and hung on two nails, which are to be feen there yet, near 
the belfry on the fouth fide. Some old men are yet living that do remember the charger. This 
tradition is entered into the regifter book there, from whence I have taken this narrative." ( 1659.)

The origin of thi curious tradition may, perhaps, be traced to the 
mediceval cuftom of placing on monumental braffes, the fmall effigies 
of children, ufually all of the fame height, excepting the eldeft, as in 
Plate XI. If, in thi inftance, the eldeft fon and daughter (both of 
whofe effigies are loft ) were taller than the reft, thefe, in the tradition, 
would be the two born firft, whilft the remaining feven would correfpond 
with the number afcribed to the fecond birth. 

From an Inquifition taken at Wilton, 26 Oct. 13 Edw. IV. (1473), 
five month after the decea[e of Thoma Bonham,!! it appears that he 
died feifed of a moiety of the manor, with the advowfon of Great 
Williford; part of the manor of Berwick St. J arne, Stapleford, and 
Bereford; and land, meffuage , &c., at Afferton, U ppington, Laver­
ftock, Barford St. Martin, and F ouleftone, near Wilton ; alfo of lands 
in co. Somerfet. It further Hate that he died on the Lord's day after 
the Feaft of St. John ante Portam Latinam,3 and that his [on Walter, 
aged twenty, was found to be hi heir.

To Elizabeth, eldeft daughter of erard Braybrooke, and heire~ of 
the bar ny of St. Amand, thi memorial may be confidently affigned. 
By her firft huiband, William, [on f Sir Walter, and brother of 
Richard Beauchamp, bifhop of Saliibury, fh had an only fon, Richard, 
the founder of the chapel in which fh e lie interred . William Beau­
champ, Lord St. Amand, died in 1457; 1 and hi widow re-married 
Sir Roger Tocote, Knight, who, taking part with the Duke of 
Buckingham againft Richard III., wa attainted of high treafon, and 
hi eftates forfeited. Q Two years afterward, however, on the acceffion 
of Henry VII., the attainder was reverfed ; 3 and in 1496 (12 Hen. VII.)

A.D. 1495. CONSTANTINE DARELL, AND WIFE. COLLING-
BOURNE KINGSTON. This brafs, which lies in the pavement of the 
chancel, bears the following infcription :-

Confiantine Darell, of Collingbourne Kingfion (the ancefior of the 
Darells of Pagham, co. Suffex), was a younger fon of William Darell, 
of Littlecote, whofe monumental flab has been already noticed. 1 The 
brafs was evidently laid down on the deceafe of his wife, Joan, daughter 
of Robert Collingbourne,z whom he furvived for twelve years; and the 
blank fpaces left for the infertion of the date of his own death, fub­
fequently omitted to be filled in as originally intended. He was Sheriff 
of Wilts, 6 Hen. VII. (1490); and hi will, made 5th Feb. 1507, was 
proved on the 8th of April in the following year. His own effigy has 
been torn from the flab, and that of his wife only remains. 

A.D. 1498. JOHN STOKYS, AND WIFE. SEEND. (Plate x.) 
Thefe effigies lie on the pavement of the north aifle. The drefs of the 
male figure is a gown, faced and trimmed with fur, beneath which is a 
clofe tunic, feen at the neck and wrifis. The hair is long, and from 
the girdle is fufpended the gypciere, or external purfe, like the franklein 
in Chaucer's" Canterbury Tales," whofe 

" gypfer al of {ilk 
Heng at his gerdul, whit as morne mylk." 

The end of the girdle hanging as a pendant form a new feature in 
the female effigy; the large cuffs at the wrifis are alfo worthy of notice. 
The infcription is, for the firfi: time, in Engliili :-

aiile of Seend Church wa , according to tradition, built by the family of 
Stoky. From the fiyle of it architecture, which is late "Perpen­
dicular)) (circa A.D. 1480), it i probable that the deceafed was the 
main contributor towards its erection. 1 The weft window of the aiile 
exhibit in its external hollow moulding a pair of fciffors on the one 
fide, and a pair of iliears on the other, in allufion to the occupation of 
the founder, who wa , doubtleli , a clothier. 

In hi " Natural Hifiory of Wilts," Aubrey alfo gives the fol­
lowing particulars refpecting the efiabliih ment of the clothing trade 
at eend in the reign of Henry VI!., and its decay at a fubfequent 
period :-

" When King Henry the Seventh lived in Flanders with his aunt the Dutchefs of Burgundie, 

he con!idered that all or molt of the wooll th a t was manufactured there into doath, was brought 

out of England; and obferving what great profit did arife by it, when he came to the crown he 
fent into Flanders for doathing manufacturers, whom he placed in the welt, and particularly at 

Send , in Wiltfhire, where they built feverall good houfes yet remaining: I know not any village fo 

remote from London that can {hew the like. The cloathing trade did flourilh here till about 158o, 

when they removed to Troubridge, by reafon of (I thinke) a plague; but I conjecture the main 
reafon was , that the water here was not proper for the fulling and wafhing of their doath; for 

this water being impregnated with iron, did give the white doath a yellowifh tincture." 

Aubrey alfo remarks, that in Seend Church there had been a great 
deal of painted glafs, "with pictures of fome of the Stokys children," 
but beaten down by one William Sumner, of that pariili, about the 

year 1648. 

A.D. 1501. ROBERT BAYNARD, Es~ AND WIFE. LACOCK. 

(P late XI.) This brafs is on the pavement of the fouth tranfept, 
which portion of the church is attached to the manor of Lackham. 
The male effigy prefents an entirely new feature in the tabard, or 
furcoat, embroidered with the arms of Bluet, Or, an eagle with two 
head difplayed gule ; quartering Baynard, Sable, a feli between two 
chevrons or. Above and beneath the tabard are feen portion of the 
gorget and fkirt of ring-mail; th e tuiles, or depending plate of metal 
for the proteCl:ion of the thigh, are alfo partially vifible; the fword 
hang diagonally; and rounded ilioe (poullains) cover the feet, which 

refi on two dog. 
In the female cofiume there is nothing remarkable, with the exception

of the mantle, which is embroidered with the arms of Baynard, as 
above, quartering Ludlow, Argent, a chevron between three bears' (or 
martens') heads erafed fable.

Beneath the infcription are the effigies of thirteen fons and five 
daughters, all of equal height, excepting the eldefr fon. The fecond 
fon wears the maniple and other appendages of a prieft. 

Four fhields, at the angles of the flab, bear the fame arms alternately 
as thofe above given.

The family of Baynard were for ten fucceffi ve generations lords 
of the manor of Lackham, in the pariili of Lacock, which they 
acquired, about 1349, by marriage with the heirefs of Sir John Bluet, 
Knight. Robert Baynard, whofe brafs is now under notice, married 
Elizabeth, daughter of Henry Ludlow, of Hill Deverill, Efq. Of 
their eighteen children, three only are named in the Herald' Vifitations : 
Philip, the eldefr fon, who married Jane, daughter of Nicholas Stewke­
ley, of Affeton, Devon; George, the fecond fon; and a daughter, Jane, 
married to William T emmes, of Rood Afhton, of which family was 
Johanna Temmes, the lafr Abbefs of Lacock. 

Mary, the daughter and heire~ of Sir Robert Baynard, by marriage 
with the Hon. J ames Montagu in 1635, conveyed the Lackham efrate 
to that family. 

A.D. ISO!. THOMAS DOGESON, VICAR. GREAT BEDWYN. The 
fmall figure of a priefr, about fourteen inches in length, which once 
formed a portion of this memorial, is lofr, and the infcription, lying in 
the north tranfept, is all that now remains.

In the eaft window of the chancel wa formerly the piCture of 
a prieft, with two crutche ,- a fmall circular bowl in hi right hand, 
and a large cup at hi fide. F rom an accompanying infcription, in 
N orman French, it feems to have been a memorial of an early vicar, 
named Peris.l In 1405, Mr. Roger Derby i mentioned; and, with 
thefe two exception, Thomas Dogefon is the earlieft recorded Vicar of 
the parifh of Great Bedwyn. The vicarage wa a Peculiar under the 
jurifdiCtion of the Deans of Sarum, whofe Infiitution Regifters do not 
commence until the year 1548. 

A.D. 1503. JOHN ERTON, RECTOR. LONG NEWNTON. (Plate 
XII.) Thi plate now lie in the pavement of the nave; but, as both 
infcription are reverfed, it would feem originally to have been in the 
chancel, at the foot of the altar-fieps. The effigy appear habited 
in amice, albe, ftole, maniple, and chefuble; the maniple, by an unu[ual 
arrangement, hanging from the right infiead of the left arm.

A.D. 1504. GEORGE REDE, RECTOR. FOVANT. (Plate XIII.) 
This very curious memorial is affixed to the north wall of the chancel. 
It is 15 inches in width, by 12 ~ in height, and reprefents the departed 
priefi in his ordinary habit, with rofary, &c., kneeling and addreffing a 
fupplication to the Bleffed Virgin Mary (who appears in her Annun­
ciation), for interceffion with the Saviour on his behalf.

To the right of the Virgin is the angel Gabriel, kneeling on one 
knee, and holding a fcroll infcribed, 

" ~ue gracia plena tnls Hell'" 

" Hail, thou that art highly favoured, the Lord is with thee!" 

1 he emblematic lily, in full bloffom, is feen in the background, and 
above it are ray of light iffuing from the cloud ; and the Dove, with 
cruciform nimbu , fymbolical of the Third Perfon of the Holy Trinity, 
defcending toward the head of the Virgin. 

The whole of the background i powdered with Reurs-de-li and 
rofes; whilfi th e lower portion of the plate bear the following 
infcription :-

From the" Wilts Infiitutions " it appears that Rede was prefented 
to the ReCtory of Fovant, by the Lady Abbef of Wilton, in 1473; 
and refigned it in 15°4. The tower which i at the wefiern extremity 
of the church, afford a very fair example of late or florid" perpen­
dicular" work, peculiar to the period mentioned in the infcription, viz. 
the reign of Henry the eventh. 

A.D. 1508. HENRY FREKYLTON, CANTARIST. ALDBOURNE. 

(P late XIY.) Thi effigy lies in the pavement of the chancel. The 
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vefrments are fimilar to thofe in Phte XII., but the maniple here 
hangs, a is ufually the cafe, from the left arm. The infcription I a 
follows: -

Certain land and tenements in Aldbourne were, i~ appear, anciently 
given to the Fraternity of the Bleffed Virgin M :-.ly for the perpetual 
maintenance of a chaplain in the pariili church. l Thi wa, probably, 
the foundation to which Frekylton belonged .

The family of Seymour were at this date feated at W olfhall (an­
ciently Uifel), which property was acquired by the marriage of Roger 
Seymour (temp. Richard II.) with Maud, the daughter and coheirefs 
of Sir William Efrurmy. Sir John Seymour had ifTue by his wife 
Margery, fix fons and four daughters, and died, in 1536, aged fixty; 
confequently he mufr have been about thirty-four years of age at the time 
of his eldefr fon's death in 1510, which will afford fome idea of the age 
of the latter. The family was doubly connected with Royalty; firfr, 
by the marriage of Jane, the fifrer of the deceafed, with King Henry 
VIII.,l and next by that of his younger brother Thomas Lord Seymour 
of Sudeley, at a later date, with Catharine Parr, widow of the fame 
monarch. 

The Seymours, together with their ance!l:ors, the E!l:urmies, appear 
to have ufed the Priory Church of the Holy Trinity at Eafron (near 
Pewfey) a a place of interment. The fite of this houfe was granted 
28 Hen. VIII. (1536) to Edward Seymour, Vifcount Beauchamp, 
afterwards Duke of Somerfet. After hi death, and during the minority 
of his fon Edward, Earl of Hertford, the Priory Church having become 
ruined, and the monument of the family either de!l:royed or defaced, 
the Earl, in the year J 590, removed the body of hi grandfather, Sir 
John Seymour, to Great Bedwyn, in the chancel of which church 
he erected t hi memory an altar-tomb bearing a recumbent effigy. 

The remain of John, the eldefr fon and heir of Sir John, were 
probably removed from Eafron to Great Bedwyn with thofe of 
his father; a alfo the Purbeck flab which contained his effigy in 
brali . 

A.D. 1514. SIR JOHN DANVERS, AND LADY. DAUNTSEY. This 
brali lies on an altar-tomb abutting againfr the north wall of the chancel. 
The male effigy, which i 28 inche in length, appears in a fuit of plate­
armour fimilar to that in Plate XI. A pafs-guard, or plate of metal 
rifing perpendicularly from the left fuoulder, afford a protection to 
the neck, and is a new feature in thi example. Of the female figure 
a woodcut will be given in a fubfequent page. 

At the angles of the flab are four fuield with the following arms:-

The family of Danvers appears to have been feated, early in the 
15th century, at Cothorp, co. Oxon. Sir Robert (eldefr fon of John 
Danvers of Cothorp by a firfr marriage) purchafed the efrate of Cul­
worth, co. Northampton, and died in 1467 leaving three daughters. 
From thefe daughter Culworth was purchafed by their uncle, Richard 
Dan vers, of Prefcote, who was the father of Sir John Dan vers above 
mentioned. Sir John was Sheriff of Northamptonihire 10 Hen. VII., 
and fubfequently, by marriage with the heirefs of Stradling, became 
Lord of the Manor of Dauntfey in this county. He was afterwards 
twice Sheriff of Wilts in 19 Hen. VII. and 5 Hen. VIII. 

Aubrey in his" Collections for Wilts" gives the following curious 
anecdote in reference to his marriage:-

" Anno . .•. here was a robbery committed at the M anour H oufe, on the family of the 

St rad lings; he [Sir Edward Stradling] and all his fervants, except one plowboy, who hid himfelf, 

were murthered, by which means this whole ell:ate came to Anne his fill:er, and that heire m arri ed 

after to Sir J ohn D anvers, a handfome gentl em an, who clapt up a m a tch with h er before {he 

h ea rd the newes, h e, by good fortune lighting upon the m e{fenger firll:. She lived at th at time 

in Pater N olte r Rowe at London, and h ad but an ordinary portion. This robbery was done on 

a Saturda y ni ght; the next day the neighbours wond ered non e of th e family cam e to church; 

th ey wen t to fe e what was the m at ter, and the parfo n of the pari lh very grave ly we nt along 

with them, who by th e boy was proved to be one of the company, and was (I think) h anged 

for his paines." 

A.D. 1516. JOHN BAYNTON, E~ «..: BROMHAM. (Plate XVI.) 
Thi braf lie on the pavement of the Beauchamp Chapel already 
noticed at p. 35. The effigy i nearly three feet in length, and the 
armour very fimilar to that defcribed in the lafr example ; the large 
fize of the caute on the left elbow i worthy of remark.

Sidney, in his" Treatife on Government," afferts that in antiquity of 
poJfeffion and name t few of the nobility equal the family of Baynton. 
In the time of Henry II. the Bayntons were Knights of St. John of 
J erufalem. Sir Henry Baynton was Knight Marihal to the King, and 
his fecond fon Henry, a Knight of St. John, was llain in Bretagne in 
120r. The family were for nearly two centuries feated at Falfione,2 a 
tithing in the pariih of Biiliopfiones in South Wilts. This property 
they obtained by the marriage of Thomas de Benton with Margaret, 
daughter and co-heir of Richard de Grimfred, by hi wife Edith, daughter 
of Guido Ie Tablier, lord of Falfione, temp. Edw. I., and it continued 
to be their principal refidence until the commencement of the 
16th century. 

John Baynton, whofe brafs is here reprefented, was the fon and heir 
of Sir Robert Baynton, knight, of Falfrone, as recorded in the epitaph. 
The latter having taken an active part on behalf of King Henry VI., 
was taken prifoner at the battle of Tewke{hury, and attainted of high 
treafon,4 14 Edw. IV., (1475.) Hi life, however, wa fpared, and his 
efiates were fubfequently recovered by the family. Hi fon wa refrored 
in blood 19 Hen. VII.5 (1503), and on the deceafe of Richard Beau­

champ, Lord St. Amand, in 1508, he fucceeded to the efiate at

It lies in th e pavement of 
a [mall chantry chapel which ha heen added to the eaft end of the 
north ai fie, and was dedicated in honour of the Holy Trinity. 

The infcription is as follows:-

The homas 
Goddard there mentioned, who married, fecondly, a daughter of John 
Ernely, was living in 1536.1 It i probable, th erefore, that the iimilarity

XVI I I.) A very fimilar example to the laft as regards coftume, but 
the female figure is here remarkably ftiff and ill-proportioned. The 
infcription commences with a fmall letter: -

fomewhat fimilar example. The plates are each 25 inches in length, 
and lie in the pavement of the fouth aifle. A very ihort tippet is worn 
over the ihoulders in the female effigy. The infcription has been 
removed, but the brafs is traditionally known as the memorial of Sir 
John Davie, Attorney General for Ireland in the reign of James 1., 
who was born at Chickfgrove (a hamlet in thi pariih) in 1569, and 
died in 1626. The coftume, however, is a century earlier than this 
date, and Sir John is known to have been buried at St. Martin's-in-the­
Fields, London. As the family of Davys, or Davies, appears to have 
held property within the Manor of Tifbury in 1517,1 and the name is 
traditionally connected with the brafs, it may not improbably be afcribed 
to one of the earlier members, whofe death happened about this date. 

A.D. 1523. HARRY PRECI. BISHOPSTONE (near Swindon). Of 
this brafs Aubrey fays: -" In the nave this infcription; beneath is 
his picture on a brafs plate affixed to a marble:-

The infcription on this brafs feem to be the only remaining record 
of the foundation of the Chaucey Chapel. From th e pifcina in th e 
fouth wall, near th e fouth-eafi: angle, it is ev ident that it once contained 
an altar, and was erected for th e purpofe of a chantry; but th ere is no 
mention of any fuch foundation, either in th e "Valor Ecc1efiafi:icu ," 
or in the certificates of Wilts' Chantries, noticed at p. 4; and it is 
therefore prefum ed, that it was never fully endowed a fuch. The 
dripfi:ones on the outfide of the north and eafi: windows reprefent demi­
angels bearing fhields, charged with the following arms:-

flab were four fmall label, bearing fhort 
legends, one of which, "1Lab}2 ~£lpe "-a 
brief fupplication to the BlelTed Virgin Mary 
for aid-only is vifible. 

From the entire abfence of dates in the 
infcription, it is evident that the brafs was 
laid down as a memorial of the foundation of 
the chantry in the lifetime of both individuals, 
and the blank fpaces fubfequently omitted to 
be filled in, as was originally intended. 

The antiquary Leland} who vi fLted Bradford about 1540, ha pre­
ferved the following notes re[pecting Thomas Horton and hi wife, 
which are valuable, inafmuch a they furnifh, in connexion with the 
above infcription , a record of his principal benefactions to the town 
of Bradford and its parifh church:-

"There is a very fair haufe, of the building of one H orton , a riche clothier, at the north-ell: 
part by the chi rch . This H orton's wife yet Iyvith. This H orton buildid a goodly IJrge hirch­

houfe ~x lapide quadrato [ of fquared ll:oneJ at the ell: end of the ch irchyard withou t it. 
"This Horton made divers fair houfes of ll:one in Throughbridge toun. One Lucas, a 

clothier, now dwelletn in H orton's nou(e in Bradeford. H orton left no children." 

Thi Thomas Horton wa a younger ion of J ohn Hort 11, of 
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Monumental BrajJes of Wilts. 

Lullington, co. Somerfet, defcended from the Hortons of Catton, co. 
Derby.l His name is given in the Heralds Vifitations, but that of his 
wife does not appear. In his will, which is dated 26 July, 1530, he is 
defcribed as " of !ford, Marchaunt ;" he defi res" to be buried with his 
father in the Ile of Our Lady on the north fide of Bradford Church;" 
and appoints his wife Mary his fole executrix, and Thomas Horton his 
nephew, and Thomas Long, overfeers. 2 From the Inquifition taken 
on his deceafe, it appears that he died at Wefiwood, on the 14th of 
Augufi following the date of his will. Thomas Horton, his nephew, 
(the fon of his elder brother, Vvilliam, of Lullington,) became his heir, 
from whom defcended the Hortons of Iford, Weflwood, Broughton 
Gifford, and Elfion, co. Gloucefier. 

The Horton Chantry appears to have been founded in the eafiern 
portion of the north aiDe of Bradford Church, which is mentioned in 
his will as "the Ile of Our Lady." In the" Valor Ecclefiafiicus," 
(II. 147) its annual value is given at 101. per annum. It was endowed 
with lands, &c., at Alyngton, Chippenham, Winfield, Hullavington, 
Keevil, and Box, co. Wilt ; Whitcome and Farley, co. Somerfet; and 
Wefion in the pariili of Mar!bfield, co. Gloucefier; alfo a houfe in 
Bradford for the refidence of the chantry priefi. Thefe lands and 
tenements produced, at the fuppreffion, 2 Edw. VI., a rental of 
III. I8s. 3d. out of which 12 {hilling and 4 pence was paid to the 
Lord Arundell, from the land at Keevil. The plate belonging to 
the chantry weighed 17 ounce, and the ornament in the chapel, 
including vefiment , &c., were valued at 23 !billings and 4 pence. 
The Commiffioners conclude their Report by recommending to the 
notice of the king' mofi honourable council the incumbent William 
Ffurbner, aged fifty-fix, who is defcribed as "a verey hone fie man well 
learned and ryght able to ferve a Cure, albeit a verey poore man and 
hathe none other lyvinge but the fayd Chuntre; and, furthermore, he is 
bounde by the fundatyon to kepe a ffreefcole at Bradforde and to gyve 
the Clerke [Vicar] ther yerely xxS to teache children to fynge for the 
mayntenaunce of Devine fervice, and alfo to difiribute to the poore 
yerely xiij iiijd, all which things he hath done accordinglye. " 3 

Horton's" fair houfe by the church" is now (1859) ufed as a cloth­
factory; its windows, moulded beams, winding fione flairs, and large 
fireplace, all feem to befpeak the date of its ereCtion. The" goodly

large church h ufe" all( remain, but ha long {ince fallen into private 
hand ; the wall, of fquared fione, firengthened by !hallow buttreffe , 
bear tel1imony to the truth of Leland' ftatement, but the window 
are chiefly modern inferti ns. 

Circa A.D. 1539. AN E DANVERS. DAUNTSEY. (Plate XX) 
Thi fmall, but elegant piece of workman!hip, 
commemorate Anne, the widow of Sir John 
Danver , Knight, daughter of Sir John Strad­
ling, and heirefs of Sir John Dauntefey, wh fe 
effigy (reprefented in the annexed woodcut) 
alfo appear on the bra s of her hufband already 
defcribed. Its double occurrence is therefore 
remarkable, as affording an illufiration of the 
very different manner in which the fame indi­
vidual was reprefented by two difiinet, but 
contemporary artifis. 

The plate of metal on which thi fubjeet 
i engraved, i affixed t the fouth wall of the 
chancel and enclofed within a canopied altar­
tomb. The upper half reprefent the deceafed 
beneath a compreiTed ogee arch, kneeling at 
a deik. Above is a label bearing her name, 
wbilfi a fecond iiTuing from her uplifted hands 

infcribed :-

John Dauntefay, of Weft Lavington, was the eldeft [on of Ambro[e 
Dauntefay of the fame place,t Sheriff of Wilts, 2 Edw. VI. (1 548), by 
his firft wife Eleanor, daughter of Walter Mervyn, of Fonthill. He 
married, firH, Katherine, daughter of Anthony Twynehoe, of Steeple 
Ailiton ; '2 and fecondly, Margaret, daughter of ] ohn Ernley, of Can­
nings,3 who is commemorated by the fecond infcription; and by whom 
he had iffue, among other children, a fon, ] ohn Dauntefay, Sheriff of 
Wilts, 38 Elizabeth (1595), and afterward knighted.

On removing thefe plates, during a reftoration of the Dauntefay 
Chapel, in 1847,4 the firft was found to have on the under fide the

Thi infcription i fuppofed to be not older than the commencement 
of the I 6th century, and feems to record a gift to fome raternity called 
the Mafter of the Holy Ghoft) of Weftmouftre, for the maintenance 
of certain light in a church a fpecified, probably in the upper part of 
the plate, now cut away. The following is a tranDation :-

John Webbe was a ion of V/il1iam Webbe, of Sarum, by Catherine, 
daughter and heire~ of John Abarow. He wa M.P. for the city in 
1559, and Mayor in 1561. To one of hi ancefior Aubrey evidently 
alludes when fpeaking of the eminent clothiers 3 of thi county: "The 
ancefior of Sir William Webb, of Odfiock, near Saliiliury, wa a 
merchant of the fiaple in Saliibury. As Grevill and Wenman bought 
all the Cotefwold wooll, fo did H all and Webb the wooll of Saliiliury 
plaines."4 The family pofTefTed for many generation the manor and 
advowfon of Odfiock, which wa purchafed about 1790 by the Earl of

Edmund G efr e ( the fon of T ho ma G efre of the family or Gefre 
of R ough H eath , in the pariih of K ing' ,. orton, co. \ T orc efrer ) \Va 
born in 15 14 at -orth llerton, in Y ork!h ire .'2 H e received a portion 
of hi education in the Grammar chool at Y ork, and the remainder at 
Eton . I n 1536- 7 he wa ad mitted [chelar of King C ollege, C am­
bridge, of which he afterward became F ellow and "\ ice-Provofr, and 
took the degree of .T.B . and S.T .P . in that uni erfity .

In 1548 Gefl:e appeared as a public fupportcr of the Reformed 
doctrin e of the C hurch of EnglanJ , by " reatifc agaillfl: the prevee 
Maffe in the behalfe and fllrtherallilce of the mooi1e loll' Commul ion." 
H e alfo took an active plrt in the difputations between the Catholics 
and Reformers, held a Ollt thi date at both univerfiti es. In March 

1550, having taken the degree of B .D., he wa licenfed by the Govern­

ment to preach; and at a divinity difputatioJl at Cambridge, in 15 52 , 

he argued againfi Chrifl:opher Carline, in defence of our Saviour's 
defcent into hell. 

During th e five years of Queen fary's reign (1553-8), Gefie, 
unlike many others of hi own perfuafion , did not kave England , but, 
with his companion Bullingham, remained here in fecrery until the 

acce1llon of Queen Elizabeth , when he again appear publicly in 
fupport of the Reformed doctrine, and was appointed , together Vvith 
Drs. Scory, Cox, '\Vhitehead, Grindal , Horn, Jewel, and Aylmer, to 
defend th e Protefl:ant faith in the celebrated difputation held in Wefi­

minfl:er Abbey, l\1arch 30, 1558. 
Gefie was al(o the principal compiler of the prefent Liturgy of the 

Church of England . Strype, in his " Annals," informs us that Sir 
' V illiam C ecil (the Secretary of Queen ElizJ.beth) " appointed Gefl:e, 
a very learned man, to be joineJ with the refl: of the revifors of the 
book, and , as I conjecture, in the a fence of Parker, abfent fome part 
of the time by rea(on of ficknefs . Him the fecretary required diligently 
to compare both King Edward's communion-books together, and from 
them both to frame a book for the ufe of the Church of England , by 

correcting and amending, altering, adding, and takll1g away acco rding to 
hi judgment and the ancient liturgie ; whic~ when he had done, and a 
new fervice book being finifhed by him and other appointed th ereunto, 
the fa;d Gefie conveyed it unto th e (ecretary, together with a letter to 
him, containi ng his reafon fi r hi own emendations and alterations ." 

In return for thefe fervices, he was appointed to the archdeaconry 
of Canterbury, together with the rectory of Cliff, co . Kent, and after­
ward to the bifhopric of Rochefier. He wa con(ecr .lted t this latter 

dignity by Archbifhop Parker, in Lambeth Chapel, Jan. 2 r, 1559, 
J ewel , Y oung, Bullingham, and Davi , being at the (ame time con­
fecrated to th e biihopric of Salifbury, St. David' , Lincoln, and St. 
Afaph . He wa alfo appointed Chancellor of the Garter, and High 
Almoner to the Queen, which latter office he held for the rp..lce of 

twelve years a record~d in hi epitaph . 
On the death of Jewel, in 15 7 [, Gefie was trannateJ to alifburr, 
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Monumental BraJ1es of Wilts , 

over which fee he prefided for fi ve years, and dying on the 28th Feb. 
1576,1 hi remains were interred in the choir of his cath edral, near 
thofe of Biiliop vVyv il and J ewe!. 

Hi will, preferved in the Prerogative Office, London, bears date 
the day of his death, and i a follows:-

Ir William Herbert, who wa c nneCted by marriage with 
Henry VIII. (having efpoufed Anne, fifi er to Catherin e Parr, th e 
widow of that monarch), wa , on th e difIi lurion of religious houfe , 
th e grantee of the Abbey of St. Edith at Wilton, th e building of which 
he immediately began to alter and adapt to a manfion fuited to hi rank 
and fiation, partly, it i faid, under the direCtion of Han Holbein. H e 
wa appointed one of the" confervatore ," or executor of th e King' 
will, and fhared with Sir Anthony Denny the honour of riding in th e 
chariot with the royal corpfe when Henry' remains were committed to 
their final refiing-place. In the following reign he was elevated to the 
peerage, firfi, a Baron Herbert of C ardiff, and, fubfequ ently, a Earl of 
Pembroke. In Mary' time he commanded the forc e of th e ~een 

againfi Wyat; wa G eneral f th e Englifh army at St. Ouintin's, Lord 
Prefident of Wale, and twice G overnor of C alais. To Elizabeth, alfo, 
he wa Great Mafter of the Houfehold; thus enjoying th e difiinguifhed 
favour of four fucceffive fovereign. His death happened in 1569-70, 
and hi remains were interred in St. Paul' C athedral. 

Henry, the fecond Earl, married firfi, Catherine, daughter of Henry 
Grey, Duke of Suffolk; fecondly, Catherine daughter of George, Earl of 

hrewfbury ; and, lafily, Mary daughter of Sir H enry, and flfier of Ir 
Philip idney .

The brafs of Jerome, the hufband of Elizabeth Poticary, will be 
defcribed in a fubfequent page. 

A.D. 1590. WILLIAM BUTTON, EsQ.:. ALTON PRIORS. (Plate 
XXV.) Thi brafs is affixed to the north wall of the chancel, 
within the altar-rail; and, like the lail example, furmount a plain 
altar-tomb. It wa not engraved earlier than the year 1610. The 
fubject i intended to reprefent the RefurreCl:ion. The deceafed, 
furrounded by ray of light, appear rifing from hi tomb, and bears 
in his right hand a palm-branch, fymbolizing hi victory over death. 
Above i an angel blowing a crumpet, which alfo form a key, infcribed 
"THE KEY OF DAVID" in allufion to Rev. iii . 7, between two open 
gate , intended (a appear from the infcription upon them ) to reprefent 
the gates of Heaven. The upper flab of the tomb bear a punning 
epitaph of fix line , and on the front i a genealogical notice of the 
family of the deceafed. A fhield at the dexter end bear, Ermine, a 
feire gule, Button ; impaling, two grofing irons in faltire between 
four Kellwey pear, Kel/wey. Around the tomb are four lef difi:in­
guifhed perfonage , rifing from earthen grave ; but thefe, unlike the 
central figure, are reprefented with uplifted hands, and countenances 
expre1li ve of the utmoil terror. 

William Button, Efq., wa the fon of another vVilliam Button, of 
Alton,l by Anne (or Agne ), daughter of John Cater, of Letcombe 
Regi , co. Berk ; 2 and wa a lineal defcendant of ir "Valter de 
Button, Knight, li ing 12 Hen. III. [1228]. ir '\-illiam Button, 
who ereCted the braf, wa the eldeil fon of "Villiam (the fecond fon) 
mentioned in the in(cription, who married] ane, daughter of] ohn Lambe 
of Coulilon. He wa created a Baronet in 162 r, but the title became 
extinct on the death of hi youngeil fon, ir John Button (fourth Ba-

place / mentions, on the authority of hi s friend ir Willi am Button, that 
th e family held the leafe of Alton farm, 4001. per annum (w hich anci ently 
belonged to H yde Abbey, near Winchefi er ), for four hundred year ; 
and their leafe expiring about 1652, thi property fell into the hand 

f the Earl of Pembroke. 

A . D. 1590. L AU RE CE HYDE, E sQ.:. A D FAM IL Y . T ISBUR Y . 

(Plate XXI/I.) Thi memorial lies in the pave ment o f the chancel, 
within th e altar rail. It confifi of two plate of metal affi xed to th e 
centre of a large flab and furrounded by a border fill et bearing an 
infcription. 

The larger plate of metal, which is here reprefented in fadimile, 
bear the effigie of the deceafed and his wife, both fianding ; with 
th eir family, fix fons and four daughters, arranged in two groups 
behind them. In the background are four circular-headed windows 
feen thr ugh an arcade of a many arches with columns and entabla­
ture of th e D oric order. This i furmounted by an eagle, the crefi 
of H yde, hold ing in it beak one of th e extremities of an infcribed 
label. Two {hield , one on either fid e, bear, Azure, a chevron between 
three lozenge or, Hyde ; and, Argent, a tiger fratant reguardant, at a 
mirror gule , SibeU. 

The fmaller brafi plate bears th e following infcription :-

Laurence H yde was the third fon of Robert H yde of Norbury, 
in Cheihire, by a fecond marriage. He appears to have been the 
firfr occupier of the Manor of Wefr H acche, under Sir Thomas Arun­
dell, Knight, to whom it had been granted by Henry VIII. after the 
diffolution of the Monafrery of St. Edward at Shaftefbury.l 

He married Anne, daughter of ichola Sibell, of Chimbhams, co. 
Kent, and widow of Matthew Colthurfr, of Claverton, co. Somerfet, 
by whom he had iffue fix fon and four daughter. The eldefr fon 
Robert, of Wefr Hacche, married Anne, daughter of John Baptift 
Cafiilion, of Benham, in Berk , and died in 1642; Sir Laurence, the 
fecond [on, who married Barbara, another daughter of John Baptifi 
Caftilion, wa atrorne -general to Oueen Anne, and dying in 1641, was 
buried in Salifbury Cathedral. From the third fon, Henry, of Purton 
and Dinton, who married Mary, daughter and heirefi of Edward 
Langford, of Trowbridge, defcended the Hyde, Earl of Claren­
don. The fourth fon, "'i r ichola , of Marlborough, knight, was 
Lord Chief J ufiice, and married a daughter of ir Arthur wayne, 
of Sarfon, from whom defcended the Hyde of Marlborough, and 
H yde-end in Berk£hire. Two other fon, Hamonet and Edward, 
died in their infancy. The four daughter were thus married: 
Elizabeth, to John t. Loe, of Knighton; ufannah, to ir George 
I vye, of Wefr Kington; Avice, to Thoma Baynard, of Wanfrrow, 
co. Somerfet; and Joan, to Edward Young, of Durnford, whofe 
brafi i defcribed at page 80.

Thefe effigies, each 13 inche in height, lie in the pavement of

A fmall 
effigy in a gown, fimilar to the laft example, i here affixed, together 
with a ihield of arm ,and infcription, to the wall of an aiDe or chapel on 
the fouth fide of the nave.

The bra~ of 
Elizabeth, firi't wife of Jerome Poticary, ha been already noticed 
at p. 69' Affixed to the eafl: wall of the fouth aifl e is a 
fecond engraved plate, erected a a memorial of himfelf. It is of 
an irregular form, about 18 inche in heigh t, and its greatefl: width 
abou t 32 inche. At the lower corners are the fmall fi gure of the 
deceafed and hi fecond wife, each kneeling at a prie-dieu ; the latter 
weanng a coverchef appropriate to her fl:ate of widowhood. Behind 
them are two fons, and a many daughters-the iffue of hi lafl:

Jerome Poticary wa the fon of Richard Poticary, of \Vilton, by 
hi wife J ohanna [ToppJ of a Stockton family, 1 which marriage was 
probably the reafon of hi fettling in thi ,illage. He was, as feen by 
th e infcription on hi braf, a very eminent clothier, and huilt a

Hi merchant's mark (apparently the initial of hi 
name" J.P." in monogram) i reprefented in the 
annexed woodcut, but the family do not appear to 
have belonged to the claf of gentry entitled to bear 
arm. Chriftopher, the fon of Jerome, removed to 
Heytefbury, and fome of hi defcendants refided 
at Warminfter. From them defcended a branch

A.D. r601. ANNE LO TGE. BRADFORD-ON-Avo. (Plate 
XXVII.) Thi effigy, which lies in the pavement near the eaft 
end of the nave, afford an excellent illufiration of the cofiume 
peculiar to the clofe of Elizabeth' reign. The huge neck-ruff is 
here fully developed, and i trimmed with point lace; the fro macher, 
with it acute point, extend into the vardingale, or hoop; the gown 

open in front difclofing a portion of an under garment richly 
flowered; and the high crowned hat and feather likewife forms 
a new Latu re.

The deceafed was grandfon of Edward, Duke of Somerfet, the 
Proteetor, and fon and heir of Edward, Earl of Hertford, by Lady 
Catherine Grey, daughter and coheir of Henry, Duke of SufFolk, and 
fifter to Lady J ane Grey. He was born in the Tower of London, 
Sept. 21, 1561, during hi father's incarceration, and was baptized 
there on the 25th. In 1585 he was pri vately married to Honora, 
daughter of ir Richard Rogers, of Brianfton, co. Dorfet, Knight. 
He became Bar n Beauchamp in hi own right, by creation dated 
14th May, 1609 ; and obtained a patent fecuring to him and his heirs 
male fuccefJion to his father's earldom, but dying before the Earl,l the 
h nour defcended to hi eldeft furviving fon, William, who was after­
ward created Marquis of Hertford, and was refrorcd to the Dukedom 
of omerfet. Lord Beauchamp died at Wick, near Marlborough, and 
wa buried at Bedwyn, 21ft July, 1612.2 His eldeft fon, Ed ward , 
born at Camberwell, 12th June, 1586, fucc eeded to the barony, and 
wa created K.B. in 1616; but he died in 1618, before hi grandfath er, 
and left no furviving iffue.

mour, created Baron Seymour of Trowbridge, 19th Feb. 1641. He 
built the large houfe afterward th e Caftle Inn at Marlborough.

June, 1640, and refiored to the Dukedom ofSomerfet 25th April, 1660), 
by Frances, his fecond wife, fifier and coheir of Robert Devereux, 
third Earl of Effex, was next brother to Henry, Lord Beauchamp, 
the Earl's eldefl: furviving fon, father of William, third Duke of Som­
erfet, and elder brother of John, the Earl's youngefl: [on, who became 
fourth Duke ofSomerfet, on the premature death of his nephew, William, 
12th December, 1671, aged nineteen. Thi date and age, taken from 
the coffin-plate of the young Duke, are mentioned here as correCting 
the printed pedigree of the family.!

~ml' " jURING the lall: few years the art of brafi engraving for 
_ mon umental purpofes has been fucc efsfully revived; and 

I "1f/ \ many modern exampl e , fcarcely inferior as regard their 
~~~==~~~I execution to thofe of th e l\1:iddle Age , have been laid 

by thc Meffr . Waller; Hardman and Co., and others. In few 
infiance , h wcver, ha the engraver ventured to introduce the effigy 
of thc departcd,I which forms the principal feature in th e generality 
of anciem braffe . This i partly accoun ted for by the faet, that the 
ordinary civil apparel of the prefent day is by no means fuited to the 
purpofe of monumental immortality,-leG fo, perhaps, than th at of 
any preceding age. There are , howevcr, numerous cafe to which 
thi rcmark doer. not apply, and where a robe of officc, eith er ec­
clefiafrical or civil , may be mofi appropriately introduced. In the 
abfence of a whole, or half-length effigy, fome fimple emblem-a 
chalicc, for in fiance , in the cafe of an ecclefiafiic- may be add cd to 
the infcription , as in the braG of William Langton, R eetor of St. 
~lichael' , York, who died in 1463. 

In fome infrance , the defign confiil of a Roriated CroG , with a 
border-fillet bearing the infcription. The cvangeliilic fymbol often 
appear, cithcr as angle-emblems, or at th e cxtremitie of the limb of 
the Cro[s; with the facred monogram , or the "Agn u Dei," at the 
poi nt f interfeetion . f Crofi braffc, there are many ancient and 
beautiful example; two matrice f thi clafi -the refpeClive memo­
ri al of a bi{hop and prieft-b ing fi gnred in Chapter II. of the prefen t 
work.

Of modern braffes within the county of V\l ilts, the four following 
examples claim particular notice. 

SALISBURY CATHEDRAL. A brafs to the memory of JOHN BRIT­
TON, the well-known antiquary, who was a native of Wildhire. It 
is inlaid in a flab of black marble, 6t feet by 3 feet 4 inches, affixed 
to the wefi wall of the great north tranfept. Two angels are repre­
fented beneath a canopy, holding a fcroll bearing the following 
infcription :-

CHAPTE R VI. 

BRASSES OF BISHOPS WALTHAM AND HALLUM. 

HE two examples here included, although not frriB:ly 

within the limits of the county, feem, from their con­

nexlon with it, to demand a notice in the prefent 

work. 

A.D. 1395. JOHN DE WALTHAM, BISHOP OF SALISBURY . 
WESTMINSTER ABBEY. (Plate XXXI.) The mutilated remains of 

this once beautiful memorial lie on the pavemellt at the north- wefi: 

angle of St. Edward the Confeffor's Chapel,! well known as the 

ancient burial-place of the king of England. The n ab is about 

8t feet by 4. The effigy of the prelate , habited in full pontificals, 

fi:ands in the centre, above which was a triple canopy, fupported by 

tabernacle work, compofed of a tier of four niche on either fide,2 

the whole furmounted by a fquare embattled head-canopy. 3 His right 

hand is r::tifed in the aB: of benediB:ion, and his left fu pports the 

pafi:oral-fi:aff, to which, in this infi:ance, i attached a vexillum, or 

banner of the crofS.4 The central apparel of the chefu ble confifi:s 

I This brafs is noticed by W eever (Fun .

Billiop W altham derived hi name from th e place of hi birth­
W allham, near Grimfby, in Lincolnlliire . H e rore high in favo ur 
with Richard II., during wh ofe reign he w as Mat1:er of th e R oll s, 

and K eeper of th e Privy Seal. On th e 20th September, 1388 , he 
wa confecrated Billiop of Salifbury with extraordinary ceremony, the 
King hi mfelf being prefent on the occafion, togeth er with many illus­
triou perfl nage, , and a vail: concourfe of people. On M ay 20th, 
139 I, he w a appointed Lord High Treafurer of E ngland. His deJ.th 
took place in September, 1395 ; 2 and by hi s will he bequ eath s his body 
t be buried in hi church of Sarum, in fuch place as th e fupervifors 
and exec uto r th ereof, and th e D ean and Chapter, lhould appoint. 

The King, however, by whom he was much lamented, gave ord ers 
for hi interment in W d rminil:er Abbey, and his remains w ere accord­
ingly depofited near th e tomb of Edward I.,- but not, a w e learn 
from Walfingham, without giving great offence to many. 3 

Billiop Waltham appear to have found ed a ch antry at th e altar 
o f St. Andrew; -t within his cathedral, for th e maintenance of which 
he gave t th e D ean and C hapter certain lands in the city of New 
Sarum, producing (2 E dw. VI.) an annual rental of Sf. I 35. 4d.5

Of the birthplace of Biiliop Hallum there i no fati factory evidence. 
He was educated at Oxford, and filled the prebendal fiall of Bitton, 
in Salifbury Cathedral, from 1394 until 1406. He was alfo Arch­
deacon of Canterbury, and in 1403 wa nominated Chancellor of 
the U nivedity. He wa firfi defignated for the fee of York by a 
papal bull; but foon afterward appointed Bifhop of alifbury, and 
received the temporalitie Augufi 13, 1407 . He is faid to have been 
made a Cardinal in 141 I. 

In 1414, he wa, together with Nichola, Biiliop of Bath and 
Wells; Richard, Earl of Warwick; the Abbot of Wefiminfier, and 
other, appointed by Henry V. to attend the Council of Confiance. 
The patent) bearing date 20th Oaober in that year, whereby they 
were confiituted by the King a hi "ambaffiatore, oratore , veros 
et indubitato procuratore , et nuncios fpeciale ," 3 is printed in Rymer, 
ix. 167. Whilfi attending the Council , he died fuddenly in the fortrefs 
of Gotlieben, which belonged to the fee of Confrance ; 4 and was interred 
with great fiate in the cathedral church, accompanied by all the 
dignitaries there affembl ed.

" When Jerome of Prague was brought up for his firO: examination, and had given offence by 

on~ of his anfwers, fo that feveral of the doClors called out, 'To the fire with him!' th e accu[ed 

anfwered with fome emotion, , If m y death is what you wilh, G od's will be done.' H allu m took 

up his words,' 0, Jerome,' he faid, 'it is not God's will that any !inner lhould die, but that he 

lhould be converted and live.' It would feem by this fpeech, that he doubted of the propriety 

of convincing a man by fire and faggot, or, at leaO:, that he had more m ercy in his foul than the 

majority of them. H e diilinguilhed himfelf by th e boldnefs and refolution with which he en­
forced the Council to profecute the Pope (John XXIII. ) faying to a prelate that defended him, that 

he knew, if he would fpeak the truth, that the man deferved a hundred deaths. And he brought 

with him to Pifa and ConO:ance a good plan for reformation, drawn up by his friend Richard 

U llerO:on, an Oxford man, an opponent of the Lollards, but very de!irous to recover th e church 
from its abufes in difcipl ine." 

It is afTerted, traditionally, that the brafs of Biiliop Hallum wa 
engraved in England, and fent from hence to cover hi remains. 
In the character of it defigll and execution it certainly refemble 
the numerou brafTe of the period now extant in England, but i 
wholly unlike any fuch memorial hithert noticed on the Continent.~

TRIAL BY BATTLE. (P. IS.) 

The proceedings adopted in the cafe of Bilhop Wyvil againft the Earl of Saliibury necefi'arily 

lead to a few additional ~arks in illuftration of this ancient mode of determining, not only 

c:lfes of Military :lnd Civil Right, but alfo Appeals of Felony and Murder. 

At an early period, the cuftom offettling difputes by fingle combat conftituted an important 

p:lrt of the common law of thofe realms in which it prevailed. It was introduced into I taly by 

the Lombards towards the clofe of the fifth century, and became in courfe of time an eftablilhed 

law in Germany, Denmark, Gaul, and other countries. In England, its origin may, perhaps,

be traced to William of Normandy,) from whofe reign until that of Henry II. (when the 

alternative of the grand affize, or trial by jury, was introduced) it was the only legal mode 

of decifion in writs of right. 

The laft trial by battle, waged in the Court of Common Pleas at Weftminfter, took place as 

late as 1571; others alfo occurred in the Court of Chi valry in 163 I, and in the County Palatine 

of Durham in 1638. 

The following account of the form and circumftances attending a wager of this kind is given 

on the authority of Mr. Juftice Blackftone, and will explain more fully the notes at page 16, 

taken by the chief fcribe of the Court of Common Pleas, who was an eye-witnefs of the 

proceedings in the cafe of Bifhop Wyvil:-

When the defendant in a wri t of right pleads the general iffue-viz. that he hath more 

right to hold than the demandant hath to recover, and offers to prove it by the body of his 

champion, which tender is accepted by the demandant, the defendant, in the firft place, muft 

produce his champion, who, by throwing down his glove as a gage or pledge, thus wages, 

or ftipulates battle, with the champion of the demandant, who by taking up the glove accepts 

the challenge. 

The preliminaries having been thus adjufted, a piece of ground is fet ou t, fixty feet [quare, 

enclofed wi th lifts, and a court erected on one fide for the judges of the Court of Common Pleas, 

who attend in thei r [carlet robes_ A bar is alfo prepared for the fergeants-at-law. 

When the Court fits, wh ich ought to be before funriling, proclamation is made for the 

parties and their champions. The latter are introduced by two knights, and are dreffed in 

a coat of armour, with red fandals, bare-legged from the knee downwards, bare-headed, and 

with bare arms to the elbows. The weapons allowed them are batons, or ftaves, of an ell 

long, and a leather target. 

When the champions, thus armed, arrive within the lills, or place of combat, the champion 

of the defendant then takes his adverfary by the hand, and makes oath that the property in 

di[pute is not the right of the demandant; and the champion of the demandant, taking the 

other by the hand, fwears in the fame manner that it is. An oath againft [orcery and enchant­

ment is then taken by both champions in the followi ng, or a fimilar form :-

" Hear this, ye juftices, that I have neither eaten, drunk, nor have I upon me either 

bone, fton e, or gra[s j no enchantment, forcery, or witchcraft, whereby the law of God may 

be abafed, or the law of the devil exalted. So help me God and H is faints!" 

The battle is then begun, and the combatants are bound to fight till the ftars appear in 

the evening; and if the champion of the defendant can defend himfelf till the ftars appear, 

the defendant fhall prevail in his caufe,-it being [ufficient for him to maintain his ground 

and make it a drawn battle, as he is already in poffeffion j but if victory declares itfelf for either 

party, for him is judgment finally given. This victory may arife from the death of either 

of the champions (which was rarely the cafe) j or if either yield , and pronounce the word 

" Craven; " for which he is to be condemned as a recreant, " Amittere liberam legem,"­

that is, to become infamous, and not to be conlidered " liber et legalis homo," being fuppofed by 

th e event to be fore[worn, and, therefore, in future, not eligible as a juryman, or in a condition 

to be admitted as a witnefs in any caufe. • 

In an appeal of felony, the form and manner of waging battle are nearly the fame as upon a 

writ of right. There is, however, one difference,- viz. that in a writ of right each party 

might hire a champion, but in appeals of felon y they were bound to fight in their proper

per[ons. If the appell ee in the latter cafe were fo far vanqui(hed that he cou ld not, or would 

not fi ght any longer, h e was adjudged to be imm ed iate ly hanged . But if, on the contrary, the 

appell ee killed the appellant, o r maintain ed his ground unti l [un[et, h e was acquitted . 

The annexed woodcut repre fents a judicial combat in an appea l of robbery, wh ich happened 

temp. H enry IlL, between W alte r Bloweberme and H am on Ie Stare. It is copied from an 

ancient drawing in th e Public Record Office, and, although engraved before, h as been confidered 

of fufficient intereft to j uftify its reproduClion in the prefent work, as (howing the fimilarity 

between the weapons h ere u/ed, and thofe of the champion of Bi(hop Wyvil , reprefented in 

Pbte 1. A thin furcoat is worn in this inftance by eac h party; and Hamon Ie Stare, the 

vanqui(hed combatant, appears in the background fufpended from a gallows . 

The fecond woodcut alfo reprefcnts a champion, in a furcoat, h olding his (hield and baton . 

It is a fac fimil e of the fea l of H enry de Fcrnbureg, champion of th e Abbot of Glaftonbury, 

affixed to a deed, bearing date A . D. 1258, by which 

th e faid H enry binds himfelf to wage battle and to 

fi ght, if necelr.lTY, for th e ri ght wh ich the Abbot 

and his church of Glaftonbury had in the manors 

of Pucelefchurch, Kranmere, Blakeford, and Wynes­

cumbe, and in th e advowfons of Effeburie, Bocland, 

Kineton, and Crittemeford , againft the champion of 

the Bi(hup of Bath and Wells, or of the D ea n and 

hapter of Wells, for thirty marks fterl i ng ; of which 

fum ten marks was to be paid on the wagtr of battle, 

on his tonfion five marks, and the remaining fifteen 

marks to be de li vered on the day of his arming to 

fume good m an in equal hand, to be given to the 

champion if one blow of the battle only were ftruck; 

and if no blow were ftruck, to be reftored again to the Abbot, or his attorney. This document 

is dated at London, on the 28th of April, in the forty-fecond ) ea r or the reign of King 

Henry [III]. 

In the Regifter of Thomas Cantclupc, Bi(hop of H ereford [fol. 82 b], is alfo a fomewhat 

fimil:tr deed , bearing date at \ Veftminfter, A.D. I?76, by which this prebte binds himfelf to 

PJ) annu:lll}, on the feaft of St. Michael, the [urn of 6 g ftcrling, to Thomls de Bruges, 

his champion , while the [aid Thom as is able to excrcife that oifice, either againft the Lord

Gilbert, Earl of Gloucell:er and Hertford, or any other perfon, whenfoever required; the Bifhop 

agreeing at the fame time fully to fatisfy him, as well for ll:ipend as for his full:entation, and 

all other neceffaries. 

The fervice for the benediction of the ihield and baton of a perf on about to engage in 

a judicial combat! will be found in the Manuale (or Book of Offices) Jecundum uJum Sarum, a 

copy of one of the early editions of which is preferved in the library of St. Mary's Vicarage, 

Marlborough.2 

JOHN STOKYS. (P. 38.) 

A John Stokes, of Seend (probably the fon of this individual), married Margery, daughter 

of John Nicholas, of Roundway, who died in 1502. (See Pedigree of Nicholas, in the Herald's 

Vifitations. ) 

WEARE alias BROWNE. (P. 59.) 

The word" alias," as here applied to the furname of a family, would feem, at firll: fight 

(judging from its modern ufe), to denote illegitimacy; but, in many inll:ances, the fecond name 

was added from a totally different caufe. 

In fome cafes, we find an official titl e appe nded, with an alias to the name, as in the Heralds' 

Vifitation of Wilts (Harl. MS. 1443), where Camd en , the well-known antiquary, is ftyled 

"William Camden, Efquire, alias Clarenceux King of Armes." 

The fame manufcript contains pedigrees of the Wiltfhire families of Pytt alias Bennet, 

Weare alias Browne, Richmond alias Webb, and others. 

Camden, in his" BritanniJ," notices the celebrated Judge Littleton as "Thomas Littleton 

alias Well:cote," which is thus explained by Lord Coke, in the proem to his firll: Inll:itute. 

He fays, "Our author, of an ancient and a fair defcended family, de L ittleton, took his name 

of a town fo called, as that famous Chief Juftice Sir John de Markham, and divers of our 

profefIion, and others, have done . 

"Thomas de Littleton, Lord of Frankley, had iffue Elizabeth, his only child, and did bear 

the arms of his anceftors,-viz. Argent, a chevron between three efcallop ihells fable .•••• 

With this Eli zabeth marri ed Thomas W eftcote, Efquire, the king's fervant in court, a gentleman 

anciently defcended, who bare Argent, a bend between two coti(es fable; a bordure engrayled 

gules bezanty. 

" But ihe being fair, and of a noble fpirit, and having large poffefIions and inheritance from 

her ancell:ors, de Littleton, and from her mother, the daughter and heir of Richard de Quater­

mains, and other her ancell:ors (ready m eans in time to work her own defire), re[olved to 

continue the honour of her name (as did the daughter and heir of Charlton with Well:, the 

Cons of Knightley, and divers others), and therefore prudently, whilll: it was in her own power, 
provided, by Well:cote's affent, before marriage, that her iffue inheritable ihould be called 

by the name of ' de Littleton.' 

" Thefe two had iffue four [ons, Thomas, Nicholas, Edmund, and Guy; and four daughters .

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" Thomas, the eldeft, was our author, who bare his father's Chriftian name Thomas, and 

his mother's furname de Littleton, and the arms de Littleton alfo; and [0 doth his pofterity bear 

both name and arms to this day." 

The addition of a fecond furname with an alias, in confequence of a m arriage with an 

heirefs, is further proved by the pedigree of Richmond alias W ebb, of Draycot Foliat, given 

at fol. 58 of the Herald's Vifitation of Wiltlhire, above referred to. In this inftance, William 

Richmond, of Draycot, married Aiice, daughter and heirefs of Thomas Webb, of the fame 

place, anu the furname of" Richmond alias Webb" was in confequence borne by their defcendants 

for four fu celli ve generations. 

There can be but liltle doubt that the family of Weare, alias Browne, obtained their 

additional furname in a precifcly fimilar manner, although the aClnal marriage with the heirefs 

of Browne, by which it was acquired, is not included in their ped ig ree, as recorded in the 

Herald 's Vifitations. 

BISHOP GESTE. (P. 59 ') 

Tbe following is a copy of an original document preferved in the Regifiry at Sal ifbury, 

containing the order of Billiop Gefte for the demolition of the Parilli Church of Draycot Foliat, 

in this county. The fabric had, it appears, fallen into a very dilapidated condition, and as fUfJds 

for repairing it were not to be obtained, it w:!s confidered prudent that the church lliould be 

entirely demolilhed, and the parilh annexed to that of Chifledon. This arrangement was, in 

accordance with the Bilhop's order, duly confirmed by the patrons of the refpeCtive livings, and 

by the then Vicar of Chifledon. 

" To all the Sons of Holy Mother Church to whom thefe pre[ents lhall come, Edmund, by 

Divine Providence, Bilhop of Sarum, health, grace, and benediction. 

"Whereas the ReClory and Parilh Church of Draycott Foliat, in the county of Wilts, in 

our Dioce(e of Sarum, hath been, and now is, (0 (mall a nd impoverilhed in its Tithes, Rights, 

Profits, and appurtenances, (0 that it is in no wile adequate for the (uitable and {ufficient 

maintenance and Cupport of the ReCtor who lhall minifter to God a nd the people th ere ; and in 

fuch condition of Poverty and fcantinefs hath remained for fome time p3ft, and by thoJe means 

it hath come to pafs that not only the chancel of the fame Church th ere, and the Par{onage 

H ou(e , are, in a manner thrown down , and in ruins, but alfo the faid Church has long /ince 

been bereft and deprived of the performance of Divine worlhip: 

"And whereas the perpetual Vicarage of the Parilh Church of Chiffeldeane, in the {aid 

Dioce(e of Sarum, is al{o Oender and inlufficient in its ri gh ts, tith es, and profits, and al{o 

inadeq uate for the maintenance of a Perpetual Vicar, {o that he wbo performs Divine Service 

may alfo be hofpitable: 

" And whereas the [aid re{pefrive Parillies of Draycot t Foliatt and Chiffeldeane have been , 

and are contiguous and adjoining Parilhes, [0 much Co that their boundaries and limits in moft 

parts adjoin each other : 

"The premi{es, therefore, being maturely conlidered , and that a re-formation is to be 

defired by m eans of the union, annexation , con[olidation, and addition, of the (aid Church 

of Drayeon Folian, and all its rights, members, and appu rtenances, according to the :lgreement 

within mentioned, we h3ve held conference with, and obtained the :llrur.lnce of, the Honorable 

Edmund Bruges) Knig ht of the moft noble orde r of the arter, Lord Chandos, Baron of Sudeley, 

th( true and undoubted patron of the Perpetual Vic3rage of hi[ddcane aforefaid; and \\irh 

Thomas Chadenon, Efquire, the true and undoubted Patron of Draycott Foliat :JforefJid ; and 

the refpeClive Pa trons h3ve fubmitted them{elves to us :lnd to our jurifdiClion, concerning fuch 

annexation union, and incorror3tion of the hUTches, to be completed by us, :lnd byourauthoriry. 

p 
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" Wherefore we, Edmund, the aforefaid Bilhop of Sarum, the name of Chrift firft being 

invoked, and fetting Him the only God before our eyes, by and with the like confent and alfent 

of the faid refpective Patrons of the aforefaid Churches, do annex, incorporate, unite, confolidate, 

and into one m afs and member make, the faid Rectory and Parilh Church of Draycott Foliat, 

together with its tithes, rights, and profits, in the manner which followeth, unto the faid 

Perpetual Vicarage of Chilfeldeane, and to the prefent Vicar there, and to his Succelfors for ever 

hereafter, viz!. : 

" That the faid Thomas Chaderton, Efquire, in whofe polfeffion or ten ure the principal 

M anor Houfe and the other part of the Manor of Draycott-Folyat aforefaid, together with the 

Buildings, Land, Glebes, and profits whatfoever, of the faid Rectory of Draycott Folyat now are, 

his h eirs and afiigns, in that behalf Ihall yearly for ever hereafter have, hold, and polfefs all and 

fingular the tith es thenceforth arifing, and alfo all profit and adva ntage from or out of the 

L ands, Gl ebe, and bui Idings of the Rectory aforefaid; and alfo Ihall have and receive all and 

fingular the Tithes ariling and happening of in and out of the tenem ent and its appurtenances 

within the aforefaid Pari lh of Draycott-Folyat, which Tenement with its appurtenances has been 

and now is in the tenure and occupation of one Joan na Kickman, otherwife Web Widow, or her 

affigns. 

" And that the faid Th omas Chaderton, his heirs and affigns, Ihall in refpect and con­

fideratioYl of fu ch Tithes and profits, pay to the faid Vicar of Chifeld eane , and his Succelfors, an 

annual rent of feven pounds, of good and lawful money of England, yearly, for ever hereafter at 

two terms of the year, viz!. th e fea!1: of Saint Michael the Archangel, and the Annunciation of 

th e Blelfed Virgin Mary, in equal portions. 

" And that in cafe the faid Thomas Chaderton, his heirs and affigns, or either of them, Ihall 

refufe to pay the faid a nnual ren t of feven pounds, or any part thereof, by the fpace of one 

month after either of the feafts aforefaid, on which (as is premifed) it ought to be paid (provided 

that the fame fum be firft claimed as a debt in the Pari!}. Church of Chilfeldeane aforefaid), that 

then and in that cafe we will that the faid Vicar of Chilfeldeane thenceforth during his incum­

bencya nd afterwards his fuccelfors Ihall have for ever thereafte r, as the right and in the name 

of the Vica:age of Chilfeldea ne, all the Tithes of the faid Church of Draycott-Folyat aforefaid, 

together with all its Lands and appurtenances . 

" W e will olJo dire8 and ordain that the Jaid Church oj Draycott-Fo0·at be entirely pulled down 

and razed, and that the Jlones, lead, iron, gloJs, and wood of the fame, be converted and applied 

towards repairing and amending the Jaid Church of Chijfeldeane. 

" We will befides direct and ordain that the Inhabitants Parilhioners of the faid parilh of 

Draycott .Folyat aforefaid, and their Succelfors, may thenceforth afterwards be Parilhioners of the 

Pari lh of Chilfeldeane aforefaid, for the purpofes of attending Di vine Worlhip, and they may 

thenceforth come to, and be received and ad mitted to the fame for ever. 

" We will alfo and ordain that the prefent Vicar of Chi freldeane Ihall yearly and every year 

during the period of his incumbency, and after him that his fuccelfors yearly fo r ever in addi tion 

to all other burthens in refpect of th e faid Vicarage and Rectory, payor caufe to be paid to us, 

and to our Succelfors, an annual fum , namely, Five Shillings, and alfo an annual fum of twelve 

pence, of good and lawful money, refpectively, to the Archdeacon of Wilts, and his fuccelfors, at 

the Feaft of the Palfover, for ever. 

" Provided always that fuch confolidation, union, and annexation in the premifes Ihall 

rem ain in full f~ce and effect for ever, in cafe they be confirmed by tLe Patrons aforefaid under 

their hands and feals. 

"We will befid es an d ordain that the faid Ch riftopher Dewe, the prefent Vicar ofChilfel­

deane, and his fuccelfo r ever hereafter, in addition to the prem ifes, Ihall pay, or cauft: to be 

paid, as well the <tithes and Subfidies I thencefo rth ariling, and then due, or to become due,

to our Lady the ~een; and alfo al\ procurations, and whatever other pay ments to us, and the

Draycot Foliat is a parilh in the hundred of Kin gfbri dge . It is four miles [outh of Swindon, 

and , at th e enfus of 185 J, contain ed fiv e h ou fes, and eighteen inh abitants. 

nder the above arrangement the church was wh olly de!1royed , but its lite can, at rome 

times of the year, be ea lily traced . It appears to have conli!1ed lim ply of chancel and nlve, 

with a we!1ern tower ; the wh ole m eafu rin g abou t feventy -five feet in length, and the nave 

about twenty in width. 

The north aifle of Chifledon Church is known as the D rayco t aifle, and fome of the timbers 

of the roof bear carvings wh ich have evidently belonged to fome othe r place, from which 

it feems probable that this portion of the fabric was repaired from th e debris of the neighbouring 

hurch of Draycot Foliat. 

The living of Draycot is a reaory: the advowfo n belongs to Ambrofe L. G oddard , Efq . M_P. 

The tithes are commuted at E I80 per a nnum, and eac h reaor performs divine fc rvice in his 

p:trilh on one day only during his incumbency,-namely, thlt on which he reads himfelf in . 

The parilhioners attend Chifledon hurch, a mile di!1ant, and the V icar of Chifledon attends to 

thei r fpiritua l want. , for which he WJS formerly paid by the R eaor £10, afterwards £20, and 

now £50 per annu m_ 

On the 14th of June, 1857, th e R ev. Charl es Whittl e read himfelfin as R eaor of D rayco t. 

On this ,?ccalion a rick -cloth was fet up in what hel d once been the churchyard , and there the 

new Reaor pe rformed Di vine Service, in th e m orn ing to abou t 200 perfons, and in the afternoon 

to r:lther a larger number. 

In December, 1858, a flmil:!r ceremony was perfo rm ed by the R ev. G eorge Ea!1man, the 

prefent Reaor.
