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PREFACE.

I1 appeared by some unrecorded deeds and other documents, casually met with
several years ago. that Joel Baily, the settler in Chester County, had acted as attorney
for one Daniel Baily of the parish of Bromham, in Wiltshire, England, and a re-
lationship was suspected ; ard especially from the fact that Joel Baily had named
his eldest son Daniel.

Being in England in 1907, after the greater part of the records herein presented
had been collected. [ visited Bromham in behalf of some members of the family, and
spent two days in the old parish church, poring over the voluminous registers of
baptisms, marriages and deaths, with their quaint old style of writing and variations
in the spelling of names. which added immensely to their interest. For this oppor-
tunity | was under obligation to the kindness of the Rector, who trusted me to make
the examination alone, which was contrary to the usual custom elsewhere. On my
mentioning to him that Daniel was a family name he stated that he then had a person
of that name working in his garden. This Daniel Bailey was interviewed and stated
that his father. James Bailey. was for some time in the employ of the East India
Company as a private soldier. Of his grandfather’s name he was not certain. but
had an impression it was John. He had no local traditions of the family.

Parish registers were instituted in England in 1538, but in comparatively few
instances are the carliest still preserved. 'Those of Bromham begin at 1560 with
marriages and burials. and 1566 for baptisms. There are some gaps, showing neglect
to make entries.

It was a great satisfaction to find the baptism of Joel Baily; also that of his
father, Daniel, and of his grandfather. Thomas Baily, or Bayly, as it was written.
It may be supposed that the family had existed in that region for several hundred
years, but owing to the general illiteracy of the times, the scarcity of records, and
their illegibility to all except experts. it is very uncertain what the outcome of a
further search might be.

But it is just this difficulty which gives zest to the search and gratification over
success. If the North Pole could be reached as easily as the Bermuda Islands the
fact would be of no more interest than the crossing of the Equator.

As several years have elapsed since this work was begun there have been many
births, deaths, marriages and changes of residence which will not be found in its
pages. It is to be regretted that some hranches could not be located, as also that
some persons who were addressed failed to respond. This is but the experience of
all genealogists.

The tenth month was December, the
11th January, and the 12th February: and between the 31st of December and 25th
of March it was customary to indicate two years. as Feb. 18. 1735-6.

The number of the gencration. as given at top of page, refers to the names
consecutively numbered. For a further economy of space the children of those so
numbered. and occasionally the grandchildren. will be found to follow the mention
of the parent. when this can be done without confusion. Otherwise the name is
carried forward to the next generation.

The abbreviations b.. m. and d. stand for born. married. and died: and the
dates which follow refer to the names immediately preceding them. For instance,
John Thomas, b. 7. 15. 1785: m. 11. 9. 1807. Mary Jones. d. 4. 13, 1827: The last
dates refers to Mary Jones and not to John Thomas.

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INTRODUCTORY.

The first permanent settlement by the English race in America was made at
Jamestown, Virginia. in 1607 ; the second at Plymouth. Massachusetts by the Pil-
grims, in 1620. New York was settled by the Dutch about 1623, the Delaware by
Swedes about 1632, and Maryland by the English in 1633. The Swedes remained
alonyg the tide waters and not forming a strong colony their rule was overthrown in
1635 by the Dutch, who claimed the * South River,” as the Delaware was styvled in
contradistinction from the “ North River” or Hudson. These made little attempt
at colonization. and when New Amsterdam was captured by the English in 1664 its
dependency on the South River naturally fell to the victors. A temporary possession
was again obtained by the Dutch in 1673-4. but this had little influence on the colonial
life on the Delaware.

‘T'he settlement of New England was made by persons who had suffered perse-
cution on account of their religious belief and practice and here sought a peaceful
asylum for the enjoyment of their faith. About thirty years later another sect arose
in England under the leadership of George Fox. Acknowledging the Divine in-
spiration of the Holy Scriptures, they at the same time claimed as the chief guide of
their conduct the immediate influence of the Holy Spirit. They advocated a free
gospel ministry and refused to pay tithes or take oaths or engage in war. They
styled themselves * The Society of Friends,” but they were commonly called Quakers
—a title by which they are still generally known. Fidelity to their principles and
steadfast refusal to comply with the fashionable usages of the time which were
adverse to their conscientious convictions made them the subjects of violent perse-
cution. Numbers of them were cast into prisons, their property confiscated and
many died under their sufferings. William Penn, the son of an admiral in the
navy, was arrested for preaching to a number of people in Gracechurch Street, Lon-
don, and with his companion, William Mead, was tried at the Court known as
the Old Bailey, in 1670. The jurors, with a sense of human rights refused to give
a verdict against them, although condemned to be locked up without meat, drink, fire
or tobacco for two days, and were each fined forty marks for non-compliance with the
repeated demands of the Court to convict the prisoners. The jurors, whose names
deserve to be remembered by posterity, were Edward Bushel, Thomas Veere, Charles
Milson, William Plumstead, Henry Michel, Gregory Walklet, Henry Henley, John
Hammond, William Lever, John Brightman, James Damask and John Baily.

Among those who were the victims of persecution there were several of the name
of Baily, Bailey, Bayly or Bayley,* as will appear from the following extracts from
Besse’s ‘‘ Sufferings of the Quakers.”

* The variations in the spelling of the name is to be attributed no doubt to the illiteracy or
carelessness of the parties by whom the records were made. There is good reason to suppose that
most, if not all, these records refer to members of the same family—most of whom appear to have
been among the earliest members of * The Society of Friends” in England.



2 THE BAILY FAMILY.

Thomas Bayley and several others were committed to prison in Bristol, in 1682,
for attending meetings.

In 1656 William Bailey, going to visit some who were imprisoned in Devonshire,
was fined and cast into prison.

In the same year George Bailey. being concerned to utter some Christian exhor-
tation to the people in their public worship house at Melcomb, in Dorsetshire, was sent
to prison there and after three days removed to Dorchester Goal.

In 1658 William Bailey was a prisoner in Dorchester (oal.

In 1670, in Gloucestershire, from Daniel Bayly. a poor journeyman tailor, was
taken the bed on which his wife at that time layv sick.  Daniel Bayley and several
others were committed to prison in this county. in 1681. In 1686 Daniel Bailey and
many others were released from prison by virtue of King James's proclamation.

For a meeting at Plaistow. in Essex. 1682. and for William Falkner’s preaching
there, goods were taken by distress from (eorge Brown and Robert Bailey to the
value of £12, 138, 99,

In 1656 William Bayly and Anthony Mellidge. travellers, being near Ringwood,
Isle of Wight. were sent to prison. At the next assizes they were sent to the House
of Correction and kept there fourteen weeks.

In Hampshire, 1670, Peter Bayly suffered loss of goods by a fine for attending
a meeting at Frovle.

In Hertfordshire, 1663. William Baily was taken from a meeting at King's
Langley and sent to Hertford Goal, and for refusing the Oath of Allegiance was con-
tinued a prisoner for some years.

In 1679, for a meeting held at the house of the widow Townsend, in Broughton,
Leicestershire, there were taken from Richard Bailey seven heifers, worth £12. In
1680 he suffered further distress of his goods for the same reason. He had also
suffered about three and a half vears' imprisonment for refusing to swear. In 1685
Richard Bayley is mentioned as having been a prisoner about six years.

In Lincolnshire. 1673. John Bayley and several others were released from im-
prisonment in Lincoln Castle by order of King Charles.

In 1655. George Bayly. for speaking to the people in the Steeple-house of the
parish called St. Giles in the Fields, Middlesex. after the priest had ended his sermon
and prayer, was sent to prison and there continued about thirteen weeks.

In the time of the sessions, in London. 1662. Charles Bailey and two other
Friends came to a house not far off to hear how matters went with their persecuted
friends. The Court being informed where they were sent for them, tendered them
the oath and committed them to prison. William Bayley and five others, standing
quietly in the street, near the Bull and Mouth Meeting-place, were taken by soldiers
and carried to Richard Brown. who caused their hats to be pulled off with much
violence and wrath, and smote William Bayley with his fist several times, and when
William's wife reproved him for abusing her husband he struck her on the mouth
and threw her on the floor ; and though William cautioned him to beware what he did
he nevertheless struck her and threw her down again. and at length ordered his man
and other rude fellows to carry William to Newgate.
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On the 3d of July, 1670, at the time of a meeting at Grace Church Street, a
priest, guarded by soldiers, came out of an adjacent alehouse to the door. William
Bayley was then preaching, whom the soldiers took and carried before the Lord
Mayor, who committed him to Newgate for abusing the priest and disturbing him in
his office, though he had said nothing to the priest. When W. Bayley came before
the Mayor with his hat on the Mayor plucked it off, saying. You give no honour to
governours. William asked. Doth thy honour consist in taking off the hat? The
Mayor answered Yes. and passionately trod the hat under his feet. William replied,
Then thou treadest thy honour under foot. At the close of the sessions William Bayly
was fined £31, 1385, 44,

On the 13th of November following I'homas Bayly and forty others were taken
at a meeting in Westbury Street and sent to New Prison, where they suffered much
abuse from the keeper. In 1685 Samuel Bayly and forty-five others were discharged
out of the King's Bench prison.

On the 17th of June 1666, Mary Bailey, Sarah Bailey and several others were
taken from a meeting in Findon, Northamptonshire, kept all night in an alehouse, and
the next day sent to Northampton (Goal for six weeks.

In January, 1660, in Norfolk, Thomas Bayly and John Rack were fined forty
shillings each for refusing to swear.

Christopher Birkhead of Bristol and (George Baily of London. going to visit
their friends in Banbury Goal. Oxfordshire, were for their Christian Charity, by the
Mayor's order there detained ; the former three days and the latter several weeks.

In 1659 Stephen Bailey of Whitchurch, Somersetshire, was committed to prison
for refusing to pay tithes. The next year John Bailey and others were arrested and
put to much expence.

In Suliolk 'Thomas Bavley and others were prisoners in the County Goal at
Ipswich for absence from church.

In Warwickshire, 1659, the Friends were pulled out of a meeting at the house
of William Bayley, and beaten by a constable and a rude multitude accompanying
him.

On the 8th of January, 1660, Elizabeth Bayleys and forty-six others appeared
at a session at Worcester, and for refusing to take the oath of allegiance were com-
mitted to prison. In August, 1662. Simon Bailef and others were sentenced to pay a
fine of £5 each or be sent to the House of Correction for three months.

In Wiltshire, in January, 1661, Thomas Bayley and Thomas Segar, of Compton
Basset. for refusing to pay tithes were committed to the County Goal and detained
there two years and a half, and being afterward proceeded against in the County
Court had £4, 16® awarded against them, for which they had taken away a cow and
a mare worth £9.

In 1682 Henry Bayly and eighty others were prisoners at York for refusing to
take the Oath of Allegiance. In 1688 Henry Bayley was committed to prison at York
Castle, at the suit of Charles Nowel and Edward Hornby. Between 1683 and 1690
there was taken from Henry Bailey of Grindleton, property worth £9, 108, 64, for
tithes.
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George Bailey, going into France and zealously testifying against Popery and
worshipping of images, was taken into custody, committed to prison and died there.

The foregoing instances of persecution, as recorded by Besse. show that the name
of Baily was not confined to any one part of England.

Some Friends going to New England. met with no better treatment there. and
four of them were hung on Boston Common. In Maryland also they were whipped.
fined and imprisoned for non-compliance with the laws of the Pravince.

The several references to William Baily. as given by Besse. possibly relate to the
same person, born, it is thought. in the Isle of Wight. He had been a teacher among
the Baptists at Pool in Dorsetshire. where he was convinced by the ministry of George
Fox in 1635. and entered into society with the people called Quakers, amongst
whom he became a zealous preacher and traveled abroad in the exercise of his minis-
terial gift. For some time he followed a seafaring life and his death occurred in
1675, on a voyage from Barbadoes. He married Mary Fisher. born within two miles
of York. who had visited New England in company with Anne Austin. in 1636. They
were the first of the sect to arrive and they were immediately cast into prison, their
oooks burned by the hangman. and after a few weeks they were sent away on a vessel
to Barbadoes. Mary Fisher, the next vear. made a remarkable journey to visit Sultan
Mahomet IV, then encamped with his army near Adrianople. and by whom she was
received with respect. She married again, 1678. John Cross. and removed to Caro-
lina: died at Charleston in 1698. .

King Charles 11 had granted to his brother James. Duke of York, the territory
now forming the State of New Jersey. and the latter conveyed the same to Lord
Berkeley and Sir George Carteret. John Fenwick. a Friend, as trustee for Edward
Billinge, in 1673, purchased the interest of L.ord Berkeley, which by a division agreed
upon with Carteret. formed the province of West New Jersey. There was an under-
standing by which Fenwick was to have one-tenth of the province, and in 1675 he
led a colony of Friends who formed a settlement at Salem. Here at last was an
asylum where this persecuted people might enjoy freedom in religious worship. Some
disagreement arising between Fenwick and Billinge. it was happily settled through
the interposition of William Penn, and Billinge conveyed his nine-tenths of the
province to William Penn, Gawen Lawrie and Nicholas Lucas for the benefit of his
creditors. These divided the province into one hundred shares or * proprieties,” for
which they found purchasers among Friends in Yorkshire and in London. In 1677
another settlement was made at Burlington and the success of the colony was assured.

William Penn thus became interested in American colonization and conceived
the idea of becoming a provincial proprietary. The territory west of the Delaware
and lyving between New York and Maryland was still vested in the Crown, which. on
the other hand, was indebted to the estate of Admiral Penn in a considerable amount,
in liquidation whereof King Charles 11 granted to Penn’s son William the province of
Pennsylvania by a charter dated March 4, 1680-1. Penn at once began to sell
lands to prospective settlers and later sent over commissioners to lay out the town
of Philadelphia and attend to his various interests in the new colony; and in the
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summer of 1682 came over on the ship * Welcome ™ in company with about one
hundred persons of the same faith. He also purchased from John Fenwick the
remainder of his tenth part of West New Jersey, with the exception of 150,000 acres
which Fenwick reserved for his family.

Among the purchasers of Pennsylvania lands were the following:

Thomas Bailey, of the city of Bristol, bodice maker, 250 acres by deeds of Sept.
26 and 27, 1681.

Thomas Sagar, of Foxham, in the parish of Christian Malford, in the county of
Wilts, and Susanna Baily (or Bayly), of Catcomb, in the parish of Hillmartin, in
the same county, widow, 500 acres, by deeds of lease and release, Aug. 19 and 20,
1681.

William Bayly (or Baily), of Goatacre, in the county of \ilts, yeoman, 500
acres. by deeds of lease and release. Sept. 26 and 27, 1681.

_ Edward Bayley, of Pickwick, in the parish of Corsham, county of Wilts, 250
acres, May 23 and 24, 1682.

Henry Bayly, of Grindleton, county of York, yeoman, 1500 acres April 22, 1682.

It is not known that any of these came over to Pennsylvania, but from the
minutes of the Commissioners of Property and other sources the following facts
appear:

Thomas Bailey. of Bristol, conveved his 250 acres, May 8 and 9, 1713, to Edward
Roberts, of Philadelphia, the land not yet located.

Susanna Bayly married Samuel Workman, maltster, of Langley Burial, county
of Wilts, and they with Thomas Sagar conveyed the 500 acres of land to Daniel
Smith, of Marlborough, in Wiltshire, May 19 and 20, 1686.

William Baily sold 125 acres to John Bill. who sold the same to the above Daniel
Smith ; and the said William Baily. by will dated 2d of October, 1691, devised the
remainder to his nephew Jacob Button. of Calne, in the county of Wilts, who con-
veyed the same to Jeremiah Collett. of Chester County, Pennsylvania, Oct. 3 and 4,
1701.

Edward Bayley constituted his cousin Philip Roman his attorney 18th of 3 Mo.
(May). 1683, who took up the land in Birmingham Tow:.ship. Chester County, and
later became the owner thereof.

Henry Bayly conveved 230 acres to Alexander Giles, who took it up in Bucks
County, Pa. Henry Bayly. eldest son of the purchaser, by lease and release, December
13, 1696. conveved the remaining 1250 acres to Thomas Musgrove, of Warly, in the
county of York.

From the records of Friends in Wiltshire. England, we get these items relating
to the persons of the name of Baily.

The first evidence yet discovered of the presence of Joel Baily in Chester County
is the following warrant for taking up some land:

By the Commissioners empowered to Grant Lotts and Lands in the Province of
Pennsylvania and the Territories thereunto belonging.

At the Request of Joel Bayley on behalf of Daniel Bavley in right of William
Smith, of Brumhamhouse, Purchaser, that we would grant him to take up one hundred
twenty five acrres of Land in the County of Chester These are therefore in the Pro-
prietary’s Name to Will and Require thee forthwith to Survey or Cause to be Sur-
veyed unto him the said Number of Acres in the aforesaid County where not already
taken up according to the method of ‘T'ownships appointed by the Governor he seating
& improveing the same within six months from the date of Survey and make Return
thereof into the Governor's Secretary's Office.  Given at Philad® the 25th of 9tb
month 1684.

Ordered C. A. to lay it out.

William Smith. of Bromhamhouse. in the county of Wilts, was a purchaser of
1250 acres of land from William Penn. by deeds of lease and release dated March
1 and 2, 1681. Of this he conveved 125 acres to Daniel Bayly, of Westhrook. in the
parish of Bromham. weaver. by deeds of October 19 and 20, 1681. The witnesses
to these were William Haves, Sr.. and Henry Hayes. The land was taken up in
Birmingham Township, Chester County. a short distance south of Birmingham Meet-
ing House. Joel Baily. as attorney for Daniel Baily. conveved the said 123 acres
to John Radley June 6. 1695. but did not make a complete title. John Radley. by
will dated Jan. 26, 1701. devised the same to his son William Radlev. Among the
title papers is a receipt for sixteen shillings, nine pence, quit-rent, paid by William
Radley. 25th of 1st month. 1703, to Isaac Taylor, collector. William Radley sold
sixty-seven and a half acres of this to Henry Nayle. April 8. 1713. although the title
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was still defective, but he and Joel Baily gave bond in the sum of £90 to obtain a
good title within one year. Accordingly Daniel Baily, of the parish of Bromham,
weaver, executed deeds of lease and release, dated 10 Mo. 5 and 6, 1713, to William
Radley, of Birmingham, for the said 125 acres, for £13. And William Radley. of
Birmingham, yeoman, and wife Elizabeth, conveyed the sixty-seven and a half acres
to Henry Nayle, August 31, 1714. The witnesses were Isaac Taylor, Richard Webb,
Joel Baily and Alexander Steuart. Joel Baily was doubtless a brother to Daniel.

William Withers, of Bishops Cannings. Wiltshire, a purchaser of 500 acres
of land from William Penn, conveyed the same by deed of gift, Jan. 22, 1682, to his
son Thomas Withers; who coming over in the year 1683 took up the land in Chi-
chester Township, Chester County. The facts here presented give reason to suspect
that Joel Baily came over with Thomas Withers, and was in his employ.

“ Robert Pile being Attested declareth that he heing at a monethly meeting at
Chichester he did hear ‘T'homas Wither say that he would willingly allow Joel Bayly
his wages and so Discharge him.

* Jeremiah Collett being Attested declareth that Joel Bavly desired him to Arbi-
trate his Cause. upon which he the said Collett did aske Thomas Wither whether he
did promise the said Joel his wages att a monethly Court [meeting] held att Chi-
chester. who told him he did. and further saith not.

* Thomas Rawlenson being Attested declareth that ‘Thomas Wither did borrow
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a Whipe, Whipe Cord and Bed Cord of Joel Bayly and did promise to return or make
satisfaction for y® same.

“‘The Jury finde for y® Plaintife 4£: 113: 84 damage and Cost of Suite.

‘* Hereupon Judgment is granted.”

At a Monthly Meeting of Chichester and Concord 5 Mo. 13, 1685:

‘ Jeremia Cloud & Elizebeth Bayly decleareth their intentions of marridg to
each other the first time: the meeting ordereth John Harding & Phillip Roman to
inquier in to his Life and conversation of Je*" Cloud and his Clearness from all
others & to give an Account to v* next monthly meeting.”

6 Mo. 10, 1685: * Jerimia Cloud and Elezebeth Baily declareth their inten-
tion of marrig v¢ second time: nothing apearing to obstruct it. so v meeting Left
them to proseed according to v¢ good order of truth.”

The marriage probably occurred within a week or ten dayvs after the last date.
Elizabeth Baily was doubtless a near relation to Joel Baily.

As already stated, William Penn became the owner of a great deal of land in
Salem County, N. J., much of which he disposed of through his agent. James Nevell.
The latter granted a warrant, 5 Mo. 10, 1686. to Richard ‘I'indall. Survevor. to lay out
150 acres of land for Joel Bailey, next to William Flower's, on O)ldman’s Creek. and
10 acres of marsh, convenient as may be, “ but not predudicial to the Proprietor.”
William Flower afterward exchanged his Jersey property for some at Chichester in
Pennsylvania, and removed to the latter place. which was also the residence of
Thomas Withers, in whose service Joel Baily appears to have been prior to 1683.
Whether the latter actually obtained title to the Jersey land. or how he disposed of it,
has not been ascertained.

‘“ At the Monthly Meeting of Chichester and Concord. held at Concord 1 Mo.
14, 1686-7, Joel Bayly & An Short declared their intention of marridg v® ferst time:
this meeting orders John Harding & John Kingsman to inspect into his conversation &
clarenes from all others.”

“2 Mo. 11, 1687, at Birmingham: Joel Bavly & Ann Short declared their in-
tention of marridg y® second time and all things being found clare was Left to their
freedom to proseed according to v¢ good order of truth.”

The recording of marriage certificates. now so uniformly done. was omitted in
this case, so that we do not have the exact date of the marriage.

There is reason to believe that Ann Short was a passenger on the * Welcome,”
with William Penn. and here we will present the

T doe Constitute & appoint John Songhurst & Tho: Wynne to he my Sole
Executors of this my last Will & Testament In witnesse whereof I have hereunto
putt my hand & Scale the day & veare above-written.

The argument here is that if the children had not been aboard the ** Welcome "
the testator would have heen likely to direct the sale of the goods and the transmis-
sion of the proceeds to them in England.

The next act was the marriage of (ieorge Thomson to Miriam Short, which
probably resulted from their acquaintance on hoard the * Welcome,” from the 30th
of August to the 29th of ()ctober, 1682.

“ At a Co't held at Chester for the County of Chester ffebr: 14th 1682 & ad-
journed unto y® 27'h of yv® same moneth. John Simcock PTfsident, Tho: Brasy,
William Clayton. Rob! Wade. John Bezer. Justices: Thomas Vsher Sheriffe, Tho:
Revell Clerke.”

* George Thompson appeared at y® Coft & none appeareing against him was
Cleared by Proclamation.”

“ Lawrence Carolus. for marrying v¢ abovesd Geo: Thompson & one Merriam
Short, Contrary to the Lawes of y® Province, according to his warrt appeared this
Cort, was deferred untill y¢ next Sitting of y* Coft, & y® said Lawrence upon Ja:
Saundrlands engageing in Coft for his appeareance then; y® said Lawrence at that
tyme dismissed.”

At a Court held the 27th of the 4th month, called June, 1683, * Lawrence Caro-
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lus by v¢ Ingagem' of Ja: Saundtlands was to appeare at this Coft But was called
three tymes & appeared not.”

Lawrence Carolus or Lars Lock, was the Swedish priest. Just what was his
offence does not appear but it may have been in marrying a minor without consent of
her relatives or guardians. There is nothing further on record about the case.

George Thomson held 200 acres of land in Concord Township, on rent, in 1684, but his
married life was not long. His widow married William White, a wheelwright. who obtained
a warrant for land in Brandywine Hundred, New Castle County, in 1092, but ten years later
she was again a widow. She was married a third time, 9 Mo. 30, 1704, at Chichester Meeting.
to Aaron Coppock, of Aston Township, which was said to be also her residence. They removed.
about 1713, to Nottingham Township, on the borders of Maryland, where he filled the positions
of overseer. elder and finally of minister in Nottingham Meeting. He was born 10 Mo. 25.
1662, in Cheshire, England, and died 10 Mo. 10, 1726, leaving his wife again a widow.

By her first husband she had a son Ralph Thomson who was taxed in Marlborough Town-
ship 1719 to 1726, and in E. Fallowfield from 1735 to 1740. Prior to 1729 he purchased 73
acres of land in what became Newlin Township. By her second husband she had John White,
who married Oct. 31, 1717, at Nottingham Meeting. Mary Job, daughter of Andrew and Eliza-
beth Job, of Nottingham: Samuel White, who married 2 Mo. 21, 1726, llannah Piggott, of Cecil
County, Maryland: Elizabeth White, living 1726. By her third husband (who had children by a
former wife), she had at least Miriam, who married Richard Jones, 8 Mo. 12, 1727, and John
Coppock, who married 1 Mo. 16, 1731, Margaret Coulson. Two descendants of the last were with
John Brown, in 1839. when he began his insurrection at Harper’s Ferry with the desire to de-
stroy slavery.

Adam Short, the brother of Ann Baily, settled in New Castle County, where he married
about 1712 Martha Metcalf, widow of Thomas. Miriam Short, who married John Bush Jan. 6,
1728, at the Swedes' Church. was doubtless a daughter by a former wife.

Joew Bany Buvs Laxn,

At a Court held at Chester 12th of September, 1694: * A Deed Past ffrom
‘I'homas Nossiter and Ann his wife to Joell Bavly for one hundred And ffivety Accres
of land lying in the Township of Midletowne: the Deed hereing Date the 15th Day
of the 12th month, 1692."

This is an error as to quantity. It appears that William Penn on Sept. 15, 1681,
conveyed 5000 acres of land to John ap John and Thomas Wynne. of Wales. and they,
on 12 mo. 14, 1681. 150 acres thereof to William Johnson. of Worthenburie, in
Flintshire. This was laid out in Middletown ‘Township. and Johnson dying. his
widow married Thomas Nossiter of Chester County. Tut in 1692 residing on Old-
man’s Creek, Salem Co.. N. J. Joel Baily's purchase was only fifty acres. which lay
on Chester Creek a little helow the present village of (Glen Riddle. By another deed.
of 1 mo. 1, 1694, Joel Baily purchased fifty acres on the west side of the creek, in
Aston. from John Nield. to whom Penn conveyved 250 acres 1 mo. 22. 1681. Joel
Baily probably resided for several vears on the Middletown side. and later on the
Aston side. The following entries on the court records may not be of much im-
portance. vet they illustrate the customs of the time.

At Orphans’ Court, Sth of March, 1694-5: * William Brown and John Baldwin
was called and appeared to answer the complaint of John Dutton, Edward Dutton
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and Thomas Dutton. ‘The Court allowed that John Neeld & Mary his wife, at the
request of the orphans [sons of the said Mary], be guardians for the above named
complainants, and do also allow Thomas Cartwright and Joel Baily as security for
John Neald and Mary his wife, to the value of two hundred and fifty Pounds. And
it is also ordered that the old Guardians' accounts be paid and cleared before us at the
Court by the new ones.”

*“ Thomas Cartwright and Joell Baly have Also Promised Lefore the Court to
become hound ffor the Indemnefiing of John Beals & Robert Carter ffor the seaven
bonds Given To Thomas Green ffor the value of one hundred and ffive Pounds to be
paid Att seven Payments.”

March 14, 1694-5: ‘A deed of mortgage Past from Joell bayly unto John
Neals and his wife Mary for The Payment of ffive pounds A yeare dureing the
naturall lifes of the said John Neald and Mary his wife and when the said John
Nealds died then two parts of the ffive pounds is no more to be paid and If that his
wife dies then theres the third Part to Sease to be paid as the Deed more Att large
makes Apeare the Deed Is for both the plantations of the said Joell baylys, bearing
Date the second Martch 1694-5.

“ There was seven bonds Acknowledged by John Neald: Thomas Cartwright:
& Joell baily unto Thomas Green ffor the Sum of one hundred and ffive Pounds to
be Paid ffiveteene Pounds a yeare the T'wenty Sixth Day of Martch yearly the first
bond to be Paid the 26th day of Martch in the yeare one thousand six hundred and
ninty six and so yearly tell the last be Paid- which will be compleated In the yeare
on Thousand seven hundred and Two: Every bond vnder the Pennelty of thirty
Pounds If not paid According two the time Speatified to the said Thomas Green or
his orders, by the aliove hound John Neeld or Thomas Cartwright or Joell baily by
they or theyr heiers Executors, &c."”

At Court, 12th 4th Mo. (June) 1695: * Joell Baylee in the behalfe of Daniell
Baylee Acknowledged A Deed ffor on hundred and Twenty ffive Acres of land to
John Ridlye with meadow belonging to It the land & meadow lying in the Town-
ship of West Towne the Deed bearing Date v® 6 day of June 1695."”

It is noted on the court record. 1 Mo. 9th 1697-8, that Joell Bayle was appointed
Constable of Middle Town. In that day every landowner was required to serve in
the township offices. He probably removed about the close of 1698 to the other side
of the creek, in Aston Township, and thereby became a member of Concord Meeting.
His children born prior to this date were recorded by Chester Monthly Meeting, but
there was a failure to enter the births of the three vounger ones on the Concord
records. He frequently served on committees of Concord Monthly Meeting, and on
11 Mo. 10, 1703. he and John Lea were appointed representatives to the Quarterly
Meeting.

On 12 Mo. 29, 1703-4, he was appointed constable for Aston, but at the monthly
meeting for Chichester and Concord, 10 Mo. (December) 11th 1704, * Joel Bayly
Layd his intention of his and his familyes Removall to New-wark [now Kennet]
Monthly Meeting, desiering a Certificate from this meeting.” At the next meeting,
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12 Mo. 12th, his request was granted and some persons directed to produce a cer-
tificate to the next meeting. I'his was doubtless done and the certificate signed 1 Mo.
12, 1704-5, but no minute made thereof.

He now settled in Marlborough ‘Township near the present village of Marlbor-
ough. but it has not heen ascertained that he ohtained title to any land for some years
later. On Septemher 8. 1713. Joel Baily. of Marlborow. weaver, and Ann his wife.
and Aaron Coppock. of Ashtown. veoman. and Miriam his wife, conveyed to Thomas
Dutton the two tracts on Chester Creek: bhut why the Coppocks joined in the deed
is not explained. It may be that an agreement had heen entered into to convey the
land to them at some previous time. ‘I'he consideration paid by TThomas Dutton was
£37:108

Joel Baily subsequently made the following purchases of land: From Jacob
Taylor, of Philadelphia, the Surveyor (General. 200 acres. which had been surveved
Dec. 23, 1713, and patented to Tavlor Nov. 13. 1714, who conveved to Bailv two
days later. From Thomas Wickersham Sept. 26. 1718. 200 acres next south of the
above. From Nathaniel Newlin. of Concord, March 27. 1725. for £68: 8. 228 acres,
part of 7100 acres which the latter had just purchased from the Free Society of
Traders, and which subsequently formed the township of Newlin. This tract joined
the first purchase on the north. From John Moore. April 1. 1726, 100 acres for £100,
lying a few miles to the westward of the other purchases. and from Richard Barnard,
April 3, 1726, 350 acres. adjoining the last. In these deeds Joel Baily was styled a
yeoman.

From the minutes of Newark, now Kennet, Monthly Meeting we make the fol-
lowing extracts:

11 Mo. 1, 1708-9: “ Joell Bavly hath Geo: Bishop’s Works.”

2 Mo. 2, 1709: George Bishop’s book is returned by Joell Bayly & taken by
Cornelius Empson.

7 Mo. 3, 1709: “ This meeting appoints Sam!" Graves and Joell Bayly to be
overseers of this meeting untill further order.”

9 Mo. 4, 1710: * Joell Bayly hath New England Judged till y® next meeting.”

10 Mo. 2, 1710: * Joell Bayly hath Robt Barcly's Apollogy.”

In that day, when books were few, the meetings purchased some of the standard
doctrinal works for circulation among the members.

10 Mo. 6, 1712: * Tho: Garnett & John Miller some time since being appointed
overseers of y® preparitive meeting of Kennett now desires to be discharged, to web
this meeting consents & appoints Tho: Wickersham & Joell Bayley overseers of y® sd
meeting.”

1 Mo. 6, 1713-14: “ John Miller is apointed oversere in the steed of Joel Bailey.”

7 Mo. 3, 1715: “ Thomas Wickersham and Joel Baily is appointed for Kennet
. . . to take care that the subscription be gathered for the youse of Charles Whiti-
core,”” who had met with loss by fire.

3 Mo. 4, 1717: " The severall preparitive meetings have appointed ffriends to
take care of burials: for Kennett Joel Bailey and Gayon Miller: Notingham, Aron
Coppock and Samuel Littler.”
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I Mo. 1. 1717-8: * Kennett preparitive meeting have made choice of Joel Bailey
to seet [sit] as an Elder with minestering ffriends in their meeting in the roome of
Thomas Wickersham, which this meeting approves of.”

Ann Baily, the wife of Joel, was also an active member of the meeting, and
from the women’s minutes we give some extracts:

‘* At our monthly meeting held at Senter [ Centre] v¢ 3 day of the 11 mo'® 1712:
Ann Bayly and Betty Caldwell are appointed to take the oversight of Malbery and
Kennet Meeting to see that things are kept in good order according to truth.”

1 Mo. 5, 1715: ‘“ Ann Bayly and Betty Caldwell are chosen overseers over
Kennet meeting to see that things are Cept in good order.”

9 Mo. 9, 1717: “ Ann Bayli and Betty Caldwell are chosen overseers ouer
kennet meeting which wee approve of.”

3 Mo. 6. 1721: " Ann Baily and Elizabeth Horn are chosen overseers over
kennet meeting which this meeting approves of."

Joel Baily was appointed constable for Marlborough Township Feb. 24, 1707-8,
for one year. He was also one of six jurors who. on the 14th of the same month
laid out a road from the central part of Londongrove T'ownship by way of the present
Avondale and Kennet Square to the Marlborough Street east of the “ Red Lion."”
Upon his last purchase of land, in what is now West Marlborough, he removed
thereto ; and being now near the meeting at Londongrove, a branch of New Garden
Monthly Meeting, which had been set apart from Newark in 1718, he desired a cer-
tificate to transfer his membership from the latter.

7 Mo. 3, 1726: “ Joell Baily in the behalfe of himselfe and family requests a
certificate of removall to Newgarden monthly meeting ; therefore we appoints Ellis
Lewis and Joseph Mendenhall to inquire into their conversation and prepare a cer-
tificate to the next meeting.”

Women say—*' request being made to this meeting in behalf of Ann Baily for a
certificate to Newgarding Monthly Meeting therefore we appoint Margaret Miller
and Susannah Prior to make enquiry into her conversation and make report to the men
friends thereof in order to have one Drawn.”

8 Mo. 8, 1726: “ The ffriends appointed to draw a certificate in the behalfe of
Joell Bailey and his family produced it to this meeting which was refered to the next
meeting by reason he not appearing.”

“ the two friends appointed to make enquiery into the conversation of Ann
Baily make report that they find nothing to obstruct the said request and have given
an account to the mens meeting.”

3 Mo. 6, 1726: ' The preparitive meeting of Kennett, by reason of our ffriend
Joell Bailey’s removal from the first-days meeting, have proceed to chuse an elder in
his steed, and presents Ellis Lewis to the consideration of this meeting, which is ap-
proved.”

The reception of the certificate by New Garden was noted under date of 10 Mo.
31, 1726.

Webb and George Carson five of the witnesses to the foregoing
will who on their solemn affirmations Did Declare they were present and saw the
Testator therein named sign seal publish pronounce and declare the said writing to
be his Last will & Testament and that at y* Doing thereof he was of sound mind
and memory to the best of their understandings.

* It will be noticed that the name of Joel Baily is so spelled (and correctly so) in the sig-
nature to the will, but incorrectly spelled in the name to which he made his mark in the “ amend-
ment” or codicil. It may justly be inferred that by reason of feebleness or failure of eyesight
he did not notice the erroneous spelling made by the party by whom the codicil was prepared.

Records show that the will was proven at Chester, April 8th, 1732, and letters of administra-
tion granted his sons Thomas Baily and John Baily. The estate was appraised at £366 11s. od.,
and distribution made as by the testator directed.
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SECOND GENERATION.

Children of (1) Joel and Ann (Short) Baily.

2. Mary Baily, b. 9 Mo. 10, 1688; d. 1741 ; m. 1st. ahout 1708, Alexander
Stuart, d. 11 Mo. 5, 1714-15; Second m. 12 Mo. 1715-16, to (George Harlan. L. 10
Mo. 4, 1690, in Christiana Hundred, New Castle County (now). Del.; d. 1732 in
West Bradford, Chester County; son of Michael Harlan and Dinah Dixon. last of
Londongrove Township.

“ At a Court held at Chester for the County of Chester by adjournment the fifth
day of the eighth month Anno Domini 1697:" * Francis Chadsey brought a boy
whose name is Alexander Steward whoe was ajudged to sarve eight years from the
14th day of September last past if he be taught to reade and right or else to sarve but
seven vears’ About this time forty-six voung persons were thus brought to court
to have the length of their servitude fixed. At a Court held on the 14th of Septem-
ber, 1697, * Caleb Pusey brought a hoy whose name is John Williamson a judged
to be sixteen years of age and to sarve five vears from this Court to the said Caleb
Pusey or his Assignes.

‘ And a Sarvant Maid whose name is Mary Royle whoe was ajudged to sarve the
said Caleb Pusey or his Assigns five years from this Court.”

Joshua Brown. born in West Nottingham in 1717, wrote thus: * My mother was
born in Scotland. When twelve to fourteen years of age she was, with many others,
forcibly taken, carried on board a ship, and brought to Pennsylvania. She was here
sold as a servant to Caleb Pusey, near Chester. and served her time out. When free
she married William Coles and settled at Nottingham. Some time after my father
married her.” The meeting records show that Jeremiah Brown and Mary Coles, or
Coale, widow of William, were married 2 Mo. 12, 1711. No record of her first mar-
riage appears but there is good reason to suppose that she was the Mary Rovle of
1697 ; as also that the other servants brought to court at that time were of the same
rhip’s cargo.

At a Court of Quarter Sessions held at Chester for the s¢ County the 10th Day
of the 4th month 1701: “ Henry Nayl brought a servant boy to this Court whose
name is Alixander Stewart whose time the s4 Nayl hought from ffrancis Chadsey and
the s4 hoy Consents too and Agrees to serve the s Henry Navl one year and a quarter
above his time by record If the s Henry Nayl teach him the treade of A shooe
maker if not the s Henry is to Alow the sd boy sattisfaction for the over plus time
as the Court shall award.”

By deed of July 30, 1713, Alexander Stewart (as the name was generally
written) purchased 350 acres of land from the attorneys of William Penn’s daughter
Letitia Aubrey, located on the east side of the present Kennet Square, in what was
then known as Letitia’s Manor. By his will, dated 10 Mo. 30, 1714, he gave to his
wife five horses. five cows, nine sheep and all movables belonging to the plantation:
To children, Jane, Robert, Ann and Mary, each a mare. &c. To father Joei Baily
a sorrel pacing mare: To Henry Nayle a young horse: To Richard Jones a pair of
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leather breeches: T'o John Stewart (a brother?) his best suit of apparel, buttons ex-
cepted : To Samuel Hall his new vest: To son Robert the plantation at 21, he paying
the other children £10 each when he is 22. Executors, Joel Baily and Henry Nayle.
Witnesses, Vincent Caldwell, Gayen Miller and William \Webb. The date of his
death is stated in the inventory.

No notice appears to have been taken by the meeting of Mary's marriage to her
first husband, but at Newark Monthly Meeting, 9 Mo. 5, 1715, “ Mary Steward sent
a paper to this meeting. which wee received, conserning her former marriage, in
which shee owns that shee is sorry that shee did contrary to good orders.”

Il Mo. 7, 1715: * George Harlan and Mary Steward has apeared at this meet-
ing and signified their intentions of taking each other in marriage, it being the first
time : wherefore this meeting appoints William Horn and Siless Prver to make in-
quiery concerning the young mans clearness as allso to see that the Esteate of the
widdowes children be settled according to their fathers will, and bring an account
to the next meeting if they proseed.”

12 Mo. 4, 1715-16: “ George Harlan and Mary Steward appeared at this meet-
ing and signified that they continew their intention of marriage with Each other, and
the ffriends appointed to make inquiery concerning the young man's clearness has
given an account that they find nothing but that he is clear from all others and that
the Esteat is setteled according to the will of the desceased ; therefore this meeting
Leaves them to their liberty to accomplish their said Intentions according to the good
order Established amongest us. Siles Pryer and William Horn is apointed to see the
orderly accomplishment thereof and make reporte to the next monthly meeting.”

George Harlan purchased from Nathaniel Newlin, for £50:14s, 169 acres of land on the
Brandywine in what is now called Newlin Township, between the Almshouse and Embreeville.
It was considered to be in West Bradford until about 1739. The will of George Harlan of
Bradford, is dated 11 Mo. 23, 1731-2, and proved May 31, 1732; in which he gives to his wife
the use of the plantation till son John is 21; also all personal estate, paying to sons Joel,
Michael and George £5 each when of age, and the same to daughters Rebecca Dinah and Hannah:
To son John the plantation at 21, he paying £20 to each of his brothers and £3 to each of his
sisters. Executor, William Webb. of Kennet. Witnesses, Josiah Taylor, Richard Buffington and
Richard Buffington, Jr.

The will was contested by the widow, and perhaps from this cause was registered in Phila-
delphia. The will of Mary Harlan, of Bradford, widow. was dated Sept. 6, 1741, and proved
QOct. 20, 1741.

3. Ann Baily, b. prol:ably in Middletown, 10 Mo. 10, 1691; d. in East Marl-
borough 8 Mo. 12, 1774; m. 1710, Jeremiah Cloud Jr., d. Feb. 1747-8 ; son of Jere-
miah Cloud of Brandywine Hundred, New Castle County. The father had married
Elizabeth Baily in 1685, as has been shown.

At Newark Monthly Meeting, 5 Mo. 1, 1710: * Jeremiah Cloud & Ann Bayly
laid their Intentions of marriage before this meeting.

6 Mo. 5. 1710: “ Jeremiah Cloud & Ann Bayly appeared (this being v¢ second
time) before this meeting. in order to their marriage: v* firiends appointed to make
Er wiry Concerning v* mans Clearness finds nothing to ohstruct their proceedings;
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there was also produced a Certificate on y® mans behalf from y¢ monthly meeting of
Chichester and Concord. This meeting therefore leaves y® to their liberty to accom-
plish their said Intentions according to y¢ good order of Truth. Thomas Wickerson
& Silas Prior are appointed to see the said marriage accomplished according to y®
good order of Truth and return their answer to y® next mo. meeting.”

Jeremiah Cloud, Sr., purchased 500 acres of land in the northeastern part of Marlborough
Township, Dec. 1, 1703, from his brother Joseph, and by his will, dated Feb. 20, 1715-6, devised
it to his sons Jeremiah and Mordecai, who were settled thereon. It had been patented Aug. 4.
1701, to John Budd, of Philadelphia, and by him conveyed to Joseph Cloud, of Concord, Dec.
8, 1701. Jeremiah Cloud, Jr., obtained 232 acres of this and about the same time purchased 304
acres adjoining. By his will, dated Feb. 19, 1747-8, proved seven days later, he devised the
homestead of 230 acres to his son Jeremiah: To son William 200 acres on which he was liv-
ing: To son Mordecai 200 acres at Chichester, which he had inherited from his brother Daniel,
and to grandson Joel Cloud, son of Joel, deceased, 200 acres on which the father had lived. The
will of Ann Cloud, of East Marlborough, widow of Jeremiah, was dated April 18, 1774. and
proved Aug. 30, 1774.

4. Daniel Baily, b. in Middletown 10 Mo. 3. 1693; d. in East Marlhorough
about 1783; m. 1 Mo. 16, 1720-1, at Goshen Meeting, to Olive Harry, b. about 1704 ;
d. 10 Mo. 4, 1766, in her 63d year; daughter of Hugh and Elizabeth (Brinton)
Harry, of Birmingham.

By deed of April 25, 1727, Joel Baily of Marlborough, yeoman. and wife Ann,
conveyed to their son Daniel a tract of 200 acres in Marlborough, part of 480 acres
surveyed to ‘T"homas Wickersham April 10, 1701.

At Newark Monthly Meeting, 11 Mo. 7. 1720: “ Daniel Bailey requestes of this
meeting a Certificate of marriage to Chester Monthly Mecting : therefore thix meeting
appoints William Webb and Thomas Wickersham Junior to make inquireyv into his
clearness in marriage and conversation and produce a certificate to the next meeting.”

12 Mo. 4, 1720: * Pursuant to the s9 order the ffriends appointed have produced
a certificate to this meeting signifving Daniell Bailey’s clearness in marriage from all
other persons except Olive Harry : which being here read and allowed of by the xaid
meeting.”

The marriage certificate, as recorded, bears the signatures of thirty-five persons.
among whom were Joel Baily. Isaac Baily, and Joel Baily. |r.

*“ To the Monthly Mecting of Women friends at Newark. grecting:

* Dear friends: in the fellowship of the Blessed ‘I'ruth we salute vou and by
these let vou understand that the bearer hereof. O)live Baily being now setled within
the limits of your meeting Requested of us a few lines by way of Certificate : we there-
fore Certifie unto you that the said Olive being by her mother Educated according
to the way of Truth her Conversation hath in some good degree heen answerable
thereunto, being of a quiet and harmless deportment from her Childhood. So desir-
ing her growth & Preservation in God's unchangeable Truth we subscribe your friends
& sisters in the same,
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Signed by Order & on behalf of our Monthly Meeting held at Providence y¢ 26t
4'™h mo. 1721, by thirteen women Friends.

At Newark Mo. Mtg., 6 Mo. 5, 1721: “ Olive Baily produced a certificate to
this meeting from Chester Monthly Meeting which recommends her as a member of
this meeting and as such wee receive her.”

3 Mo. 3, 1740: “ This meeting appoints Elizabeth Shipley, Eliz'" Levis, Hannah
Carleton & Olive Bailey to accompany y® men friends to vissitt those that are remark-
able for neglecting to attend meetings of Worship & Discipline & make report to our
next meeting.”

1 Mo. 4, 1748-9: “ Kennett preparative have Chosen Olive Bailey overseer in y®
place of Betty Caldwell which this meeting approves of.” 7 Mo. 3. 1756: ** Kennett
preparative meeting requests that Olive Bailey be recommended as an Elder for Ken-
nett Meeting. therefore William Harvey & Samuel Levis is to enquire into her Con-
versation & report to next meeting.”

8 Mo. 6. 1756: Olive Bailey reported “ of an orderly Conversation and tho't
worthy of y® place of an Elder which this meeting approves of till further order.”

According to the custom of Friends of preserving memorials of those who have
filled the stations of ministers or elders. one was produced. approved and signed for
(Mive Baily. at the meeting held 8 Mo. 13. 1767. in which it is stated that she * was
of a sober, orderly conversation. a diligent attender of meetings for worship, and
discipline, behaving with an awful. solid demeanor therein. She was an example of
plainness in speech and apparel both to her family and others : she was a loving wife,
a tender mother. a kind neighl:our and friend, and serviceable in the society in divers
respects.”” She was sick with an intermittent fever for about two weeks hefore her
death. See ““ The Friend,” xxxiii, 324.

Daniel Baily was a useful member of the meeting, frequently serving on com-
mittees.  * Being now far advanrced in years” he made his will 12 Mo. 28. 1767,
in which he devised the homestead of 200 acres to his son Caleb, subject to the pay-
ment of small legacies to the other children, and the residue of the personal estate
to his friend James Wickersham for the use of his daughter Elizabeth Baily.

s. Isaac Baily, h. 10 Mo. 24. 1695 d. in E. Marlborough. 1732; m. 1 Mo.
1, 1727-8. at Kennet Meeting. Abigail Wickersham. widow of Thomas Wicker-
sham, Jr., and daughter of Robert and Margaret Johnson of New Garden. She was
first married in 1719 to Thomas Wickersham, whose death occurred in Dec. or Jan.
1726-7. leaving three children Sarah, Hannah and Robert.

At Newark Mo. Mtg., 12 Mo. 3, 1727-8: * Isaac Bailey and Abigail Wickersham
appeared here and declared their intentions of marriage with Each other it being the
first time "Therefore we appoints Gayon Miller and Joshua Pearce to inquire into his
Conversation and Clearness upon the account of marriage with all others and make
report thereof to the next mo. meeting.

* And under Consideration that the woman being a widdow we appoints Abraham
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Marshall, Ellis Lewis and William Leavis to inspect into the affairs Concerning the
orphan Children and see that such provision be made that the will of their deceased
father be Compleatly fulfilled Concearning them and make report thereof to the next
moth meeting.”” Women Friends appointed Mary Lewis and Rebecca Webb to inquire
respecting Abigail Wickersham.

1 Mo. 2. 1727-8: “ Isaac Bailey and Abigail Wickersham appeared here and sig-
nified they continued their intentions of marriage. and having consent of parents, and
those fird® appointed to inquire into his conversation and cleareness upon the account
of marriage report they find nothing to obstruct their intentions in that affair ; but the
firds appointed to see into the settlement of the affairs of the orphens report it is not
vet perfected Therefore we Leaves them to their liberty to accomplish their marriage
upon conditions that it be complatly done agreeable to the Judgment of the ffriends
formerly appointed in that affair who are desired to continue their care and make
report to the next mo. meeting.

2 Mo. 6, 1728: *“ Report is made to this mecting that the marriage of Isaac
Bailey and Abigail Wickersham was accomplished orderly And the ffr9 appointed to
see the settlement of the affairs of the orphens report that it is done and the frends
formerly appointed in the above s? affaire is desired to produce the instrument by
which it is done to the next monthly meeting in order that the meeting may dispose
of it as they see meet.”

By deed of April 25. 1727. Joel and Ann Baily conveved to their son lsaac 161
acres in Marlborough. for £10; heing part of 200 acres purchased of Jacob ‘Taylor:
Also by another deed of same date 23 acres in Newlin T'ownship. part of 228 acres
purchased from Nathaniel Newlin. ‘F'hese tracts were contiguous and the first lay
immediately south of the present village of Marlborough.

Isaac Baily was an active member of Kennet Meeting. heing frequently appointed
on committees. His married life was brief, his will being dated March 6. 1731-2,
and proved Oct. 5, 1732, in which he devised to his dearly beloved wife. Abigail.
“my Plantation, house and all appurtenances thereunto helonging till the time of my
Eldist Child Come of age . . . as also all my Household Goods & moveables.” To
son [saac one half of the land. namely that half which is now improved on: To
son Joel the other part. He also made provision for a child unborn, who was to
receive £30 at the age of 21 years. * that is to say twenty pounds to be paid by my well
beloved son Isaac and Ten pounds to be paid by my well beloved son Joel.”

At Newark Mo. Mtg.. 7 Mo. 2. 1738. Mordecai Cloud and Abigail Baily declared
their intentions of marriage. All matters being satisfactory they were married 9 Mo.
30, 1738, at Kennet Meeting. Mordecai Cloud was a brother to Jeremiah Cloud, who
married Ann Baily, and by his first wife, Sarah Chads, sister to John Chads, of Chads'’
Ford, had several children. He was Abigail's third husband and it appears she had
three children by each. Mordecai Cloud died in August 1745 and by will devised to
his wife a plantation of 200 acres on the east side of the road from Trimble’s mill to
Marlborough Street, during life, after which it was to become her son Abner’s: also
a plantation of 350 acres on the west side of the same road until son Mordecai became
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of age. ‘I'hese lands were then in E. Marlborough but now in Pocopson ‘I'ownship.
Abigail Cloud’s will is dated 5 Mo. 12, 1757, and proved Jan. 5, 1759, in which
she mentions her children, Sarah and Hannah, of the first marriage, Isaac Baily of the
second. and Abner, Joseph and Abigail Cloud. Abner's son Joseph, b. Aug. 27, 1770,
d. July 3, 18435, was chief melter and refiner at the U. S. Mint in Philadelphia from
Jan.. 1797, to Jan. 14, 1836.

6. Joel Baily, . 12 Mo. 17, 1697: d. in West Marlborough. 1775: m. 8 Mo.
28. 1724, at Kennet Meeting, Betty Caldwell, b. about 1705 in E. Marlborough; d.
in West Marlliorough 12 Mo. 15, 1775; daughter of Vincent and Betty (Peirce)
Caldwell. Her father was born in Derbyshire, England, about 1674, came to Penn-
sylvania about 1699, married Betty Peirce, daughter of George and Ann (Gainer)
Pcirce (or Pearce). of Thornbury, Chester County, in 1703, and settled in the eastern
part of East Marlborough. He was a highly esteemed minister among Friends and
traveled considerably in that capacity. He died 1 Mo. 10, 1719-20 in his 46th year
and was buried at Kennet Meeting. His widow, born in Gloucestershire, was a valued
elder in her meeting and died 10 Mo. 27. 1757, in her 77th year. Brief memorials
of both these were published in a * Collection of Memorials” in 17817.

The marriage certificate of (George Pearce * and Ann Gayner. which has been
handed down through the Baily family, being unique in its wording and of interest to
their numerous descendants. is here presented.

Whereas by the Memorialls of the people of the Lord Called quakers it doth
appeare that George Pearce in the Pish of Winscom in the County of Sumersett and
Ann Gayner of Thornbury in the County of Glouc. did on the fourth day of the elev-
enth month Comonly Called January in the yeare One Thousand six hundred Seventy
and Nine manifest at a meeting of the people of the Lord Called quakers held at
Olvestone in the County of Glouc. their Intentions of Marriage and whereas their
Intentions were Published in the publike meeting of the aforesaid people held at
Olvestone aforesaid on the Eighteenth day of the month and yeare aforesaid and
whereas to this very day enquery being made there appeares noe Resonable Cause
wherefore their Marriage should be Obstructed wee therefore are witnesses that on
the day of the date of these presents that the said George Pearce did in the presents
of the Lord and of us whose names are hereunto subscribed take the said Ann Gayner
to be his wife, and the said Ann Gayner did take the said (George Pearce to be her
husband, and did mutualy promise each to Other to Live together in Love and faith-
fullness each towards other according to gods Ordinance untill by death they should
be separated and as a further testimony of such their taking each other and of such
their promise each to other have hereunto put their hands, dated the first day of the

Joel Baily and. Betty Caldwell declared their intentions of marriage at Newark
Monthly Meeting, held at Centre, 7 Mo. 5, 1724, They appeared the sccond time,
8 Mo. 3, 1724. and all things being clear they were given liberty to accomplish their
intentions ; and those who had served as inquirers were continued to have oversight of
the marriage, which was duly reported later as orderly accomplished.

They may have settled for a time on some of his father’s land in E. Marlborough,
but at a monthly meeting, 8 Mo. 8, 1726, “ Request was made in behalf of Joell
Bailey juner for a Certificate for himselfe and wife to Newgarden monthly meeting
which was subsequently granted.

Peter Britain purchased from John Budd of Philadelphia 500 acres of land
in what is now West Marlborough and settled thereon. By his will. dated 11 Mo.
20. 1710, he devised this to his three sons Thomas. Samuel and Jonathan. between
whom it was divided Nov. 20. 1721, by parallel east and west lines. Joel Baily Jun.
purchased from Thomas the middle tract. containing 166}% acres. Upon this he
built a substantial house of brick. which is vet standing, though additions have heen
made to it. ‘The western gable bears a stone marked thus:

It appears also by his will that he purchased other property in Chester County
and some in Wilmington. He and his family were members of Londongrove Meeting,
a branch at that time of New (Garden Monthly Meeting. On 6 Mo. 30, 1746, * Lon-
dongrove preparrative meeting offers Betty Baily as an overseer in y* Room of Susanna
Fincher Dec'd, which is approved of by this meeting.” 6 Mo. 29. 1747: Londongrove
offers Joel Baily & Nath’l Pennock for overseers in the room of Joseph Pennock
Senf & William Webster. which is approved. 10 Mo. 27, 1759: * Londongrove pre-
parative Meeting proposes Betty Baily & Jane Hays for Elders to sit with the Minis-
ters & Elders in their Meetings. which this Meeting approves of & Recommends
them as such.”
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8 Mo. 3, 1776: A Memorial being prepared for our friend Betty Baily Dec'd,
it was read and being considered is approved, the Clerk is directed to sign it and lay
it before the Committee of the Quarterly Meeting in that case. Women say: * Who
was an Elder well approved who Departed this Life in good unity the 15th of the
12th mo. 1775, in the 71st year of her age.” Rebecca Chandler was appointed an
elder in her room two months later.

The will of Joel Baily of West Marlhorough was dated May 7, 1773 and proved
Dec. 19, 1775. After making provision for his wife he gave to his son Joel £25:
To son Isaac that tract of land in West Marlborough which I purchased of Edward
Tatnall, 131}4 acres, with 61 acres, the remainder of a piece of land purchased of
Aaron Baker (534 acres being already surveved off for son Joshua): To son Joshua
the homestead. 166 acres, and the 534 acres above. I have sold my house and lot in
Wilmington to my son Joel for £150. to be paid in one year after my decease,—one
fourth to my daughter Betty one fourth to daughter Ann. one eighth to daughter
Mary, one eighth to grandson Thomas Harlan at 21, and the other fourth to daughter
Phebe with the further sum of £10: To grandson John Webster five shillings. If
Thomas Harlan should die his share to go to his brother and sister. Israel and Lydia
Harlan. Wife and son Joel to be executors.

The will of Betty Baily was dated 12 Mo. 8, 1775, but not proved until July 24,
1785. To grandson John Webster five shillings: ‘T'o granddaughter Hannah Hayes
£3: To four daughters, Betty Swayne. Ann Hayes, Mary Mendenhall and Phebe
Mendenhall my wearing apparel: ‘T'o sons Joel, Isaac and Joshua one-twentieth of
my estate betweer them. and the remainder equally between my four daughters. Sons
Jozl ard Joshua to he exccutors.

7. Thomas Baily, h. perhaps in Aston. d. about 1764 in Newlin ‘Township;
m. al out 174, Sarah Bentley. daughter of John and Mary Bentley of Newlin, mem-
bers of the Baptist denomination.

At New Garden Monthly Meeting, 8 Mo. 26, 1734: Londongrove Meeting in-
forms that ~ T'bomas Beally is married out of y® unity of friends.” John Fincher
Sen® & Tho* Jackson are appointed to visit him. 9 Mo. 30, 1734: ‘Thomas Beally was
spoken to but not being here Thomas Jackson. John ffincher, William Swaine &
Joshua Johnson are appointed to speak to him to be at next meeting, and to prepare
a testimony against him. 10 Mo. 28, 1734: “ Thomas Beally is now here & seems
to Justifie & vindicate himselfe in his outgoings.” A testimony being prepared against
him, Joseph Pennock and John Fincher are to show it to him and give him a copy
if he desires it: then give to William Swaine to be read at Londongrove Meeting.

10 Mo. 27, 1759 : “ Thomas Baily having formerly been disowned by this Meeting
for Marrving out of ve unity of Friends by a Priest & having a Desire to be Rec'd
into Membership again Produced a Paper to this Meeting desiring Friends to Receive
him under their care; which Request after sollid Consideration is granted.”

John Simcock. a purchaser of 3000 acres of land from William Penn, had a tract of 2875
acres surveved to him in what was at first called Hilltown, but later was largely included in West
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Marlborough. Of this 1000 acres became the property of his son John and the remainder
was divided between his son Jacob and daughters Elizabeth and Hannah. On Nov. 24, 1713,
John Kingsman and wife, the said Hannah, conveyed her 625 acres to their son-in-law, John
Dautton, and the latter, on May 3, 1715, conveyed 207 acres to Richard Barnard, and by another
deed, Dec. 20, 1718, the remainder to the same person. Richard Barnard, by deed of April
3, 1726, conveyed 350 acres to Joel Baily, who on April 10, 1730, executed a deed of gift to his
son Thomas for 143 acres thereof. Oct. 19, 1748, the other heirs of John Bentley conveyed to
Thomas Baily, in right of his wife’s share of the estate. 192}5 acres in Newlin Township. at the
valuation of £250. Thomas and wife appear to have settled on this land about this time.

On April 10, 1741, Thomas Baily conveyved to Aaron Baker 50 acres in West Marlborough.
and this became the property of Aaron Baker, Jr.. who, on 4 Mo. 7, 1797, conveyed it to Elisha
Baily, son of John (No. 8), when it was called 34 acres. 115 perches.

At his Newlin home Thomas Baily was nearer to Bradford Meeting. and after
becoming again a member he requested a certificate from New (arden to Bradford
Monthly Meeting. ‘This was granted 4 Mo. 5. 1760. and reads as follows:

from Newgarden Monthly meeting held the 5th of 4th mo: 1760. to Bradford

Monthly Meeting these
Dear frds

Whereas Thomas Baily have Requested a few Lines by way of Certificate In
order to be Joyned to your meeting: these Comes to Inform You that After Needful
Inquirey Made we Do not find but his Life and Conversation is in a good Degree
Orderly: A frequenter of meetings and his outward Affairs are Settled to Satisfac-
tion as far as Appears:

Therefore we Recommend him to Divine protection and vour Christian Care
and Over Sight: and subscribes our selves your friends and brethren Sined in and
on Behalf of our said Meeting by

Joshua Johnson Isaac Jackson John Smith
Jacob Howell Jeremiah Barnard Moses Pyle
Joshua Pusey William Jackson Wm Swane
John Hurford Richard Buller Henry Chalfant
John Jackson Richard Chambers Isaac Clendenon
Jacob Wright Aron Musgrove Isaac Pyle

This certificate was accepted at Bradford 4+ Mo. 18, 1760. ‘T'homas Baily of
“ Newlinton " died intestate and letters of administration on his estate were yranted
Aug. 18, 1764, to John Baily, his son. In the assessment made near the close of that
year, John Baily, a single man, was taxed with 160 acres and buildings in that town-
ship, and 140 acres in West Marlborough ; this doubtless representing his father's
estate.

Richard Barnard, of Newlin, in diary, 8 Mo. 26, 1779, says,—*“ John Baily like to be in
trouble as he & his brother Isaac is sued by James Purtle & had case considered: they are ad-

vised to endeavour to settle the matter with their father in law in a brotherly manner, which
with the assistance of some friends is in good degree complyed with.”

8. John Baily, b. probably in Aston. d. in West Marlborough about 1793 ; m.
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1st at Londongrove Meeting, 3 Mo. 29, 1729, to Lydia Pusey, b. at Chester 6 Mo. 16.
1713 ; daughter of William and Elizabeth (Bowater) Pusey, of Londongrove Town-
ship. Second m. at Sadsbury Meeting, 4 Mo. 8, 1732, to Mary Marsh, daughter of
William (and Sarah?) Marsh, or Sadsbury, Chester County.

John Baily and Lydia Pusey, both of Londongrove Meeting, declared their inten-
tions of marriage 1 Mo. 28, 1729. Alexander Underwood and John Cooke, Ann
Jackson and Jane Underwood were appointed to inquire into their clearness. At
their second declaration, 2 Mo. 26. 1729, no obstruction appearing, they were given
liberty to proceed. and the inquirers were continued to have oversight of the mar-
riage.

From the memoranda of John Taylor. surveyor and conveyancer. it appears
likely that John Baily received a deed from his father for 157 acres of land adjoin-
ing that of his brother ‘I'homas. and on the same date: but at all events the father
appears to have increased their holdings by his last will to about 200 acres each.

The will of John Baily of West Marlborough. yveoman. was dated 6 Mo. 13,
1790, and proved Dec. 23. 1793.

To son John ten shillings with what he has already received: To son William my lot in
Wilmington, bought of Benjamin \Vay; also £50 in gold or silver: To son Elisha the homestead,
107 acres: To daughters Ann, Betty, Mary and Sarah £15 each: To daughter Hannah Pusey
£20: Remainder of estate to be divided into nine shares, one to each of sons William, Elisha,
and daughters Ann, Betty, Mary, Sarah, Hannah: granddaughters Mary Woodward and Betty
Phipps one share, and granddaughters Ann and Mary Baily, daughters of Elisha, one share.
Executors, sons William and Elisha.

9. Josiah Baily, L. probably in Aston. d. 3 Mo. 14, 1791 in West Marlborough;
m. 3 Mo. 9, 1734, at Sadsbury Meeting, Sarah Marsh, d. 2 Mo. 20, 1791; daughter
of William (and Sarah?) Marsh. of Sadsbury, Chester County. The marriage cer-
tificate is in possession of the family of Enos Pennock, in Philadelphia.

9 Mo. 5, 1778: ‘‘London Grove Preparative Meeting mentions that Josiah
Baily, at a time when a number of armed men came to his house in order to collect
that called the substitute fine did manifest a disposition and conduct not becoming
the peaceable principles we profess; Also did assist his son in purchasing one of the
Horses (taken from him for said fines) of the person who bought him at vendue:"
Joseph Moore, Jacob Wright and Francis Windle are appointed to visit him.

10 Mo. 6, 1778: Report is made that Josiah Baily ' seemed to apprehend his
conduct did not deserve censure, and therefore not inclinable to condemn it.” The
case continued. 11 Mo. 7. 1778: He offers an acknowledgment which is accepted
* with desires that it may be as a caution to us all to be exceeding careful of our con-
duct at such times of trial and temptation.” Joseph Richardson is appointed to read
it at Londongrove meeting.

Josiah Baily inherited, by the will of his father, the then homestead, containing
100 acres of land. By deed of March 6, 1751, he purchased from the executors of
Joseph Davis a tract of 89 acres adjoining his other land. Of this he and his wife
conveyed 40 acres to their son Joel March 26, 1758.
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The will of Josiah Baily of West Marlborough, yeoman, was dated 1 Mo. 26,
1789, and proved March 21, 1791. After providing for his wife, Sarah, he devised
to son Joel 19 acres adjoining his other land: T'o son Josiah the homestead of 100
acres and the residue of the tract where Joel lived,—about 30 acres: 'To son Henry
£2: ‘T'o daughter Sarah £5 and a cow: ‘I'o daughter Lydia £5. Residue to be
divided between Joel, Josiah. Sarah and Lydia. Son Josiah. executor.

THIRD GENERATION.
Children of (2) Mary Baily awd Alecander Stuct.

10. Jane Stuart, b. June, 1709; m. 3 Mo. 14, 1730, at Bradford Meeting to
Josiah ‘Taylor, b. in Springfield. (now) Delaware Co.. 4 Mo. 17, 1708 d. in Kennet
Township, 1765 : son of Isaac and Sarah (Broadwell) ‘T'aylor, of Springfield. and
grandson of Robert and Mary I'aylor. who came from Cheshire. England, 1682-3.
He was a tailor by trade and had probably learned the business with his brother
Joseph in West Marlborough, which was his residence at the time of his marriage.
He now settled in Kennet and after some time transferred his membership from New
Garden to Kennet Monthly Meeting. Owing to the general neglect to record deeds
in that day it is uncertain when he became the owner of land, but at his death he was
in possession of alout 50 acres just east of the present borough of Kennet Square.
Like his fellow citizens he took his turn in the township offices and was overseer of the
poor in 1741, and constable in 1744. In meeting affairs he was not very active
although he was occasionally appointed on committees to oversee marriages or treat
with offenders. He devised his plantation to his ron Caleb, subject to his mother's
maintenance during life. "'he date of her death not ascertained.

11. Robert Stuart, 1. in Kennet 11 Mo. 25, 1710 m. about 1732 Martha
Richardson, b. 3 Mo. 23. 1717 ; daughter of Isaac and Katharine (Gandy) Richard-
son, of Whiteland, Chester County. from Nether Walton Cheshire. England, 1713.
Her father died alout 1726 and at the time of her marriage she was a member of
Concord Monthly Meeting, and was disowned 9 Mo. 6. 1732. for marriage by a
' priest.”

Robert does not appear to have been looked upon as a member. By deed of Jan. 29, 1733.
Robert Stewart. of East Marlborough., yeoman. and wife Martha, conveved to John Strode. for
£60, a plantation of 150 acres in E. Marlborough (now Newlin) Township. The purchase is
not recorded. After this Robert and Martha appear to have lived in Whiteland for several
years, but on Nov. 17. 1750, Robert Stuart, late of Whiteland, yeoman and wife Martha, conveyed
to George Garrett, of Whiteland, for £170. 100 acres of land in Whiteland, part of her father's
purchase in 1713.

Martha made an acknowledgment for her marriage which was accepted 3 Mo.
7. 1750. and a certificate for her to Exeter Monthly Meeting granted 12 Mo. 4,
1750-1 ; she having removed some time before. There is evidence that they removed
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from Berks Co.. Pa., to Virginia; thence to North Carolina, where their certificate
was received at Cane Creek Mo. Mtg. 3 Mo. 3, 1758. After this they removed to
Georgia and died there. In 1790 six of their children were living, but all their
names have not heen ascertained.

12. Ann Stuart, b. 6 Mo. 4, 1712; living 1732 no further record.

When this work was about going to press there was noticed in the records of Christ (Epis-
copal) Church, Philadelphia, the marriages of Henry Marsh and Anne Stewart, August 1, 1734.
Inasmuch as two of Henry Marsh’s sisters had married sons of Joel Baily there is a strong
presumption that his wife was a granddaughter of the latter person.

Henry Marsh died in Sadsbury Township about 1803, leaving several children. His eldest
child, Jane, born 1735, married in 1756, Joseph Moore, and died in 1779, in Londongrove Town-
ship, Chester County. She had children, Ann, m. Jacob Halliday; Rachel, m. Jeremiah Starr;
Phebe, unm.; Ruth, m. Thomas McMillan; Jane, m. John Butler; Joseph, m. Mercy Cutler;
Mary, m. William Preston; William, m. Sarah Richards; Joshua, m. Beulah Coates; David, m.
Sarah Chambers; Dinah, unm.

13. Mary Stuart, b. 3 Mo. 8. 1714 ; no further record.

Children of (2) Mary Baily and George Harlan.

14. John Harlan, m. 4 Mo. 5, 1740, at Kennet Meeting, Sarah Wickersham,
daughter of Thomas Wickersham Jr. of E. Marlborough. and Abigail Johnson, after-
ward wife of (5) Isaac Baily, and later of Mordecai Cloud. He inherited the home-
stead of 169 acres in Newlin Township, which his father had purchased from
Nathaniel Newlin by deed of April 2, 1725. On Aug. 28, 1750 he petitioned the
Court for license to keep a tavern, representing “ That your petitioner hath a suitable
plantation by the Great Road Leading from the Great Valley to Wilmington, And
there being no house of publick Entertainment for fifteen Miles on s4 Road, and there
being a great Resort of travelers Which have Complained very much for want of
proper Entertainment, and allso have been very burthensome to y* Neighbourhood
but Especially to Your Pettitioner,” who *is building a Convenient house, and is
of ability to procure good accomodations.” The petition was granted and John
Harlan continued to keep a tavern until 1754, when by deed of Jan. 30, he and wife
conveved the homestead to Joel Baily. His name appears in the tax list for 1767,
but without property. The family were members of Bradford Monthly Meeting,
from which Sarah Harlan received a certificate to Philadelphia 8 Mo. 12, 1768, but
whether the widow of John is not stated.

15. Rebecca Harlan, under the name of Rebecca White, was complained of
9 Mo. 19, 1741, for marriage by a priest to one not a member, for which her acknowl-
edgment was accepted 7 Mo. 16, 1742. She received a certificate from Bradford
to New Garden Monthly Meeting 8 Mo. 20, 1748.

By deed of Sept. 19, 1743, John Harlan and wife Sarah, Robert Davies and wife Dinah,
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Joseph Martin and wife Hannah, Michael Harlan, Joel Harlan and George Harlan, heirs of
George Harlan, deceased, conveyed to Stephen White, who had married Rebecca Harlan, daughter
of George, a tract of 167 acres on Elk Creek, in the western part of Chester County. This was
part of 540 acres surveyed to Michael Harlan, their grandfather, who devised one half thereof
to his son George. The others release the 167 acres to Stephen and Rebecca for £100. Stephen
White, of East Marlborough, and Rebeckah his wife, convey the same land to William Reed, of
New Garden, for £200, and purchased from the latter a tavern property in New Garden, since
known as the *“ Hammer & Trowel,” at Toughkenamon. Stephen kept the tavern till 1753, when
he sold to Nathaniel Ring. Stephen was in New London, 1756-1763. and died intestate in Lon-
donderry Township; administration being granted to his son George, Dec. 25, 1782.

16. Dinah Harlan, now Dinah Davis. presented an acknowledgment to New
Garden Monthly Meeting, 3 Mo. 31, 1740, for marriage by a priest, which was ac-
cepted and ordered to be read at Londongrove Meeting.

The will of Robert Davis, of Kennet, dated April 29, 1760, and proved May 27, 1760, directs
the plantation of about 150 acres to be sold and proceeds divided.—one third to wife Dinah and
two thirds to children, not named. \Wife to be executrix and to be advised by friends Aaron
Baker and Thomas Harlar. Witnesses, Stephen White, Joshua Baker and Thomas Harlan. Dinah
was married again, July 1, 1762, at the Swedes’ Church. Wilmington, to James Harlan. No
further record of her family.

17. Hannah Harlan, and Joseph Martin were complained of at Bradford
Monthly Meeting, 4 Mo. 17, 1742, for marriage by a priest, for which she made an
acknowledgment 5 Mo. 15, 1742, but he was disowned 7 Mo. 16, 1742. He was the
son of George and Lydia (Buffington) Martin, of West Bradford, where he con-
tinued to reside. His will is dated Sept. 6, 1801, and was proved Sept. 21, 1802,
but as it does not mention his wife she was doubtless deceased. Joseph Martin was
the owner of 160 acres of land : also of a tavern called the Centre House, in Mar-
shallton, which he kept for several years.

18. Joel Harlan, b. 11 Mo. 10, 1724; d. Newlin Township, 9 Mo. 3, 1796;
m. 10 Mo. 16, 1746, at Kennet Meeting, Hannah Wickersham, b. 5 Mo. 5, 1723; d.
12 Mo. 15, 1811; daughter of ‘Thomas Wickersham Jr. of East Marlborough, and
sister to the wife of John Harlan (No. 14). Being settled within the limits of
Newark Monthly Meeting he received a certificate thereto from Bradford Monthly
Meeting, 7 Mo. 15, 1748. He and wife received one thence to New Garden 3 Mo.
S, 1749. He was perhaps located at first in New Castle County, but removed to East
Marlborough about 1748 and to Londonderry about 1752. By deed of 5 Mo. 6,
1760, he purchased from his cousin Joel Baily (38) the homestead of his father, in
-Newlinton, as it was styled in the deed, and in which he was described as a car-
penter. For this he paid £700. In 1787 he had increased his holding to 260 acres.
When Mason and Dixon were employed to determine the line between Pennsyl-
vania and Maryland they first ran a line from the southern part of Philadelphia due
west to a point in Joel Harlan's field, where they planted a stone, in 1764, which
still remains. From the fact that they spent some time here, making astronomical ob-
servations, the stone has long been known as the * Star Gazers’ Stone.”
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Joel and Hannah Harlan brought a certificate of their membership from New
Garden to Bradford Monthly Meeting, 10 Mo. 17. 1760, which included also their
five children. They were active and useful members of Bradford Meeting and on 10

Mo. 12, 1764, Hannah was appointed an elder. Joel was appointed an overseer in
1766.

19. Michael Harlan, according to one account, was a twin with his brother
Joel, and died 10 Mo. 15, 1806; m. 5 Mo. 1, 1766, at Kennet Meeting, Susanna
Carleton, b. 3 Mo. 29, 1731 ; daughter of Thomas and Hannah (Howell) Carleton,
of Kennet Township. He removed to West Marlborough, taking a certificate from
Bradford to New Garden Mo. Mtg., dated 11 Mo. 18. 1756. Susanna took one from
Kennet dated 11 Mo. 3, 1766. He was styled a millwright ; in 1764 had 109 acres of
land and a saw mill. His will, dated 5 Mo. 9. 1790. gives all estate to his four
children but does not mention a wife.

20. George Harlan, b. in Newlin Township, d. in West Marlborough about
1813; m. 9 Mo. 14, 1750, at Londongrove Meeting, Susanna Harlan, daughter of
Ezekiel and Hannah (Oborn) Harlan, of West Marlborough. Her father was the
son of Ezekiel and Ruth (Buffington) Harlan and grandson of George Harlan, who
with his brother Michael came from the North of Ireland about the year 1687, though
born in England. George Harlan received a certificate from Bradford to New
Garden Monthly Meeting, dated 8 Mo. 18, 1750, and upon the establishment of Lon-
dongrove Monthly Meeting, in 1792, became a member of that meeting. In 1764
he had 109 acres and in 1787 200 acres of land.

Children of (3) Ann Baily and Jereminh Cloud.

31. Elizabeth Cloud, b. 10 Mo. 14, 1711, probably in East Marlborough; m.
8 Mo. 5, 1738, at Kennet Meeting, Thomas Underwood, of New Garden, son of
Alexander and Jane (Harry) Underwood, of Londongrove Township. She received
a certificate from Newark 1 Mo. 3, 1738-9, to New Garden. They took one from
New Garden, 5 Mo. 30, 1743, to Newark, and her death must have occurred as early
as 1745. Thomas was married again, 10 Mo. 24, 1746, to Sarah Keelar, and at that
time resided in Christiana Hundred, New Castle Co., Del.

22. Joel Cloud, b. 4 Mo. 7, 1715; d. 1746; m. 7 Mo. 4, 1741, at Bradford
Meeting, Esther Stubbs, daughter of Thomas and Mary (Miner) Stubbs, of Newlin
Township. She took a certificate from Bradford 7 Mo. 16, 1742, to Newark Monthly
Meeting, and thence, after his death, back to Bradford 3 Mo. 5, 1749. She and John
Carson were married June 26, 1752, at the Swedes’ Church, Wilmington, for which
she made an acknowledgment 6 Mo. 21, 1753, and on 9 Mo. 15, 1757, received a
certificate from Bradford to Cane Creek, N. C., with her children, Daniel and Joel
Cloud.

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23. William Cloud, b. 1 Mo. 11, 1718, in E. Marlborough; d. there and was
buried 6 Mo. 19, 1791 ; m. 8 Mo. 24, 1739, at Kennet Meeting, Mary Peirce, b. same.
3 Mo. 3, 1717; buried 10 Mo. 18, 1793 ; daughter of Joshua and Ann (Mercer)
Peirce, of E. Marlborough. He inherited a plantation of 200 acres in E. Marl-
borough, from his father, and in 1764 had also another of 90 acres in Kennet; to
which at a later date he added one of 75 acres in New (Garden and another of 135
acres. Will dated 7 Mo. 20, 1789, proved July 23. 1791.

24. Jeremiah Cloud, b. 11 Mo. 20. 1723; d. E. Marlborough. 1817: m. Swedes'
Church, Wilmington, May 9. 1750. Lydia Harlan. ‘They were disowned by Newark
(now Kennet) Monthly Meeting. 12 Mo. 2. 1730-1. for marriage by a priest. Jere-
miah Cloud. of Kennet (supposed the same). and Hester. or Esther Harry, d. 1774,
of Marlborough. were married June 16. 1766. at Immanuel (P. E.) Church, New
Castle, by a license. He inherited the homestead of 230 acres in E. Marlborough.

By deed of 4 Mo. 10. 1795, Jeremiah Cloud. of E. Marlborough, yveoman. and wife Ann.
convey a messuage and 112 acres of this to his son-in-law John Broomhall, for £350. By his will
dated 1 Mo. 18, 1816, proved March 3, 1817, he gave to daughter Hannah Broomhall $1.: To
children of daughter Betty Lollar $5 each: To grandson Jephthah Cloud, alias Wall, $50: To
Benjamin Cloud, son of brother Mordecai, $80. Residue of estate, real and personal, to be sold
and proceeds to son Joel, together with the family Bible.

25. Benjamin Cloud, 1. 1 Mo. 26. 1725 not mentioned in his father's will,
1747, and probably died young.

26. Mordecai Cloud, b. 2 Mo. 28, 1729 ; d. Upper Chichester, Delaware County,
2 Mo. 14, 1801; m. 9 Mo. 19, 1753, at Kennet Meeting, Ann Harlan, daughter of
Thomas and Mary (Carter) Harlan, of Kennet: Second m. about 1789 to Agnes
Morrison, daughter of James and Mary (Newlin) Morrison, of Concord. By will
or his father he inherited a plantation of 200 acres in Chichester, and received a cer-
tificate from Newark (Kennet) Mo. Mtg., 9 Mo. 7. 1754, to Concord. He was
disowned by the latter 9 Mo. 3. 1777, for taking part in military affairs. His second
wife was disowned 11 Mo. 4. 1789 for marriage to one not a member. She survived
him. He was bhuried at Concord Meeting but on 2 Mo. 25, 1801 his son Harlan
had the body removed to Kennet Meeting.

27. Rachel Cloud, b. 8 Mo. 10, 1733 ; not mentioned in her father's will and
probably died young.

Children of (4) Daniel and Olive ( Harry) Baily.

28. William Baily, b. E. Marlborough, 10 Mo. 9, 1721; d. there 1783; m. 10
Mo. 18, 1745, at Kennet Meeting. Betty Cloud: d. 4 Mo. 10, 1760; daughter of
Mordecai and Sarah (Chads) Cloud, of E. Marlborough. Second m. 12 Mo. 16,
1762, at Londongrove Meeting. to Hannah Taylor. widow, b. 6 Mo. 22, 1735 ; buried
1 Mo. 14; 1776 ; daughter of Robert and Katharine (Hadley) Johnson, of E. Marl-
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borough. She was first married 10 Mo. 17, 1753, to Joseph Taylor, Jr., who died
1758, leaving two daughters, Ruth and Mary.

William Baily made several purchases of lands in E. Marlborough. as follows: From John
Jackson and wife Mary, March §, 1745, messuage and 140 acres: From Robert Chalfant and
wife Martha, June 16, 1763, messuage and tracts of 38 acres and 60 acres. From Robert Pyle
and Deborah his wife, Nov. 23, 1757, 157 acres: From Benjamin Leonard and wife Olive
(Baily), Sept. 11, 1764, messuage and 229 acres next the last. He died intestate and letters of
administration on his estate were granted, Sept. 30. 1783, to his sons Eli and Levi Baily. A
petition was presented to the Oprhans’ Court Dec. 16, 1783, representing that he left issue twelve
children and was possessed of two mansions and two plantations in E. Marlborough, contain-
ing 275 acres and 177 acres. The sheriff was directed to take twelve men with him to view
and value the estate or divide it among the heirs. Return was made that it could not be divided,
but the small tract was valued at £1066: 108, and the other at £1725. Eli Baily, the eldest son,
being by law entitled to two shares, took the whole at the valuation, giving security for the
shares of the other children, five of whom were minors.

29. Ann Baily, b. 5 Mo. 6. 1723; d. E. Marlborough, 10 Mo. 8. 1810; m. 2
Mo. 10. 1748, at Kennet Meeting, Joshua Peirce. b. E. Marlborough, 1 Mo. 22, 1724;
d. there 7 Mo. 13, 1803; son of Joshua and (2d wife) Rachel (Gilpin) Peirce, of
that place. In 1764 Joshua Peirce was possessed of 187 acres of land in E. Marl-
borough, beside 232 acres rented from Jeremiah Cloud and a quarter interest in a
saw mill. He and wife were useful members of society and Ann was appointed an
elder for Kennet Meeting 8 Mo. 11, 1774, in which station she continued until her
death. [n answer to an annual query as to the decease of ministers and elders it is
entered on the minutes of Kennet Mo. Mtg., 2 Mo. 5, 1811 thus: “ One Elder to wit
our antient friend Ann Pierce an Elder of Kennett Particular Meeting who departed
this Life the 9th Day of the 10th month 1810 in the 88 year of her age.” This is one
day later than has been already given.

30. Elizabeth Baily, b. 10 Mo. 16, 1725; d. 4 Mo. 5, 1818, unmarried. She
was probably an invalid in mind or body as her father left money in trust for her
benefit.

31. Daniel Baily, b. E. Marlborough, 1 Mo. 21, 1731; m. in Virginia, Ann
(perhaps Wakefield, as they gave this name to a son). At Kennet Mo. Mtg., 2 Mo.
1, 1755, Daniel Baily, Jr., requested a certificate to Fairfax Mo. Mtg. in Virginia,
which was granted a month later. This was presented at Fairfax 6 Mo. 28, 1755,
and on 9 Mo. 24, 1757, he made an acknowledgment for marriage out of meeting.
He requested a certificate to New Garden, N. C., 4 Mo. 27, 1758, which was granted.
At New Garden, Pa., 6 Mo. 5, 1762, Daniel Baily produced a certificate for himself
and wife from New Garden, N. C,, dated 5 Mo. 30, 1761, endorsed by Nottingham
Mo. Mtg. From New Garden Daniel obtained a certificate, 5 Mo. 4, 1765, for him-
self, wife Ann and children, Caleb, Nathan, Daniel and Olive, to Warrington, York
-Co., where it was produced 7 Mo. 13, 1765. He and wife Ann received one 7 Mo.
12, 1794, to Exeter, Berks, Co.. Pa., but they have not been traced further.
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32. Lydia Baily, b. 1 Mo. 27, 1734; m. 10 Mo. 17, 1753, at Kennet Meeting.
Jesse Miller, b. Kennet, 11 Mo. 30, 1730; d. there 12 Mo. 1793 ; son of James and
Rachel (Fred) Miller, of that township. His will is dated 12 Mo. 2, 1793 ; proved
on the 17th of the same month:

To sons Caleb and David 7/6 each: To son John £270: To son Jonathan the part of my
land next Kennet Square, supposed to contain 85 acres, being the remainder of my lands not made
over to my sons Caleb and David: Provides for wife Lydia: Sons John and Jonathan to pay
their sisters Lydia Edmonson £50, and their sister Olive Miller £100; also my four grandchildren
Jesse, Isaac, Thomas and Joseph Pennington £30, to be divided; to be in the hands of their
father, Thomas Pennington until they are of age. Mentions money in his hands belonging to
his grandchildren, William, Lydia and Mary Jones. Sons John and Jonathan to be executors.
Jesse Miller was appointed an overscer for New Garden Meeting, 2 Mo. 1, 1766.

33. Olive Baily, b. 1 Mo. 2, 1736: d. 7 Mo. 30, 1828, at [saac Pvle's in New
Garden; m. 2 Mo. 13. 1754, at Kennet Meeting. Benjamin lLeonard. son of George
(and Christian?) Leonard, of Sadsbury. She took a certificate from Newark to
New Garden. dated 1| Mo. 3. 1756, and they resided in E. Marlborough. ‘T’hey
conveyed a small farm to her brother William Baily, Sept. 11, 1764. and probably
owned no land afterward. His brother Joseph made a devise to him Jan. 17. 1795.

34. Caleb Baily, b. 2 Mo. 14, 1738, in E. Marlborough ; d. about 1794 in same;
m. 9 Mo. 28, 1763. at Hockessin Meeting, Ann Dixon, b. 6 Mo. 29, 1743 ; d. about
1797; daughter of Joseph and Mary (Pusey) Dixon, of Kennet Township. He
inherited the homestead, 200 acres. in E. Marlborough. and continued to reside
thereon.

His will is dated 11 Mo. 6, 1793, and proved Jan. 25, 1794. After providing for his wife,
Ann, he gives to sons Joseph and Daniel £30 each: To son Stephen, daughter Mary Baily, son
Silas, son Asher and daughter Olive Baily £20 each, gold or silver: To son Caleb the plantation
and also all my right and title to my backlands and remainder of personal estate; executor. Ann
Baily was appointed an overseer for Kennet Meeting 3 Mo. 15, 1770, in place of Hannah Peirce,
and in 1775 was appointed with others to visit families. She died intestate and letters of admin-
istration on her estate were granted to Caleb Baily Oct. 26, 1797.

35. Nathan Baily, b. 10 Mo. 1, 1744, was of a somewhat roving disposition.
He received a certificate from Kennet Monthly Meeting, 12 Mo. 14, 1769, to War-
rington, York County ; thence, 1 Mo. 9, 1773, to Bradford, Chester County, where he
was complained of 2 Mo. 18, 1774, for marriage before a magistrate to one not a
member. His acknowledgment was accepted 4 Mo. 15, 1774, and he received a cer-
tificate to New Garden, 2 Mo. 16, 1776 ; thence to Warrington, 1 Mo. 6, 1781. Here
he was complained of, 5 Mo. 7, 1785, for paying some military fines, but made an
acknowledgment 3 Mo. 11, 1786. As a member of Newberry Meeting he had removed
a considerable time before 10 Mo. 12, 1799, and settled within the limits of Cata-
wissa Mo. Mtg., to which a certificate for him was now signed. No further in-
formation.
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36. Ruth Baily, b. 4 Mo. 16, 1748; m. 11 Mo. 5. 1767, at Kennet Meeting,
Joshua Edwards, b. 9 Mo. 4, 1746; d. 1806; son of Moses Edwards and Esther
Plummer, of West Marlborough, where he resided. By his will, dated 11 Mo. 11,
1806, proved Dec. 17, 1806, he made provision for his wife and devised his planta-
tion of 100 acres to his kinsman. Plummer Edwards.

Children of (8) Inauc and Abigail (Johnson) Baily.

37. Isaac Baily, b. in East Marlborough about 1728 ; d. there 12 Mo. 6, 1806;
m. 9 Mo. 8. 1749, at Londongrove Meeting, Sarah Jackson, b. E. Marlborough, 7 Mo.
9, 1728 ; d. same. 12 Mo. 3, 1797 ; daughter of Samuel and Mary (Chambers) Jack-
son: Second m. 8 Mo. 22, 1799, to Sarah Yarnall, of Mill Creek Hundred, New
Castle County. widow of Ephraim Yarnall, formerly Sarah Holton.

By deed of Dec. 20, 1755, Isaac purchased the interest of his brother Joel in 186 acres of
land which their father devised to them, for £225. Robert Lewis, of Philadelphia City, merchant,
and wife Mary, conveyed to Isaac Baily, of E. Marlborough. yeoman, for £743. 327 acres of land
in Newlin Township. Isaac Baily was concerned in several other transactions in real estate in
his neighborhood.

Sarah (Jackson) Baily was appointed an overseer for Kennet Meeting and was otherwise
a useful member, but her husband was not so much imbued with Friendly ideas. On §5 Mo. 13,
1779 Kennet Meeting informed that he ‘“has paid a part of y¢ Bounty for y® encouragement
of a Waggon & Horses to go in y¢ military service.” His acknowledgment was accepted at the
same meeting, but on 11 Mo. 13, 1783 a complaint was made that he had paid a tax said to be
in part to hire a man to go to war; also for remarkably neglecting meetings. His acknowledg-
ment for this was accepted at the next meeting. His last wife was a member of Wilmington Mo.
Mtg. and after his death returned thither;

38. Joel Baily, b. in E. Marlborough, d. there 1803; m. 11 Mo. 14, 1759, at
Londongrove Meeting. Lydia Pusey, b. in Londongrove, 11 Mo. 13, 1736; d. prior to
1776 ; daughter of John and Katharine (Maris) Pusey: Second m. 9 Mo. 18, 1776,
at Londongrove Meeting. to Judith Pyle, b. 5 Mo. 14, 1744, widow of John Pyle.
of Kennet. and daughter of 'I'homas and Judith Hollingsworth, of Christiana Hun-
dred.

In 1754 Joel purchased the farm of his cousin John Harlan, in Newlin Township, and per-
haps settled thereon. In 1755 he was styled of Newlin, mason, and conveyed his interest in the
homestead to his brother Isaac. On 5 Mo. 6, 1760 he conveyed the Harlan farm to Joel Harlan
and on the same date received a deed from John Smith and wife Dorothy for about 200 acres
in the western part of E. Marlborough. This was conveyed to John Smith by Caleb Pusey and
wife Ann, the parents of John Smith’s former wife, Ann Pusey, and was the place where Lon-
dongrove Meeting was first held, in John Smith’s house, in 1714. Joel Baily also purchased,
t Mo. 18, 1785, from Ann Pemberton, of Philadelphia, 45 acres of land in New Garden, adjoining
the line of Marlborough.

His will was dated 9 Mo. 19, 1803, and proved Dec. §, 1803, in which, after making provi-
sion for his wife, he devised to his son John the homestead, 190 acres, with about 45 acres in
New Garden, he paying to my grandsons Joel Jones and John Jones £600 at 21. The children
were by the frst wife.
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Joel received a certificate from Kennet, 9 Mo. 11, 1760, to New Garden Mo.
Mtg., of which Londongrove was then a branch. He was an active and useful mem-
ber, being appointed an overseer 9 Mo. 5, 1767, and an elder 5 Mo. 2, 1778; and on
5 Mo. 2, 1804 a committee was appointed to nominate elders in place of *‘our
beloved friends Joel Baily and Joshua Pusey, deceased.” His second wife, Judith,
was also an active member and an overseer.

39. Betty Baily, b. in E. Marlborough, 1732 : perhaps married in April. 1757,
to Owen Evans. At Kennet Mo. Mtg.. 8 Mo. 4, 1757, complaint was made of Betty
Baily for marriage by ‘“ a priest ” to one not a member, for which she was disowned.
7 Mo. 1, 1757, as Betty Evans. The records of the Swedes’ Church. Wilmington,
show that Owen Evans and Mary Baily were married in April. 1757, but the min-
ister probably made a mistake in her first name. Owen Evans m. in 1734 Mary Har-
lan and settled in Kennet. where he died 1747. leaving children Aaron, Owen and
Sarah, of whom Owen probably married Betty Baily, but no further record has heen
obtained of them.

Children of (6) Joel and Betty (Caldwell) Baily.

40. Betty Baily, b. 1| Mo. 8, 1727-8, in W. Marlborough; d. 11 Mo. 19, 1789,
in Kennet; m. 3 Mo. 18, 1748, at Londongrove Meeting, to Francis Swayne, of E.
Marlborough, b. 12 Mo. 18, 1722; d. in Kennet. 3 Mo. 23, 1791; son of William
and Elizabeth (Dell) Swayne. They first declared their intentions of marriage at
New Garden Monthly Meeting. 1 Mo. 26. 1748. About 1761 Francis Swayne ap-
pears to have removed from L. Marlborough to Kennct Township. and in 1764 he
was assessed in the latter with 164 acres of land. four horses. four cattle and thirteen
sheep ; but it is likely that young stock were omitted. He and wife were active mem-
bers of Kennet Meeting and were there buried.

41. Hannah Baily, m. 3 Mo. 22, 1750. at Londongrove Mecting. John Webster,
son of William and Sarah (James) Webster. of E. Marlborough. She died leaving

a son John, and her husband married again 5§ Mo. 29. 1753, at Birmingnam Meeting.
Jane Brinton, by whom he had children. Hannah, Sarah. Pamela. Phebe and Edward.

42. Ann Baily, m. 5 Mo. 13, 1752. at Londongrove Meeting, David Hayes. b.
8 Mo. 14, 1728 ; son of William and Jane (James) Haves. of E. Marlborough. They
probably resided in East Marlborough for some years. but about 1783 removed to the
neighborhood of Concord, and in 1787 to Hopewell, Va.

43. Joel Baily, b. in W. Marlborough, 12 Mo. 16. 1732 d. in West Bradford.
10 Mo. 29, 1797; m. 10 Mo. 11, 1759, at Bradford Meeting, Elizabeth Marshall. b.
West Bradford. 3 Mo. 6. 1741: d. 3 Mo. 5. 1774 : daughter of Abraham and Rachel
(Carter) Marshall: Second m., 7 Mo. 4. 1776. at Bradford Meeting. to Maryaret
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Evans, of Robeson, Berks County, Pa., widow of Pennell Evans and daughter of
Samuel and Ann Jackson. She d. 2 Mo. 28, 1792, and Joel m. 11 Mo. 28, 1793, at
Bradford Meeting, Mary Woodward. of E. Bradford, widow of William Wood-
ward and daughter of William and Mary Pyle, of W. Bradford. She d. 9 Mo. 3,
18317, aged 97.

Betty Caldwell, of Marlborough, widow and executrix of Vincent Caldwell, by
deed of Aug. 10, 1735, conveyed to Joel Baily (2d), for £125, a tract of 125 acres
on the Brandywine, in Bradford Township (now Pocopson); and this Joel Baily,
with Betty his wife, conveyed the same to their son Joel (3d), 2 Mo. 2, 1764. The
latter had doubtless been living upon the land for some years, as he took a certificate
from New Garden, 8 Mo. 23, 1739, to Bradford Monthly Meeting. He had also
bought from the executors of Betty Caldwell, his grandmother. by deed of April §,
1758, 38)% acres adjoining the above. In 1774 he purchased 30, acres from the
executor of Robert Thornton: 26 acres and mill in 17735 from the executor of Joseph
‘Taylor. and 404 acres of the property of Elizabeth Scott. The mill property, which
was in East Bradford and now known as Sager’s Mill. he sold to Benjamin Powel in
1777. for £1000. Joel Baily died intestate and letters of administration were granted
Nov. 29, 1797, to his sons Emmor and Jacob.

He must have been something of a handicraftsman. as in one deed he is styled a
surveyor ; in another a gunsmith. and he is said to have assisted in observing the
transit of Venus * at the Capes " in 1769. At the time of his death he owned 163}2
acres of land, which his heirs sold to John and Thomas Hickman in 1800.

44. Mary Baily, m. 10 Mo. 12, 1757, at Londongrove Meeting. Thomas Har-
lan, son of Thomas and Mary (Carter) Harlan, of Kennet. He was first married,
9 Mo. 19, 1753, at Kennet Meeting. to Mary Baldwin, who was probably the mother
of Jehu Harlan. ‘Thomas died intestate and letters of administration were granted
May 28, 1766. to Mary Harla:, widow. and Joul Baily, She was married again 4
Mo. 21, 1768, at Kennet Meeting. to Samuel Mendenhall, of Concord, b. 9 Mo. 22,
1722; d. about 9 Mo.. 1787: son of Benjamin and [.vdia (Roberts) Mendenhall,
of Concord. He was first married 2 Mo. 24, 1745, at Newtown Meeting, to Esther
WWilliamson. by whom he had children, Benjamin, Edith. Amos. Samuel and Sarah.

45. Phebe Baily, h. 10 Mo. 15, 1738; m. about 1770, Benjamin Mendenhall,
by a justice, for which she was disowned by New (arden. 11 Mo. 3, 1770, and he by
Concord Mo. Mtg., 12 Mo. 5. 1770. He was the son of Samuel and Esther (Wil-
liamson) Mendenhall. above. and died in Concord. 9 Mo. 15, 1801. Phele made an
acknowledgment for her outgoing. 8 Mo. 7. 1773. and received a certificate to Con-
cord. After her hushband's death she took one to (Goshen, 6 Mo. 8. 1803, and thence

to Baltimore, 11 Mo. 8, 1805.

Benjamin Mendenhall had a life estate in some land. which was sold after his death for
£1168:16: 10, and the proceeds divided among the five surviving children. By his will, 8 Mo.
19, 1800, he devised five shillings to each of his children and £10 each to his grandchildren, Beulah
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and Orpha Mendenhall and Phebe Pyle, presumably children of his daughter Esther, who were
debarred from a share of the real estate by the death of their mother.

46. Isaac Baily, b. 10 Mo. 9, 1743; d. in W. Marlborough., 8 Mo. 31, 1826,
m. 5 Mo. 4. 1768, at Birmingham Meeting, Lydia Gilpin Painter, b. E. Bradford
(now Birmingham). 5 Mo. 27, 1746; d. 10 Mo. 4. 1829 ; daughter of Samuel and
Esther (Gilpin) Painter, of that township.

Isaac Baily requested a certificate from New Garden to Concord. 3 Mo. 5. 1768.
in order for marriage. ‘T'his Isaac Baily was usually styled ** Smith ™ to distinguish
him from his cousin Isaac. son of Thomas. a farmer in the same township of West
Marlborough.

However he was assessed with 160 acres of land, and in 1799 with a stone house, 2 stories,
20 by 30 feet, kitchen 16 by 16 feet, frame barn with stone stabling under. 24 by 39 feet, spring-
house 16 by 16 feet, smith shop 16 by 22 feet. His will is dated 1 Mo. 5. 1819, and proved Oct.
3. 1826. After providing for his wife he gives to son Joseph $100: To son George $100: To son
Vincent $1000: To daughters Betsy Mercer, Esther Clemson, Lydia Bennett and Hannah
Dickinson, $1000 each: To son Vincent and daughter f.vdia what is due from the estate of son-
in-law Joseph Bennett: To son James the homestead. 191 acres. subject to wife's privileges and
above legacies; also residue of estate.

47. Joshua Baily, ). West Marlborough, 4 Mo. 20, 1747 ; d. there. 1 Mo. 26,
1826 ; m. 5 Mo. 13, 1778, at Londongrove Meeting. Ann Jackson. b. 6 Mo. 16, 1755;
d. 8 Mo. 15, 1833 daughter of John and Sarah (Miller) Jackson. of East Marl-
borough. Their proceedings thus appear on the minutes of New (Garden:

4 Mo. 4. 1778 Joshua Baily, son of Joel and Betty. deceased. and Ann Jackson,
daughter of John (and Sarah. deceased). declare their intentions of marriage : Stephen
Cook and Francis Lamborn. Ann Swayne and Judith Baily are appointed to inquire
into their clearness. Her father and step-mother being present are consenting.

5 Mo. 2. 1778: Joshua Baily and Ann Jackson appeared the second time and no
obstruction being found they are left at liberty to accomplish their marriage accord-
ing to good order.

Joshua Baily and others were appointed. + Mo. 3, 1790. on a committee to advise
and encourage such of the Black People within the limits of this meeting as have
been set free by Friends. agreeable to the advice of the Yearly Meeting.

By the will of his father Joshua Baily inherited the homestead in West Marl-
borough. ard cortinued to reside thereon.  He was almost continually employed in
the affairs of the meeting.

WiLL oF JosHua Bai.y Mape May 15TH, 1820.

I Joshua Baily of West Marlhorough township in the County of Chester and State
of Pennsylvania being weak in body but of sound mind and memory do make this
my last will and testament as follows to wit Imprimus. I will and direct that all
my just debts be duly paid.

said wifes dower or right of in and to my whole Estate. ITEM. I give and devise
to my two Sons Lewis and Joel Baily as tenants in common to them their heirs and
assigns forever all the East end of my Plantation to he divided from the West of the
Publick Road BEGINNING at a stone in middle of said Road and in the line
Maris Taylors land thence along the middle of said road South twenty-five degrees
West seven perches and South seven degrees West ninety five perches to the South side
line containing about eighty nine acres with the buildings and appurtenances together
with four acres and one hundred perches of Woodland out of the West end bounded
as follows: BEGINNING at a hickory a Corner of Jonathan Pierces land thence
by said land south twenty degrees East twelve perches to a white Oak South thirty-
nine degrees East twelve perches to a post and south eighty five degrees West thirty
five perches to a stone thence by the land willed to my son Reuben north five degrees

I will to my daughter Eddith the sum of one hundred and seventy
pounds and I direct the executors thereof to pay the foregoing four legacies in one
year after my decease and if there be not enough to pay the said legacies it is my will
then that my two sons Lewis and Joel shall make up one half of what it falls short
and my son Reuben to pay the other half but if there be any remainder as overplus I
order that it be equally divided among all my children allowing the children of such
that as then be deceased their parents full share as part of said remainder of my Estate.

48. Isaac Baily, “son of Tho® Baily requests to come under y¢ care or frds
whick with the approbation of Londongrove preparative Meeting is granted,” 10 Mo.
29, 1757. He requests a certificate to Bradford Monthly Meceting, 12 Mo. 31, 1757,
in order for marriage with Mary Jones, daughter of Evan Jones. The certificate was
granted 1 Mo. 28, 1758, and he was married 3 Mo. 9. 1758, at Bradford Meeting to
Mary Jones, daughter of Evan and Sarah (Woodward) Jones, of East Bradford.
She died 5 Mo. 6, 1763, and he married again, 4 Mo. 17, 17635, at l.ondongrove Meet-
ing, Hannah Scarlet, b. 4 Mo. 18, 1739 : d. 11 Mo. 18, 1802 : daughter of Nathaniel
and Hannah (Dutton) Scarlet. of New Garden.

Isaac Baily took the lands of his father at their valuation, consisting of 143 acres in West
Marlborough and 192 acres in Newlin. James Purtle, of New London Township. and wife
Sarah, formerly wife of Thomas Baily. gave him a release of claim April 14. 1767. for £16.
Isaac and Hannah Baily conveved to his brother John the Newlin tract. on which John was then
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living, on the date 1ast mentioned, for £481.58. Some time before his death, which occurred 1 Mo.
16, 1826, Isaac removed to West Caln Township, probably to live with one of his daughters,
Mary Vernon or Deborah Trego, whose husbands were appointed his executors. They sold 100
acres of the Marlborough tract to Lewis Baily, April 7, 1827, and he to Jehu Wickersham, 4 Mo.
4, 1829; who conveyed it, March 27, 1830, to George Hoffman, who with Sidney his wife, April
1, 1833, to Abiah Cope, whose son David now occupies the same.

49. Mary Baily was m. Nov. 20, 1756, at the Swedes’ Church, Wilmington,
to Caleb Hayes, son of Joseph and Jane (Woodward) Hayes, of East Marlborough.

At New Garden Monthly Meeting, 3 Mo. 25, 1758: *“ Caleb Hays, son of Jos. Hays decesd
having run out & marryed one of another Society by a Priest,” &c. offered a paper of acknowl-
edgment which is not to the purpose: William Jackson and James Miller to visit him. § Mo. 27,
1758: “ One of the frds aptd in the case of Caleb Hays being since Remov’d by Death so that the
appointmt is not Comply’d with,” Joshua Pusey and William Swayne are appointed to join with
William Jackson in treating with him. As he declined to make a proper acknowledgment a tes-
timony was signed against him 8 Mo. 26, 1758, and directed to be read at Londongrove Meeting.
He purchased 130 acres of land in Newlin Township and there died in 1786. By his will dated
May 19, 1786, proved Oct. 20, 1786, he provided for his wife Mary, devised the plantation to his
eldest son, [saac, who was to pay small legacies to his other children.

so. John Baily, m. 5 Mo. 8, 1766, at Bradford Meeting, Hannah Pennock, b.
6 Mo. 13, 1745; daughter of William and Alice (Mendenhall) Pennock, of East
Marlborough.

He purchased from his brother Isaac. by deed of April 15, 1767, a farm of 192 acres in
Newlin, part of hix grandfather HBentley’s land on Brandywine. At Bradford Monthly Meeting,
10 Mo. 12, 1704: * Bradford preparative meeting Informs this that John Baily, son of ThoS
Baily Deceased Requests to be taken under the Care of friends of this meeting and he Being
here signifieth the same Therefore this meeting Doth appoint James Trimble, Samuel Coope and
Tho* Pim to inquire into his Conduct and Conversation and also Endeavour to know his motive
for Requesting and make Report of their sense of the case to Next meeting.” He was at length
admitted. 2 Mo. 13, 1765, and a month later received a certificate to Kennet Monthly Meeting in
order for marriage.  Iis wife took one from Kennet to Bradford, dated 11 Mo. 13, 1766. In 1787
he was said to have neglected the attendance of meetings for some years, and his membership
was declared at an end 8 Mo. 13. 1790.

The dates of death of himself and wife not ascertained.

si. Jemima Baily married William Leonard, a shoemaker, and they resided
for some years in East Fallowfield Township but no further information has been
obtained.

52. Ann Baily married James Powell. No further record.

53. Hannah Baily married Jan. 3. 1771, at Swedes’ Church. Wilmington, Isaac
Powell. He and James Powell were perhaps sons of Navid Powell. of East Fallow-
field. one of the earlv members and supporters of the Baptist Church there. who died
in 1768. No further record.
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S4. Thomas Baily is supposed to have died unmarried. Letters of administra-
tion on the estate of Thomas Baily, of West Marlborough were granted Oct. 24,
1818. to Isaac Baily.

s5. Sarah Baily, b. about 1755, d. 12 Mo. 20. 1830; m. Nov. 4, 1778, at the
Swedes’ Church, Wilmington, to William McNeill, b. about 1739 ; d. 4 Mo. 23, 1823,
in West Marlborough ; son of Archibald and Ann (Few) McNeill of that Township.

Children of (8 John and Lydia (Pusey) Baily.

56. John Baily, b. in West Marlborough. 7 Mo. 29. 1729 : m. 11 Mo. 22, 1753,
at Londongrove Meeting, to Lvdia Wickersham: daughter of William and Rachel
(Hayes) Wickersham, of Newlin Township. They received a certificate from New
Garden to Sadsbury Monthly Meeting 12 Mo. 28, 1734, and produced one thence to
New Garden, dated 1 Mo. 20, 1762. for themselves and six children. In 1674 John
Baily Jun® had left the neighborhood and his further history not ascertained.

Children of (8) John and Mury Marsh) Luaily.

57. William Baily, . 8 Mo. 4, 1733: m. 10 Mo. 18. 1739. at New Garden
Meeting. Mary Musgrove. daughter of Aaron and Elizabeth (Walter) Musgrove, of
Kennet. He appears to have been a carpenter as well as a farmer.

He received from his father a farm of 97 acres in West Marlborough, by deed of April 10,
1766, for £50 and natural love and affection. This was part of 207 acres which his father re-
ceived from his grandfather. William Baily’s will is dated 5§ Mo. 13, 1803, and proven Oct. 29,
1805, in which he directs his land to be sold and the money divided between his sons John and

William, they paying to son Aaron $8 per annum during life. To daughter Susanna Taylor £40.
and to her daughter Mary £20.

58. Susanna Baily, b. 8 Mo. 17. 1735: d. in West Fallowfield. 6 Mo. 26. 1767 ;
m. 5 Mo. 21, 1755, at Londongrove Meeting. to Ellis Pusey, . in Londongrove, 6
Mo. 21, 1735; d. 9 Mo. 27, 1808 ; son of Joshua and Mary (Lewis) Pusev. of that
township. He was a miller and farmer, having a grist mill and 180 acres of land in
West Fallowfield. He was married again, 10 Mo. 30, 1777. at Lampeter Meeting
to Abigail Brinton, of Leacock Township, Lancaster County. by whom he had several
children.

59. Ann Baily, b. 10 Mo. 11, 1737 ; m. by license dated Aug. 31. 1761. Richard
Jones, of East Bradford, son of Evan and Sarah (Woodward) Jones of that town-
ship. For her marriage “hy a priest” she made an acknowledgment which was
accepted 9 Mo. 4. 1762. Richard was a member of Bradford Meeting and was dis-
owned for his marriage but his acknowledgment accepted some years later.

His father devised to him a life interest in an undivided moiety of the homestead, contain-
ing about 227 acres, and the other moiety to Richard’s nephew, Thomas Baily, son of (48) Isaac.
Richard purchased this from his nephew. 3 Mo. 22, 1781. and dying 1 Mo. 28, 1808, without issue,
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devised the moiety to his nephew James Jones and Ann his wife, daughter of (64) Hannah Baily.
Richard also owned three farms in Londonderry township, one of which he devised to his sister
Ruth Hayes; another of 340 acres to Elisha Baily, his brotherin-law, and lannah his wife,
niece of Richard Jones, and a third to Mary Carter and sisters. Ann Jones survived her husband
and died 9 Mo, 1815§.

60. Betty Baily, b. 6 Mo. 18, 1741; d. 7 Mo. 20, 1823; m. Y Mo. 18, 1765,
at Londongrove Meeting, John Ferree. b. 7 Mo. 29. 1739; d. 7 Mo. 21, 1834 son of
John and Ruth (Buffington) Ferree, of Strasburg, Lancaster Co., Pa. Betty received
a certificate from New Garden to Sadsbury Monthly Meeting, 12 Mo. 7, 1765.
Their residence was in Strasburg Township.

61. Mary Baily, . 10 Mo. 24, 1746; m. 10 Mo. 11, 1780. at Londongrove
Meeting, William Farquhar, of Pipe Creck, Frederick Co., Md.. b. 10 Mo. 11, 1735;
son of William and Ann (Miller) Farquhar, of that place. He was first married 10
Moo 311739, at Menallen Meeting, York (now Adams) County, Pa., to Rachel
Wright. Mary had a son Moses who received a legacy of $400 by the will of his
aunt Ann Jones. in 1813, but his history has not been traced.

62. Sarah Baily, b. 1 Mo. 28, 1748; d. Y Mo. 8. 1835; m. 6 Mo. 9, 1779, at
Londongrove Meeting, Aaron Clayton. b. 4 Mo. 2. 1754, d. 9 Mo. 5, 1835; son of
Joshua and Martha (Baker) Clayton, of West Bradford. They resided on a farm in
West Bradford. near Marshallton. In 1799 he was taxed with 100 acres of land on
which a new brick house was then being built.

63. Elisha Baily, . 8 Mo. 7. 17531:d. 7 Mo. 29. 1816; m. 3 Mo. 31, 1785, at
Bradford Meeting, Hannah Starr, b. 9 Mo. 9, 1756; d. 1 Mo. 24, 1826; daughter
of James and Hanah (Jones) Starr, of East Bradford. She took a certificate from
Bradford to New Garden Monthly Meeting, dated 7 Mo. 15, 1785. On 12 Mo. 4,
1779, complaint was made by l.ondongrové Meeting of Elisha Baily for indirectly
paving part of a fine for not going out as a soldier. His acknowledgment was
accepted a month later, in which he says:

“] so far erred & Missed my way as at a time when the fine gatherers Came & de-
manded a Remainder part as they alledged of that fine Called the Substitute, to lay my pocket
book with money in down on the table in order that they might get their Demand,” &c. By
the will of his father Elisha Baily inherited the homestead of 107 acres in West Marlborough
From Aaron Baker and wife Sarah he obtained 50 acres, 4 Mo. 7, 1797, which had formerly
belonged to his uncle Thomas Baily; by resurvey 54 acres, 115 perches. Richard Jones having
obtained a patent for 249 acres, 46 perches * and allowance” in Londonderry, called *‘ Humility,”
Jan. 31, 1806, devised the same to Elisha Baily and Hannah his wife. This last they divided
between their three daughters, with their husbands, making 94}4 acres for each. To daughter
Ann Taylor and husband Maris, and to daughter Mary Jefferis and husband Joseph, they executed
deeds dated May 11, 1814, and taking bonds for the purchase money.

The will of Elisha Baily was dated 7 Mo. 24, 1816, and proved Aug. 3, 1816. To his son
Richard he devised the homestead: To son Obed §0 acres bought of Aaron Baker and 10 acres
bought of John Baily: To sons-in-law Maris Taylor and Joseph Jefferis with their wives their
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bonds for $1413.75 in each case, given for the purchase of their land in Londonderry; they
paying $16 per annum from each farm to his widow: To son-in-law Israel Baily and Hannah
his wife the house they live in and remainder of land in Londonderry, they paying $16 per annum
to widow.

Hannsh Baily, widow of Elisha, also made a will 10 Mo. 30, 1824, proved March 18, 1826,
in which she divided her property among her children and grandchildren.

64. Hannah Baily, b. 6 Mo. 16, 1754; d. 8 Mo. 3, 1830; m. 4 Mo. 8, 1778,
at Londongrove Meeting, Caleb Pusey, b. 10 Mo. 21. 1750; d. 4 Mo. 13, 1823; son
of Thomas and Mary (Swayne) Pusey, of East Marlborough. where they continued
to reside, on a farm of 143 acres.

Children of (9) Josiah and Sarah (Mairsh) Baily.

65. Joel Baily, h. in West Marlhorough 12 Mo. 14, 1734-3: d. there 12 Mo
23, 1825; m. 11 Mo. 24, 1757, at Londongrove Meeting. Hannah Wickersham.
daughter of William and Rachel (Hayes) Wickersham, of Newlin Township. Sec-
ond m. Oct. 15, 1772, to Martha McMinn, b. 5 Mo. 3. 1732: d. 7 Mo. 9, 1849;
daughter of Ro:l.ert and Sarah (Harlan) McMinn. of West Marlborough. ‘This last
marriage being “ by a priest” and to one not a member, he was disowned by New
Garden Monthly Meeting 4 Mo. 3, 1773.

He received from his father 40 acres of land by deed and 19 more by will. This he devised
by will dated May 30. 1823, to his wife during life and then to be sold and the proceeds divided
between her children. He appointed his brother Josiah and wife Martha executors, but the first
declined to act and was perhaps in poor health, as his death occurred soon after. Martha Baily
Conveyed the homestead of 59 acres to her son David, 3 Mo. 20. 1828, for $2063.

Joel Baily did not name any of his first wife's children in his will and they were not re-
corded by the meeting, so that they cannot all be positively identified. William \Wickersham,
father of the first wife, devised a share of his estate to her children but does not name them.

66. Josiah Baily, inherited the homestead of his father and the last home of
his grandfather, with 100 acres of land. but does 1ot appear to have married. He
died 2 Mo. 23, 1826, and by his will gave all his estate to his * faithful and trusty
housekeeper, Rachel Marsh,” who was probably a near relative on his mother's side.
She devised the land to Jerman Jones who died in West Marlborough, intestate, and
letters of administration on his estate were granted to Elizabeth Jores. his widow,
and Richard Baily. Elizalieth Jones. the surviving administrator. coaveved the land
to John Barnard in 1850 for $6.017.50.

67. Sarah Baily, was married 1y a priest” to John Pyle, son of Moses and
Mary (Cook) Pyle, sometime of Fast Marlborough. of which complaint was brought
to the monthly meeting 1 Mo. 6. 1770; and both being members they were disowned
3 Mo. 3, 1770. Their descendants, if any, not traced.

68. Lydia Baily, m. 5 Mo. 11, 1774, at Londongrove Meeting, Jesse Harlan,
son of William and Abigail (Hollingsworth) Harlan, of West Marlborough. They
had at least two children, David and Jehu, who have not been traced further.
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69. Henry Baily was complained of by Londongrove Meeting, 12 Mo. 7, 1782,
for mustering with the militia, and at length disowned 7 Mo. 5. 1783. On Aug. 24,
1809. Henry Baily, of Champaign County, O., and Rachel his wife executed a deed
to James Baker. of West Marlborough, for a messuage and 28 acres. 15 perches of
land in that township, then in James Baker's possession. ‘This was conveyed to
Henry by his brother Josiah 12 Mo. 27, 1808, the former being then in Ohio. It
was a residue of land devised to Josiah by his father and called about 30 acres.
Henry Baily's further history unknown.

70. Abraham Taylor, I. in Kennet 11 Mo. 21. 1731: d. there about 1809 ;
m. April 28, 1759. by Erick Unander. the Swedish minister at Wilmington, to
Rebecca Way, b. 7 Mo. 16. 1735; d. 10 Mo. 14, 1816; daughter of John and Ann
(Hannum) Way. of Kennet. now Pennsbury Township. For this way of accom-
plishing their marriage they made acknowledgment to Kennet Monthly Meeting and
were continued in membership. In 1774 complaint was made that he had accepted
the office of Collector of the Provincial tax and had sold the goods of some Friends
who had conscientious scruples against paying the tax. For this he made an acknowl-
edgment. Rebecca was appointed an overseer of Kennet Meeting 3 Mo. 11, 1779,
and on 2 Mo. 15, 1787 was recommended as a minister.

By deed of Feb. 8, 1753, Abraham Taylor became the owner of some land in Kennet, bounded
on two sides by the “ State Road ” and the line of Marlborough Township. On 9 Mo. 14, 1791,
he and wife conveyed a triangular piece of 40 square perches, at the eastern end of this tract,
to Jacob Peirce, Samuel Pennock, Townsend Lamborn, Thomas Peirce (son of Caleb), William
Packer and David Peirce, as trustees on behalf of Kennet Meeting, for school purposes. In
1776 he purchased from Jesse Mendenhall and wife about t14 acres of land in Kennet, south-
ward from his former purchase, and this he with his wife conveyed to their son Jacob 7 Mo. 17,
1790. This tract is in the name of William Cox on the map of 1883. By his will, dated 9 Mo.
30, 1808; proved Feb. 13, 1809, he devised the homestead of about 100 acres to his wife during
life.

71. John Taylor, b. 1 Mo. 25. 1733; m. 7 Mo. 11, 1753, at Concord Meeting,
Hannah Thatcher, of Birmingham; daughter of Jonathan and Mary (Wyeth)
Thatcher. In 1769 he was taxed for 100 acres and a tanyard in Kennet, but seems
to have been in E. Marlborough in 1771 and 1774. No administration on his estate
appears. In 1791 his widow and most of their children took certificates from Ken-
net to New (Garden Monthly Meeting. The time of Hannah's death not discovered.

73. Rebecca Taylor, b. 9 Mo. 9, 1736 ; died young or unmarried.

73. Sarah Taylor, b. 10 Mo. 12, 1739; d. 12 Mo. 19, 1825; m. about 1760
Charles Hall. of New Garden; son (supposed) of Samuel and Anna Elizabeth Hall,
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of Kennet. He died intestate and letters of administration were granted June 16,
1801 to Sarah Hall and Taylor Hall

74. Mary Taylor, 1. 12 Mo. 14, 1742 living and unmarried 1814.

75. Caleb Taylor, b. 10 Mo. 21, 1744: d. in Kennet 10 Mo. 29, 1818; m. 7
Mo. 30, 1768, in East Bradford, to Margaret McDugan, who survived him and died
in or before 1830. He inherited the homestead.

76. Jehu Taylor, L. 3 Mo. 23. 1747 ; died young.
77. Israel Taylor, L. 6 Mo. 7. 1749 ; died voung.

78. Jane Taylor, b. 8 Mo. 23. 1751 :d. 8 Mo. 23. 1825: m. Dec. 23. 1773. at
Swedes' Church. Wilmington, John Churchman. b. 10 Mo. 21. 1747 : son of William
and Abigail (Brown) Churchman, of East Nottingham.

Children of (11) Robert and Martha (Richardson, Stuart,

79. John Stuart, m. 6 Mo. 10, 1756, at Wilmington Meeting, to Hannah Lea,
b. about 1730; d. in Wilmington 9 Mo. 20. 1779; daughter of Isaac and Sarah
(Faucit) Lea, of that place. He received a certificate from Exeter Monthly Meeting
to Wilmington just before marriage, at which time his parents were said to be of
Robeson T'ownship, Berks, Co. John and wife appear to have removed to Philadel-
phia about 1765, and returned to Wilmington in 1768, where he died 6 Mo., 1772.

79a. Jehu Stuart, b. in Chester County 8 Mo. 22, 1740; d. in Guilford Co.,
N. C,, 1827; m. Ist Stanley, who was the mother of Jehu, Robert, John,
Elizabeth, Polly. Sarah and Catharine. Second wife, Sarah Guyer. had issue, Amos,
b. 1809, Miriam and Rachel.

Amos married Matilda Hadley and settled at Chester, Ind. He had issue:
Harper F., Martetia Jane. Jehu Harlan, Sarah Ann, Mary E., Jonathan Hadley,
David White, John Sidney, Robert Addison. Eliza L.. Delphina M., Elbridge Amos,
Francis Bacon. Of these Jehu Harlan Stuart, b. Guilford Co., N. C.. 6 Mo. 20,
1836, was graduated at Haverford College 1861, and is a practicing physician in
Minneapolis, Minn.

79b. Catharine Stuart, m. John Ballinger and they lived on the battlefield of
Guilford Court House. She assisted a prisoner to escape whom the British had con-
demned to be shot.

79¢. Alexander Stuart produced a certificate to Cane Creek Mo. Mtg. 3 Mo.
3, 1758, which is all that is known of him.

There is some evidence to show that Robert and Martha Stuart had sons Robert
and Amos.
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Children of (14) John and Sarah (Wickersham) Harlan.

80. Jesse Harlan, b. in Newlin Township, received a certificate from Bradford
to Kennet Monthly Meeting as an apprentice 6 Mo. 21, 1759. There he was com-
plained of 3 Mo. 15, 1765, for marriage by a priest to one not a member, and dis-
owned 5 Mo. 16, 1765. No further record.

81. Phinehas Harlan was also included in the certificate with his brother
Jesse, and received one back to Bradford 2 Mo. 14, 1765; m. 9 Mo. 24, 1766, at
Birmingham Meeting, to Elizabeth Jones, daughter of John and Sarah (Taylor)
Jones, of East Bradford. Her father and brothers built what is now known as Sager's
Mill. Phinehas received a certificate from Bradford to Wilmington, 2 Mo. 17, 1769.
His wife had taken one from Concord. 2 Mo. 11, 1768. to Kennet, and received one
thence to Philadelphia. 12 Mo. 14. 1769, with children, Sarah and Credilla. He
died in St. Georges Hundred, Del., and letters of administration were granted to his
widow, Elizabeth, July 10, 1795. No further record.

82. Thomas Harlan, said to have married Elizabeth Carmack. No further
record.

83. Stephen Harlan, d. in Philadelphia 3 Mo. 26, 1770, unmarried.

84. Abigail Harlan removed to Philadelphia with her mother in 1768 ; m. 10
Mo. 217, 1772, William Moran. No further record.

Chilaren of (15) Rebecca Harlan and Stephen White.

8s. Stephen White, of West Marlborough, died intestate and letters of ad-
ministration were granted to his brother, George White, May 3, 1793. On June 18,
1793 George White was appointed guardian for Ann, Cyrus and Phebe White, chil-
dren of Stephen, under fourteen years of age. No further record.

86. George White, d. 12 Mo. 11, 1832; m. Hannah Harlan, his first cousin,
b. 7 Mo. 27, 1751 ; d. 9 Mo. 26, 1841 : daughter of (20) George and Susanna Harlan,
of West Marlborough. Complaint was made of them by Londongrove Meeting, 11
Mo. 5. 1774, for their marriage by a magistrate and being first cousins, and they
were disowned 1 Mo. 7, 1775. They requested, 7 Mo. 4, 1789, to be received again
and the question was referred to the Quarterly Meeting, 11 Mo. 7, 1789. Their
acknowledgment was accepted 6 Mo. 5, 1790, and their six children were admitted
10 Mo. 9, 1790, on the parents’ request. Residence mostly in New Garden Township.

87. Margaret White, m. June 4, 1770, at Swedes’ Church, Wilmington, to
William Wiley, b. 12 Mo. 12, 1745; son of William and Susanna (Prew) Wiley, of
Kennet. No further record.

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Children of (17) Hannah Harlan and Joseph Martin.

88. Rebecca Martin, b. in West Bradford ; d. 12 Mo. 20, 1831 ; m. about 1760,
Joseph Woodward, b. 11 Mo. 4, 1737; d. 5 Mo. 31, 1812; son of James and Ann
(Pyle) Woodward, of West Bradford. He was a farmer and owned 104 acres in
West Bradford close by Marshallton. He was disowned Ly Bradford Monthly
Meeting 5 Mo. 15, 1761 for marriage by a priest, and his wife 10 Mo. 16, 1761, for
the same offence.

89. Caleb Martin, m. 5 Mo. 2, 1765, at Bradford Meceting, to Hannah Peirce,
daughter of George and Lydia (Ro'cris) Peirce. of Newlin Township. ‘T'hey took
a certificate from Bradford. dated 6 Mo. 18, 1784, to Chester Monthly Meeting and
located on a farm of 100 acres in Upper Providence. She d. 1 Mo.. 1806, and he
8 Mo. 1824.

90. Mary Martin married about 1768 Daniel Leonard. b. 1 Mo. 12, 1742;
d. in summer of 1815 : son of Daniel and Ruth (Harlan) Leonard. of Kennet. She
was disowned by Bradford Mo. Mtg.. 9 Mo. 16. 1768, for marriage by a priest, and
he by Kennet, 2 Mo. 16, 1769. He was a carpenter and owned 75 acres of land in
West Bradford. Mary survived her husband.

91. Lydia Martin, b. 2 Mo. 3, 1745; d. 11 Mo. 13, 1840, at her son John's
in East Caln; m. about 1772, John Woodward, b. 4 Mo. 30, 1749 ; d. in West Brad-
ford 6 Mo. 29, 1808 ; son of William and Eliza (Marshall) Woodward of that town-
ship. They resided at the homestead of his father, where he owned 253 acres of land.
He was killed by falling from a load of hay. Their marriage being * out of meet-
ing " they were disowned 1 Mo. 15, 1773.

92. Hannah Martin, b. 7 Mo. 19, 1753; d. 3 Mo. 18, 1840; m. July 30, 1771,
at Swedes’ Church, Wilmington, Benjamin Miller, of East Caln, b. 12 Mo. 19, 1752;
d. 2 Mo. 15. 1840, in West Chester ; son of Robert and Ruth (Haines) Miller, of E.
Caln. They were disowned by Bradford Mo. Mtg. 5 Mo. 15, 1772, on account of
their marriage. In 1811 Benjamin Miller bought the Washington Hotel in West
Chester but sold it not long after to John Jefferis. He and wife were buried at
Bradford Meeting.

93. Joseph Martin, b. 11 Mo. 19, 1758 ; d. in West Bradford 1 Mo. 1, 1815;
m. Hannah Baily, b. 2 Mo. 25, 1763: d. 2 Mo. 8, 1834 ; daughter of (43) Joel and
Eliabeth (Marshall) Baily, of West Bradford. They were disowned by Bradford
Mo. Mtg., 6 Mo. 14, 1782, for marrying out of meeting. He was by trade a shoe-
maker. His father devised to him and his wife a farm of 78 acres during life, after
-which it was to go to their son Joel.

94. Dinah Harlan, b. in East Marlborough 7 Mo. 16, 1747 ; d. 3 Mo. 20, 1824;
m. 3 Mo. 26, 1768, at Bradford Meeting, Joseph Richardson, b. in Lancaster County,
10 Mo. 3, 1743 d. in Little Britain, same county, 1 Mo. 10, 1814; son of Lawrence
and Mary (Jones) Richardson, of Strasburg Township, Lancaster County. She took
a certificate from Bradford to Sadsbury Monthly Meeting, whence they obtained
one, 5 Mo. 20, 1772, to New (arden. and settled on 90 acres of land in Londongrove.
Joseph was appointed an overseer of Londongrove Meeting 7 Mo. 4, 1778 ; served on
the committee in suffering cases arising from the Revolutionary War; was appointed
a trustee of the meeting property 6 Mo. 1, 1782, and was frequently a companion for
traveling ministers. On 7 Mo. 4. 1789 Dinah was appointed an elder for the recently
established meeting at West Grove. ‘They received a certificate from New Garden,
4 Mo. 1. 1797, to Nottingham. and settled in Little Britain.

95. Ruth Harlan, b. in E. Marlborough 1t Mo. 31, 1750; d. 1837; m. 5 Mo.
18, 1775, at Bradford Meeting, to Job Pyle, b. 7 Mo. 28, 1751; d. 3 Mo. 28, 1830;
son of Isaac and Elizabeth (Darlington) Pyle, of West Marlborough. They resided
for a time in Londongrove: afterward in Londonderry.

96. Mary Harlan, b. 3 Mo. 5, 1753, in Londonderry; d. in Londongrove, 11
Mo. 18. 1829 : m. 11 Mo. 2. 1775, at Bradford Meeting, to John Jackson, b. 11 Mo.
17. 1748: d. 12 Mo. 20, 1821 ; son of William and Katharine (Miller) Jackson, of
Londongrove. ‘They resided at the Jackson homestead and were members of West
Grove particular Meeting., of which Mary was appointed an elder 7 Mo. 6, 1793.
John Jackson was also a very serviceable member and performed considerable clerical
work for the meeting. He was also a close student of nature and highly appreciated
the beautiful in whatever department of the useful sciences his enquiries were directed.
Among his favorite scientific pursuits botany claimed a large share of his attention;
and the late Dr. Darlington. in his * Memorials of Bartram and Marshall,” 1849,
refers to him thus: * John Jackson, of Londongrove Township, was one of the very
few contemporaries of Humphrey Marshall who sympathized cordially with his pur-
suits. He commenced a garden soon after that at Marshallton was established, and
made a valuable collection of rare and ornamental plants, which is still preserved
in good condition by his son William Jackson. John Jackson was a very successful
cultivator of curious plants, a respectable botanist, and one of the most gentle and
amiable of men.” His home was known as * Harmony Grove.”

97. Caleb Harlan, b. 5 Mo. 9, 1755, in Londonderry; d. in Newlin 5 Mo. 6,
1834; m. 11 Mo. 8, 1781, at New Garden Meeting, Hannah Edwards, d. 10 Mo. 21,
1826 ; daughter of William and Martha Edwards of Lower Milford, Bucks County,
Pa. He inherited one-half of the homestead in Newlin and in 1799 was taxed with
142 acres.

98. Joshua Harlan, b. 7 Mo. 7, 1757, in Londonderry; d. 11 Mo. 29, 1839;
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buried at Bradford Meeting; received a certificate from Bradford, 1 Mo. 18, 1782,
to Evesham, N. J.; m. 12 Mo. 20, 1782, at Woodbury Meeting, N. J., to Sarah
Hinchman, daughter of James and Sarah Hinchman. His wife and eight children
received a certificate from Northern District Mo. Mtg., Philadelphia, to Bradford,
6 Mo. 26, 1798, and from the latter, 4 Mo. 17, 1800, to Philadelphia again, with
an additional child.

99. Joel Harlan, b. in Newlin 8 Mo. 16. 1764 ; d. there 4 Mo. 29, 1842: m.
§ Mo. 3, 1798, at Willistown Meeting to Lydia Smedley, b. 4 Mo. 24, 1768; d. 8
Mo. 20, 1846; daughter of Thomas and Lydia (James) Smedley, of Willistown.
He inherited one-half of his father's lands in Newlin and in 1799 appears to have had
130 acres, with perhaps the original dwelling of his grandfather.

Children of (19) Michael and Susanna (Carleton) Harlan.

100. Hannah Harlan, b. in West Marlborough, 1768; d. 1 Mo. 8. 1839; m, 2
Mo. 10, 1790, at Londongrove Meeting to Aaron Baker, of W. Marlborough, b. 8
Mo. 14, 1767 ; d. 8 Mo. 12, 1853 son of Aaron and Sarah (Hayes) Baker, of that
township. In 1799 he was assessed with 100 acres of land.

101. Sarah Harlan, d. 12 Mo. 21, 1840 (?); m. 4 Mo. 10, 1807, at London-
derry Meeting to Obadiah Bonsall, of West Marlhorough ; d. there 6 Mo. 26, 1837;
son of Obadiah and Rebecca Bonsall, of Birmingham. ‘I'hey had a daughter Susanna
who died unmarried.

102. Mary Harlan, b. 6 Mo. 25, 1772; d. 11 Mo. 25, 1815; m. 12 Mo. 11,
1793, at Londongrove Meeting, Aaron Skelton, of West Marlborough. b. 10 Mo. 8,
1767; d. 2 Mo. 5, 1844 ; son of Alexander and Rachel (Maris) Skelton; both buried
at Londongrove Meeting. He was a farmer and in 1799 was farming the land of his
father-in-law, Michael Harlan.

103. Susanna Harlan, d. about 1810; huried at Fallowfield Meeting; m. 4
Mo. 8, 1800, at Londongrove Meeting Thomas S. Walton, of New Garden, d. 3 Mo.
7, 1851, aged 78 yrs, 4 mos. ; son of Joshua and Elizabeth Walton, cf that township.
He was married again, 2 Mo. 13, 1812, at Fallowfield Meeting, to Ann Buffington,
daughter of Isaac and Ann Buffington, of East Fallowfield. She d. 4 Mo. 22, 1876,
aged 93. Both buried at Pennsgrove Meeting.

Children of (20) George Harlan and Susanna Harlan.
104. Hannah Harlan, b. 7 Mo. 27, 1751 ; m. George White. See No. 86.

108. Silas Harlan, b. 5 Mo. 26, 1754; d. 8 Mo. 1, 1837; m. Hannah Buller,
daughter of John and Hannah (Harlan) Buller, of Newlin. For his marriage by a
priest to his first cousin, not a member, he was disowned by New Garden Monthly
Meeting 5 Mo. 6, 1780. In 1799 he had 60 acres of land in West Marlborough and
a log house thereon.
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106. Ezekiel Harlan, b. 9 Mo. 12, 1756; died unmarried.

107. Mary Harlan, b. 1 Mo. 17, 1759; m. 6 Mo. 8, 1796, at Londongrove
Meeting, to Jacob Taylor, b. 4 Mo. 12, 1759; d. 3 Mo. 17, 1826 ; buried at Fallow-
field Meeting ; son of Jesse and Ann (Way) Taylor. He was first married to Eliza-
beth Jones, of Cheltenham, who d. 11 Mo. 21, 1794, leaving children, Ann, Mary,
Joseph, Isaac, Jacob and Elizabeth. He was living in Sadsbury at the time of his
second marriage.

108. George Harlan, b. 3 Mo. 28, 1761 ; died unmarried.

109. Eli Harlan, b. 3 Mo. 10, 1763; d. 5 Mo. 4, 1808; m. 11 Mo. 25, 1790,
at West Caln Meeting, to Elizabeth Vernon, b. about 1768 ; d. 10 Mo. 29, 1845;
daughter of Edward and Mary (McNabb) Vernon, of West Caln Township.

110. Oborn Harlan, b. 4 Mo. 11, 1765 ; died unmarried.

Children of (21) Elizabeth Cloud and Thomas Underwood,

111. Lydia Underwood, m. Nov. 6, 1770, at Swedes’ Church, Wilmington,
to Richard Troutten, of East Marlborough. In 1774 he was taxed with 60 acres of
land in Londonderry Township. No further record.

112. Ann Underwood, probably married Aug., 1759, to Andrew Reece. The
record of the Swedes’ Church. Wilmington, gives the marriage of Andrew Rees and
Anne Alderwood on this date. Ann Reece, formerly Underwood, was disowned by
New Garden Mo. Mtg.. 3 Mo. 1, 1760, for marriage by a priest. Andrew Reece, a
chairmaker, was living in Upper Chichester a few years later. No further record
except that Ann Cloud. in her will, 1774, mentions her granddaughter Ann Reece.

113. Jeremiah Underwood, m. Aug. 2, 1773, at Swedes' Church. Wilmington,
Elizabeth Hutton, b. about 1732. He was disowned by New Garden Mo. Mtg. 7 Mo.
5. 1766 for some bLreach of discipline. and she 3 Mo. 5. 1774, on account of her mar-
riage. He was a shoemaker. and in 1799 was taxed with 47 acres of ‘land in Lon-
dongrove. In 1808 he purchased a farm of 100 acres in this township from John
and Phebe Broomhall, for $2.200. By his will, dated Sept. 18, 1836, proved March
17. 1838, he gave this to his son Henry. with $4,000; and the homestead to a grand-
son, Jeremiah Underwood. He had doubtless advanced some of his children but to
h’s unmarried daughters Ruth and Sarah he gave $6,000 each.

Children of (22) Joel and Esther (Stubbs) ¢ lound.

114. David Cloud, b. about 1742, received a certificate from Bradford, 9 Mo.
15, 1757, addressed to Cane Creek Monthly Meeting. N. C., apparently in company
with Fohn Stubbs, probably an uncle. No further record.
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115. Daniel Cloud accompanied his mother to North Carolina in 1757 ; brought
a certificate from Cane Creek to Kennet 6 Mo. 13, 1765. and received an endorse-
ment thereon to return 7 Mo. 17, 1766. No further record.

116. Joel Cloud accompanied his mother to North Carolina in 1757, but re-
tarned in 1767, bringing a certificate from Cane Creek to Kennet. dated 3 Mo. 7th.
He received one to Wrightsborough, Ga., 1 Mo. 12, 1775; returned to Chester
County on business affairs in 1777, and on 4 Mo. 23, 1778 was married at Bradford
Meeting to Hannah Pyle, daughter of William and Mary (Booth) Pyle, of West
Bradford. They received a certificate to Wrightshorough on the day of their mar-
riage.

Children of (23) William and Mary ( Peirce) Cloud.

117. Ann Cloud, b. in East Marlborough 3 Mo. 29, 1741 : m. Oct. 9. 1761. at
Swedes’ Church, Wilmington, to George Martin. They had at least a son William,
who received a legacy from his grandfather, William Cloud.

118. Jesse Cloud, b. 9 Mo. 13. 1742 ; d. in Kennet, 1821 ; m. 3 Mo. 30, 1769,
at Kennet Meeting, to Mary Allen, l. 11 Mo. 26. 1750 ; daughter of James and Mary
(Brown) Allen, of East Marlborough. In 1799 he was taxed with 180 acres of land
in Kennet, a stone house and log barn. He was a member of Hockessin Meeting,
Del., which complained of him 1 Mo. 17. 1799, for marriage by a magistrate to one
not a member, and he was disowned by Kennet Mo. Mtg. 2 Mo. 14. 1799.

119. Benjamin Cloud, b. 12 Mo. 22, 1746; probably died vounyg or unmar-
ried.

120. Mary Cloud, b. 10 Mo. 17, 1747; m. about 1767 Silax Harry. son of
William and Esther Harry, of East Marlborough. [n 1768 he purchased from his
brother William 8215 acres of the homestead. a part of which he sold to James
Nethery in 1780, and he appears to have left the township before 1786. Mary died
leaving three children. after which he married a second wife and had by her a son
James, if not more.

131. Rachel Cloud, b. 9 Mo. 25, 1749; disowned by Kennet Mo. Mtg. 10 Mo.
17, 1771, for marriage out of meeting. by a magistrate, to Joseph Miller, son of John
and Betty (Hill) Miller, of New Garden. He was disowned by New Garden 7 Mo.
6, 1771, for the same offence. Her father devised to her the use of 75 acres in New
Garden during her life, after which it was to go to her children.

122. Joshua Cloud, b. 3 Mo. 22, 1752; d. 2 Mo. 14, 1815; m. 4 Mo. 20. 1774.
at Londongrove Meeting. Ruth Jackson. b. 8 Mo. 12, 1755; d. 10 Mo. 12, 1820;
daughter of Jonathan and Mary Jackson, of East Marlborough. His father devised
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to him the homestead and 200 acres of land in E. Marlborough during life, and then
to his son William. On June 13, 1802 Joshua Cloud assigned his life interest therein
to his son William for £50.

123. Ruth Cloud, b. 12 Mo. 31, 1758, is not mentioned in her father’s will,
1789, and probably died unmarried.

124. Orpah Cloud, b. 9 Mo. 4, 1760; m. July 22, 1779, at Swedes' Church,
Wilmington, to William Smith, d. July, 1828; son of James and Mary (Hunt)
Smith, of Newlin Township. She was disowned 11 Mo. 18, 1779. for marriage by
a priest to one not a member, and after being precautioned. William Smith owned a
farm of 200 acres in Newlin.

Children of (24) Jeremiah and Lydia (Harlan) Cloud.

125. Hannah Cloud, b. in E. Marlborough ; m. John Broomhall, perhaps about
1776. and probably his second wife. He was admitted into membership at Kennet
Meeting 11 Mo. 15, 1781, and resided for a time in Pennsbury: afterward in E.
Marlborough, Newlin and Londonderry.

Jeremiah Cloud and wife Ann, by deed of 4 Mo. 10, 1795, conveyed to John Broomer, of
Pennsbury, for £350. 112 acres and messuage in E. Marlborough, which John and wife Hannah
conveyed Nov. 4, 1801, to William and Jeremiah Baily for £775. James Kelton, sheriff, conveyed
to John Broomhall, Dec. 15, 1801, 140 acres of land in Londongrove, which he and wife con-
veyed to their son John 1 Mo. 31, 1806. They were living in Londonderry in 1817.

126. Betty Cloud, m. William Loller, of East Marlborough, probably born in
(now) Montgomery County and a brother to Robert Loller of that place, who took
an active part in the Revolution and founded by devise the Loller Academy. 4t Hat-
boro. William Loller is also supposed to have served in the war. His sister Grace
became the wife of William Townsend, of East Bradford in 1786. In 1814 Jeremiah
Cloud gave to his son-in-law William l.oller 12 acres of land in E. Marlborough.
Betty died 12 Mo. 23. 1815.

127. Joel Cloud (who may not have heen the son of Lydia Harlan) was living
in Cumberland Township. Greene County, Pa.. at the time of his father's death, in
1817.

He appears to have owned several tracts of land there; some of which he sold to different
persons, and in 1845 entered into an article of agreement with William McCloud to convey to
him 125 acres in said township, the said William agreeing to maintain, support and provide for,
keep in necessary food, clothing and medicine and other necessaries the said Joel Cloud and
Susanna his wife and in two years after the death of the survivor of them to pay unto each of
his three daughters Mary. Ann and Maria $100 each.
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Children of (26) Mordecai and Ann (Harlan) Cloud.

128. Jeremiah Cloud, of Concord Meeting, was disowned 9 Mo. 6, 1775 for
absconding from his father and taking one of his horses. Possibly he was determined
to join some military organization and could not then obtain his father's consent. A
Jeremiah Cloud was appointed a 2d lieutenant of militia by the county committee at
Downingtown. July 1, 1776 (2d Archives, xiv, 138) but whether this person or his
uncle is uncertain. He is not mentioned in his father's will. 1800.

129. Friscilla Cloud, m. Jan. 9. 1775, at Swedes’ Church, Wilmington., Aaron
Grubb, d. Feb. 25, 1785; son of William and Lydia (Hewes) Grubb, of Brandy-
wine Hundred, Del. He was a member of Chichester Meeting and was disowned
4 Mo. 5, 1775. for marriage by a priest ; and she as of Concord Meeting was disowned
7 Mo. 5, 1775. She d. 3 Mo. 11, 1785. Joseph Cloud, of Concord. in his will, Aug.
11, 1770, gives £10 to Priscilla, daughter of Mordecai Cloud. and appointed his
cousin Mordecai Cloud one of his executors.

130. Harlan Cloud, m. Dec. 25, 1783, at Swedes’ Church, Wilmington, Deborah
Canby; m. 2d Ann Barclay. It is said he died 12 Mo. 7. 1814, at the Pennsylvania
Hospital and was buried from the home of his sister Ann Peters. Philadelphia.

131. Benjamin Cloud, b. about 1765: d. 11 Mo. 16, 1825: m. 3 Mo. 2, 1794,
Lydia Walter, b. 12 Mo. 30, 1774: d. 12 Mo. 17. 1842; bhoth buried at Concord
Meeting ; daughter of Nathaniel and Mary (Mancil) \Walter. of Concord. They
“ married out " and were disowned by the Mo. Mtg. His father devised to Benjamin
100 acres of the homestead, in Chichester, which had heen owned by the family for
one hundred years, and Benjamin sold it to Joseph Booth Oct. 21, 1812.

132. William Cloud took a certificate from Concord to Wilmington, dated 6
Mo. 4, 1794; m. 3 Mo. 5, 1795, at Middletown Meeting, to Susanna Pennell, b. 9
Mo. 5. 1773 ; daughter of Joseph and Sarah (Meredith) Pennell, of Aston. She
took a certificate from Chester to Wilmington hut her hushand died 9 Mo. 15. 1795,
and she returned the same vear by certificate dated 12 Mo. 16, 1795.

133. Ann Cloud, m. 3 Mo. 8. 1798, at Chithester Meeting. Evan Peters; son of
William and Sarah Peters. of Aston Township. She inherited some land from her
father in Upper Chichester and lived there for some time but they took a certificate
from Concord to Philadelphia Mo. Mtg.. dated 10 Mo. 4, 1809.

Children of (28) Willinm and Betty (Cloud) Baily.

134. Eli Baily, b. in East Marlborough 4 Mo. 6. 1749 ; m. Aug. 17, 1776, at
Swedes’ Church, Wilmington, Ruth Taylor, daughter of Joseph and Hannah (John-
son) Taylor, the latter being now step-mother to Eli Baily. They were disowned by
New Garden Mo. Mtg. for their marriage. Afterward they removed westward and
died perhaps in Fayette or Greene Co.. Pa.
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Eli took the lands of his father at the appraised valuation and the other heirs released their
claims to him Nov. 22, 1785, there being two mansion houses and two tracts of 275 acres and 177
acres in East Marlborough. Eli and wife, for £1080 conveyed a messuage and 198 acres next
to the line of Newlin Township to his brother Levi, Nov. 23, 1785: also on same date to his
brother Job a messuage and 120 acres for £645. On April 20, 1791, Eli Baily, of E. Marlbor-
ough, yeoman, and wife Ruth, convey to Ezekiel Webb, of Kennet, Innholder, messuage and 186
acres, including 157 acres purchased by William Baily from Robert Pyle and wife Deborah,
Nov. 23, 1757, and another adjoining tract from Benjamin and Olive Leonard, Sept. 11, 1764
A saw mill was on the property. Eli and family removed to the “ Redstone Settlement” about
this time.

138. Levi Baily, b. 6 Mo. 20, 1750; d. 3 Mo.. 1809; m. about 1774 Sarah
Knight. daughter of William Knight, of Nottingham. She was disowned by Not-
tingham Mo, Mtg. 8 Mo. 27, 1774, and he by New Garden 4 Mo. 1, 1775, for their
marriage by a Presbyterian minister. ‘They continued to reside in East Marlborough
on a part of his father’s lands. By his will Levi devised the homestead and most of
the land to his son William. Administration of the estate of Sarah Baily was granted
Dec. 5, 1832.

136. Dinah Baily, b. 4 Mo. 15, 1752; d. 9 Mo. 19, 1833 ; m. about 1769, John
‘Taylor, b. Thornbury Township 7 Mo. 2, 1743; d. Pennsbury 1 Mo. 24, 1812; son
of Philip and Mary (Gilpin) Taylor. They were complained of by Londongrove
Meeting 1 Mo. 5, 1771, for marriage by a justice, and were disowned 5 Mo. 4, 1771.
A few years later they settled in Pennsbury ‘Township. Dinah made an acknowledg-
ment and was reinstated in membership 11 Mo. 4, 1780, and received a certificate
from New Garden to Kennet two months later. John's acknowledgment was accepted
9 Mo. 2, 1797, and he obtained a certificate to Kennet a month later. Six of their
younger children were admitted into membership at Kennet, by the mother’s request,
in 1797, and most if not all the older ones subsequently on their own application.

137. Betty Baily, b. 12 Mo. 5, 1753 ; d. in Pennsbury, unmarried, and admtnis-
tration on her estate was granted to her brother Levi Oct. 5, 1795.

138. William Baily, b. 5 Mo. 10, 1755; d. in East Caln 11 Mo. 24, 1827; m.
about 1778 Jane Wilson, b. 9 Mo. 18, 1759 ; d. 9 Mo. 29, 1816 ; daughter of Charles
and Hannah (Buller) Wilson, of East Marlborough. He was disowned 11 Mo. 18,
1778 for marriage by * a hireling teacher.” By deed of 12 Mo. 17, 1784 William
Baily purchased 123 acres, 49 per. of land in East Caln, now Caln, and on the farm
atlas of 1883 is in the name of Ephraim Seltzer. Descendants of Jane Wilson have a
sampler worked by her before marriage on her own make of linen and with hand-
made silk thread.

139. Job Baily, b. 6 Mo. 22, 1757, went to Nottingham as an apprentice in
1777, but Friends there sent his certificate back with information that before it came
to hand he had removed into Virginia. In 1784 he had come back and was com-
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plained of for irregular conduct, for which and attending a military review where
he answered to his name, he was disowned 6 Mo. 4, 1785.

The will of Job Baily, of East Marlborough, is dated Dec. 24, 1787; proved Sept. 6, 1791.
To his brother Jesse he gave his plantation, then occupied by Isasc Calvert, subject to payment
of £50 to hs brother Reuben. Jesse was appointed executor but being absent letters were granted
to William Baily. Isaac Calvert was assessed with 115 acres in 1787.

Children of (28) Willtum and Hannah (Johnson) Buily.

140. Lydia Baily was disowned 10 Mo. 2, 1784 for marriage by a priest to
John Tomlinson, not a member. He was assessed in New Garden. 1786. with 200
acres of land. and he appears to have Lieen a tavernkeeper there from 1788 to 1798.
No further record.

141. Jesse Baily was complained of by Londongrove Meeting 8 Mo. 6, 1791,
for marriage by a priest to one not a member, and was also said to be living at a great
distance. He was disowned 10 Mo. 8, 1791. No further record.

143. Silas Baily was complained of 12 Mo. 3, 1791, for marriage by a priest
to one not a member, and was disowned two months later. He was married April 21,
1791, at the Swedes’ Church, Wilmington, to Margaret Harlan, daughter of Henry
and Phebe (Starr) Harlan. They resided in Frederick Co.. Md., in 1800, but
afterward removed to Fayette County. Pa.. and resided at Uniontown.

143. Hannah Baily, b. 12 Mo. 3. 1769 in East Marlborough: d. 2 Mo. 16,
1861 in Kennet Township: m. 3 Mo. 13, 1798. at New Garden Meeting, George
Gregg. son of Benjamin and Sarah (Chambers) Gregg. of Kennet. They resided
at the Gregy homestead in Kennet. and his death occurred while on his way home,
on horseback. from West Chester. in 1833. ‘T'he marriage of George and Hannah
was reported orderly ‘‘except the reading of the Marriage Certificate, which was
done by one not in membership.”

144. Reuben Baily received a certificate from Londongrove Mo. Mtg. 5 Mo.
15, 1793, to Indian Spring, Md.. he * having removed to settle near Patowmack " ;
and from thence obtained another. 1 Mo. 4, 1797, to Redstone. Fayette Co., Pa.
No further record.

145. Ellis Baily, b. East Marlborough 3 Mo. 21, 1774; d. Uniontown, Pa., 11
Mo. 10, 1853; m. 1 Mo. 13. 1798, at Carmichaelstown, Green Co., Pa., to Ruth
Gregg. b. 6 Mo. 4. 1778 in Loudoun Co., Va.: d. Uniontown 1 Mo. 20, 1862;
daughter of Richard and Ann (Gregg) Gregg.
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Children of (29) Ann Batly and Joshua Peirce.

146. Rachel Peirce, b. East Marlborough 7 Mo. 7, 1749 ; d. 7 Mo. 29, 1838;
m. 4 Mo. 28, 1768, at Kennet Meeting, to Samuel Marshall, of West Bradford, b. 2
Mo. 1, 1745; d. 7 Mo. 16, 1817 ; son of Abraham and Rachel (Carter) Marshall, of
West Bradford, now.Pocopson Township. He inherited the homestead of his father
and in 1799 was assessed with 130 acres, a good stone house, good barn, cellared, 1
horse and 6 cattle.

147. Joshua Peirce, b. 5 Mo. 25, 1731; d. 10 Mo. 8, 1841; m. 11 Mo. 9,
1775, at Birmingham Meeting, Sarah Taylor, b. Pennsbury, 7 Mo. 19, 1736; d. 3 Mo.
19, 1837 . daughter of Isaac and Hannah (Arnold) Taylor, of Pennsbury, now
Pocopson. In 1799 he was assessed in Pennsbury with 150 acres of land.

148. Daniel Peirce, h. 11 Mo. 1. 1754: d. in East Marlborough 7 Mo. 27,
1826 ; m. about 1795. by a magistrate, Isabella Harry. d. 1833, daughter of Amos
and Hannah (Baily) Harry, of Pennsbury. He inherited the homestead with 177
acres, in E. Marlborough, and devised the northern part thereof, including some land
purchased of William Loller, in all about 100 acres, to his son Daniel, subject to
his mother's maintenance. Daniel and Isabella were disowned on account of their
marriage. He owned the farm now of Abram Wright, in Pocopson.

149. Isaac Feirce, . 4 Mo. 4. 1756; m. Elizabeth Cloud; was disowned by
Kennet Meeting 3 Mo, 16, 1780. for marriage by a Baptist Teacher to one not a
member.  She was the daughter of Abner and Amy (Pyle) Cloud and granddaughter
of Mordecai and Abigail (Johnson) Cloud. of Fast Marlborough. now Pocopson.
Thev went to Washington. D. C.

1530. Olive Peirce, h. 1 Mo. 12. 1738 : not mentioned in her father's will and
-robably died young or unmarried.

151. Ann | eirce, L. 12 Mo. 27, 1766 d. 4 Mo. 7. 1848; m. 12 Mo. 28, 1791,
at Kennet Meeting. Emmor Williamson, b. 3 Mo. 20. 1762 ; d. 10 Mo. 1, 1830; son
of Thomas and Abigail (Jefferis) Williamson. of Aston Township. He inherited
the homestead of his father. containing 148 acres, since sold to the Chester Heights
Camp Meeting Association, in 1872.

Children of (31) Dantel and Ann Baily.
152. Infant, . 8 Mo. 21, 1758 ; d. same date,

183. Caleb Baily, b. 4 Mo. 3. 1759; m. 3 Mo. 6. 1787, before Thomas Cheyney,
Esq.. in a public assembly in East Bradford, to Elizabeth Harry, daughter of James
and Margaret Harry, of Pennsbury.

The marriage certificate is recorded among the Chester County deeds. He appears to have
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left his father's home in Newberry Township, York County in 1783 and resided about two years
in Chester County; going thence to Deer Creek, Md., and back to York County. He was com-
plained of 4 Mo. 7, 1787, by Newberry Meeting for assisting his brother in :aking a Friends'
daughter in order for marriage, contrary to her parent’s consent, and also for his own marriage
to one not a member. For these he was disowned 6 Mo. 9, 1787, but his acknowledgment was ac-
cepted 8 Mo. 7, 1790; he returned to Chester County, 1791, and removed thence in 1795 to the
region of Catawissa. Prior to this last migration he requested to have his children admitted into
membership but this was not accomplished until 1798, and at Catawissa Meeting. The time and
place of his death not ascertained.

154. Nathan Baily, b. 8 Mo. 5, 1761. accompanied his parents to York County
in 1765. Nothing further is krown of him unless some of the references to his uncle
{38) Nathan Baily properly helong to the nephew.

1585. Wakefield Baily, twin with Nathan. died voung.

156. Daniel Baily, b. 8 Mo. 29, 1763. took a certificate from Warrington Mo.
Mtg. to New Garden, dated 9 Mo. 7. 1782, and endorsed to Kennet by the latter,
he having placed himself an apprentice within the limits of the last meeting. He
was complained of 7 Mo. 15, 1784, for accompanying a Friend at her marriage out
of meeting, since which he had removed to Warrington. His case was referred to
Warrington where a further complaint was made by Newberry Meeting, 12 Mo. 11,
1784, that he had attended militia musters and accomplished his marriage by a hire-
ling minister, for which he was disowned 1 Mo. 8, 1785. His wife was Margaret
Vernon, daughter of Aaron Vernon. of Newberry, who in his will, April 9, 1799,
mentions his daughter Margaret. wife of Daniel Baily, and her son Aaron Baily.
Margaret was disowned 9 Mo. 11, 1784, for marriage by a priest. Nothing further
has been obtained about them.

157. Olive Baily, b. 1764-5. went with her parents to York County lut has not
been further noticed.

158. Ann Baily was complained of by Newberry Meeting. 8 Mo. 7. 1784, for
marriage by a hireling teacher, after which she had removed to Chester County.  She
was disowned 11 Mo. 12, 1784 as Ann Dale, and is supposed to have heen the daughter
of Daniel because no other Bailys were then members of Newberry Meeting. William
Dale was a taxable in East Marlborough in 1785.

Children of (32) Lydia Baily and Jesse Miller.

159. John Miller, m. 3 Mo. 11, 1801, at Londongrove Meeting, to Edith John,
of West Marlborough, daughter of William and Rachel John. In 1806 they took
a certificate from New Garden to Deer Creek, Md., with their two children, Lydia
and Rachel. These two, the only children of their mother at least, were living and
unmarried at Harrisville, Ohio, 1862.

160. Jonathan Miller, b. about 1767, m. Susanna (Gheen, daughter of Joseph
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and Elizabeth (Ingram) Gheen, of East Goshen. She was not a member and he was
disowned 6 Mo. 9, 1808, but was afterward reinstated and his children admitted to
membership. He m. 2d wife, Lydia Brinton in 1833. and died in Kennet ‘Township
10 Mo. 30, 1843, aged 76. He inherited a farm of 85 acres from his father.

161. Caleb Miller is mentioned in his father's will. 1793, as having received
some land. His history not obtained.

162. David Miller went to Wilmington in 1781 as an apprentice and returned
in 1782. He was complained of by New (arden Meeting 12 Mo. 4. 1790, for mar-
riage by a magistrate to a voung woman, * they being first & second cousins.” For
this they were disowned. She was Sarah Jackson. b. 4 Mo. 3, 1771; daughter of
John Jackson and Susanna Jackson. and her father was a first cousin to David
Miller. They were reinstated 8 Mo. 2. 1794, and obtained a certificate 5 Mo. 7,
1803 to Sadsbury. with six children, Robert. Levi, Milton, Susanna, Reuben and
John. Not further traced.

163. Lydia Miller, m. 9 Mo. 11, 1788, at New (arden Meeting, John Edmund-
son, of Kent Co., Md., son of Thomas and Sophia Edmondson. She was married
again, 6 Mo. 9, 1803, at New Garden Meeting. to Isaac Taylor, son of (71) John
and Hannah Taylor. See his line.

164. Olive Miller, now Allen, was complained of 8 Mo. 7, 1802, for marriage
by a magistrate to one not a member. and had removed to a distant part. She was
disowned 9 Mo. 4. 1802. No further record.

165. Rachel Miller, m. 1776, Joseph Jones. h. 8 Mo. 20, 1754; d. 8 Mo. 10,
1783 ; son of William and Mary (Brinton) Jones, of Birmingham. He was admitted
into membership at Londongrove Meeting in 1775, but they married by a magis-
trate and were disowned 2 Mo. 1, 1777. In 1781 they were reinstated. She was
again married 12 Mo. 7. 1785, at Londongrove Meeting, to Thomas Pennington, of
New Garden, widower, who d. 5 Mo. 8, 1835. aged 82. He m. a 3d wife, Katharine
Jackson, 4 Mo. 8, 1795.

Children of (34) Caled and Ann (Dixon) Baily.

166. Joseph Baily, b. 9 Mo. 10, 1764, in East Marlborough ; received a cer-
tificate from Kennet. 5 Mo. 13, 1790. to Pipe Creek, Md.. where he was disowned
1 Mo. 15, 1791, for marriage by a * hireling teacher ” to one not a member. Not
further traced.

167. Daniel Baily, b. 10 Mo. 14, 1766; m. 12 Mo. 18, 1794, at Bradford
Meeting, to Patience Clayton; daughter of John and Jane (Jefferis) Clayton, of West
Bradford. They took certificates to Exeter Mo. Mtg., dated in the 10th month
1795, and settled perhaps in Lycoming County.
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168. Caleb Baily, b. 5 Mo. 19, 1769 ; m. about 1794 Rachel 'I'aylor, daughter
of (71) John and Hannah (Thatcher) Taylor, of East Marlborough. He inherited
the homestead of his father and grandfather, in East Marlborough. comprising 200
acres. By deed of May 30, 1800, Calelb Baily. late of Chester County but now of
New Castle County. yeoman, and wife Rachel. conveyed to ‘Thomas Jackson. of E.
Marlborough, veoman, 9834 acres of this land, for £642:19:5. 'The same persons
conveyed 100 acres more of this land to William T'waddell. of Delaware County,
Sept. 7, 1802, for £500. No further record.

169. Benajah Baily, h. 11 Mo. 14, 1772:d. 7 Mo. 16, 1773.

170. Stephen Baily, . 9 Mo. 28, 1773, went as an apprentice within the limits
of New Garden Mo. Mtg. in 1793, hut for leaving his master secretly and going te
a distant part he was disowned 10 Mo. 10. 1795. No further record.

171. Mary Baily, b. 10 Mo. 18, 1778. was complained of by Kennet Meeting.
2 Mo. 12, 1795. for marriage by a magistrate to one not a member. and under the
name of Mary Pass was disowned a month later.

172. Elias Baily, b. 3 Mo. 20. 1783, took a certificate, as an apprentice, from
Kennet to Londongrove Mo. Mtg.. dated 6 Mo. 11. 1801. At the latter meeting it
was represented, 4 Mo. 9. 1806, that he had removed without requesting a certificate
and was since married out. Westland Mo. Mtg., Washington, Co., Pa., was asked
to visit him and on their report he was disowned in 1807. No further record.

173. Asher Baily, b. 3 Mo. 20. 1783: d. 3 Ma. 26. 1866. at Millersville, T.an-
caster Co., Pa.: m. 7 Mo. 10, 1806, perhaps at Wilmington. Del.. to Hetty Ann Pratt,
b. 7 Mo. 12, 1788 ; d. at Marietta, Pa.. 6 Mo. 24, 1850 ; daughter of Luke and Sarah
Pratt. He received a certificate from Kennet, 8 Mo. 13. 1801, to Wilmington as an
apprentice to the pottery business. which after marriage he conducted for some time
at Salem, N. J. He and his wife were huried at T.ancaster. Pa.

174. Olive Baily, 1. 6 Mo. 16. 1790 received a certificate from Kennet to
Londongrove 1 Mo. 13, 1803. It is not ascertained whether she married.

Children of (37) Isaac and Sarah (Jackson) Baily.

175. Samuel Baily, b. East Marlborough 4 Mo. 23, 1730 d. there 7 Mo. 12,
1806 : m. about 1788 Susanna Smith, daughter of John (and Elizabeth Pusey ?)
Smith. They were married by a magistrate and disowned—she by New Garden
12 Mo. 2. 1788, and he by Kennet 2 Mo. 12, 1789. After his death she was rein-
stated, in 1808, and from 1823 to 1826 was a member of Concord Mo. Mtg.. though
her residence there must have been brief.

On 3 Mo. 19, 1790 Isaac and Sarah Baily conveyed to their son Samuel, then of West Brad-
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ford, 124 acres in Newlin, part of 327 acres purchased from Robert Lewis in 1766. By deed
of Nov. 26, 1824, Isaac Miller, of Upper Oxford, and wife Alice conveyed to Susanna Baily, of
West Bradford, widow, a messuage and about 117 acres of land in Upper Oxford, for $1550.
There she died, intestate, and administration was granted Dec. 1, 1827, to her son Abraham Baily.

176. Hannah Baily, b. 2 Mo. 4. 1752; m. Joshua Wiley. b. 5 Mo. 1, 1743; d.
in E. Marlborough, 1826 ; son of William and Susanna (Prew) Wiley. of Kennet.
She was his second wife and survived him.

177. Jacob Baily, b. 12 Mo. 18, 1753: d. 5 Mo. 25. 1769.

178. Isaac Baily, b. 10 Mo. 13, 1755; d. in E. Marlborough. 1822; m. 1784,
Esther Howell. daughter of Israel and Elizabeth (Swayne) Howell, deceased. They
were married by a justice and were disowned—she by New Garden and he by Kennet
Mo. Mtg. She was reinstated in 1813 and died before her husband.

By deed of 3 Mo. 19, 1790. Isaac Baily and wife Sarah conveyed to their son Isaac Baily, of
Newlin, 158 acres, part of 327 acres, in the latter township, for £142:4s, and the son by will,
describing himself as late of Newlin but now of Marlborough, devised all his estate to his sons
Isaac H. and Jesse.

179. Joshua Baily, b. 4 Mo. 10, 1758; d. 1837; m. 11 Mo. 28, 1781, at
Centre Meeting, Dinah Walter, b. 2 Mo. 26, 1764 ; daughter of William and Betty
(Hicklen) Walter, of Christiana Hundred, Del. He was again married 11 Mo. 12,
1794, at Londongrove Meeting, to Hannah Baily, of West Marlborough, b. 9 Mo.
3. 1770 ; daughter of (48) Isaac and Hannah (Scarlet) Baily. When they appeared
at Londongrove Meeting to declare their intentions, 10 Mo. 1, 1794, “ Caleb Swayne,
on behalf of a committee of the preparative meeting reports that they are in the
degree of kindred second Cousins, that they had an opportunity with them, read
some former advices of our Society discouraging such Marriages & gave them such
advice as the Committee were then Capable of : but they not declining appeared here,
declared their Intentions of marriage with each other.”

By deed of Feb. 21, 1789, Ezekiel Leonard, Sheriff, conveyed to Joshua Baily 204 acres of
land in Kennet, late property of Caleb Wiley. Joshua and wife Hannah conveyed one-half of
this, in 1797, to his father, Isaac Baily, and the remainder in 1809 to William Gause, of W. Marl-
borough, for $2400. Joshua subsequently became the owner of a small part of that sold to his
father.

180. David Baily, b. 3 Mo. 5, 1760; d. 3 Mo. 7, 1761.

Children of (38) Joel and Lydia (1'usey) Baily.

181. John Baily, b. East Marlborough 2 Mo. 17, 1761; d. there 4 Mo. 9,
1832; m. 11 Mo. 3, 1785, Sarah Taylor, b. 2 Mo. 21, 1767; d. 5 Mo. 11, 1845;
daughter of Abiah and Ann (Trimble) Taylor, of East Bradford. They were active
members of Londongrove Meeting. of which John was appointed an overseer in 1802,
and Sarah served as asistant clerk of the women's meeting from 1796 to 1805. He
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inherited the homestead of 190 acres. with about 45 acres in New Garden. In 1799
he was assessed in E. Marlborough with 200 acres of land and a brick house.

182. Hannah Baily, b. 2 Mo. 4, 1766; d. 11 Mo. 17, 1790; m. 12 Mo. 14,
1785. at Londongrove Meeting, John Jones, of E. Marlborough, son of John,
deceased, and Lydia Jones. They removed in 1787 to Little Britain Township,
Lancaster County, and he was married again. 9 Mo. 20, 1792, at Wilmington Meeting,
to Ann Shiplev. His residence was at Peach Bottom. where he built a mill and was
the first to open a slate quarry. He also erected a forge on Octorara Creek; was a
minister and wrote a work entitled Analysis of Revelation, which was published after
his death. By his second wife, who died 10 Mo. 12. 1803, he had three children,
Thomas, Cyrus and Lydia. He died 2 Mo. 2. 1800.

Children of (40) Betty Baily and Francis Sgwayne.

183. Lydia Swayne, b. East Marlborough 12 Mo. 11, 1750; m. David Watt;
was disowned by New Garden Mo. Mtg. 3 Mo. 5. 1774, for marriage by a priest to
one not a member. They removed to Jefferson Co.. Ohio. and had a daughter Eliza-
beth. No further record.

184. Hannah Swayne, L. 8 Mo. 11, 1753; m. 11 Mo. 17. 1713, at London-
grove Meeting, James Swayne, h. 10 Mo., 1750; son of Caleb Swayne and Lydia
Bruce. ‘They were second cousins and Friends hesitated about allowing them to
marry. He was disowned 9 Mo. 4, 1779, for taking the test of allegiance to the
new government and conniving at the payment of his fine for not going to war as a
soldier. They removed within the limits of Crooked Run Mo. Mtg. in Virginia,
1783, but returned to Kennet, Chester County a year later. Hannah, with children,
Francis, Betty, Lydia and Orpah, took a certificate from Kennet, 7 Mo. 17, 1788, to
New Garden, but their movements have not been further noted.

185. John Swayne, b. 11 Mo. 26, 1755; d. in Kennet 5 Mo. 28, 1787; m.
1784, at Darby Meeting, Mary Foreman. No issue. His widow married Jonathan
Pearson in 1796.

186. Betty Swayne, b. 8 Mo. 1, 1758; d. 12 Mo. 18, 1790; m. 12 Mo. 31,
1778, at Kennet Meeting, Thomas Webb, of Kennet, b. 2 Mo. 28, 1758 ; d. 1 Mo. 25,
1822 ; son of Daniel and Christian (Hoopes) Webb. He m. 2d wife, Mary Way,
1794, by whom he had children, Ann, Edna and Thomas D. Webb.

187. Phebe Swayne, b. 1 Mo. 29, 1762; d. 7 Mo. 5, 1830; m. 11 Mo. 21,
1782. at Kennet Meeting, Benjamin Seal, b. 3 Mo. 25, 1756; d. 7 Mo. 11, 1831; son
of William and Susanna (Temple) Seal, of Birmingham Township. Before mar-
riage he took a certificate from Concord, 6 Mo. 9, 1773, to New Garden, and thence
to Kennet 7 Mo. 3, 1779. 8 Mo. 16, 1781, he *“ hath appeared with y® Militia to
learn y* art of War.” For this his acknowledgment was accepted 10 Mo. 11, 1781.
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With his wife and two children he took a certificate from Kennet to New Garden,
1 Mo. 15, 1784. He was a blacksmith by trade and in 1799 was assessed in New
Garden with 140 acres, log house and barn, two horses and one cow.

188. Orpha Swayne, b. 3 Mo. 25, 1765; d. 4 Mo. 7, 1843; m. 1791, William
Shipley, son of William Shipley, of Wilmington, Del. He brought a certificate from
Wilmington to Kennet, dated 2 Mo. 15, 1786, but they were both disowned in 1791
on account of their marriage by a magistrate.

189. Ruth Swayne, b. 9 Mo. 7, 1767 ; was disowned 1 Mo. 13, 1791, under the
name of Ruth Fisher, for marriage by a magistrate. They removed to Jefferson Co.,
Ohio. No further record.

190. Joshua Swayne, b. 5 Mo. 8, 1770; d. 8 Mo. 21, 1832, near Harrison-
ville, Ohio. No further record.

191. Joel Swayne, b. 3 Mo. 13, 1775, near Kennet Square; d. 5 Mo. 10, 1850,
near Centre Meeting, Christiana Hundred; m. 7 Mo. 27, 1814, at Muncy Meeting,
Lycoming County, Pa., to Mary King, b. at Bridport, England, 2 Mo. 28, 1787 ; d. in
Londongrove Township, 2 Mo. 7, 1855; buried at Centre Mtg. ; daughter of Francis
and Katharine (Kenway) King, near Ceres, McKean Co., Pa. In the spring of 1798
Friends of Philadelphia sent three young men to labor as missionaries among the
Indians on the Alleghany Reservation, in Cattaraugas Co., N. Y., and Joel Swayne
was one of these. On their first journey they went by way of Pittsburg to the first
place of settlement, called by the Indians Genesinguhta. Afterward they removed to
a permanent settlement, Tunesassa. In subsequent journeys to and from Phila-
delphia they went by way of Ceres, where Joel became acquainted with Mary King.
To accomplish their marriage at a Friends’ Meeting they rode on horseback to Muncy,
ninety miles from Ceres. After marriage he gave up the missionary work and subse-
quently bought a farm of about 80 acres near Centre Meeting, and for many years
engaged in the nursery business. The farm was lately owned by his grandson, Judge
Charles Swayne. Guyencourt Station is near the middle of the farm.

Child of (41) Hannah Baily and John Webster.

192. John Webster, b. about 1751, in East Marlborough; m. 4 Mo. 13, 1780,
at Wilmington Meeting, Delaware, Lydia Mendenhall, b. 5 Mo. 3, 1760; daughter
of Benjamin and Hannah (Wilson) Mendenhall, of Wilmington, where they settled.

Children of (43) Ann Baily and David Hayes.

193. Jacob Hayes removed to Birmingham in 1772, returned to Marlborough
in 1774 ; thence to North Carolina in 1776; but returned to Birmingham 1778 and
entered the army ; for which he was disowned by Concord Mo. Mtg. 8 Mo. 5, 1778.
No further record.

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194. Joel Hayes went to Birmingham as an apprentice in 1775, but before the
expiration of his time entered the army and was disowned with his brother. No
further record.

195. Phebe Hayes, m. 4 Mo. 3. 1775, at Londongrove Meeting, Thomas Chal-
fant, b. 11 Mo. 20, 1745-6: d. in East Marlborough 8 Mo. 22. 1831 son of Henry
and Elizabeth (Jackson) Chalfant. of West Marlborough. She d. 9 Mo. 14, 1840.

196. Anna Hayes probably went southward with her parents.
197. David Hayes took a certificate to Hopewell, Va., 1787.
198. Nathan Hayes, ditto. with his parents.

199. Hannah Hayes, perhaps a daughter, married William Cook, b. 7 Mo. 1,
1753 ; son of John and Rebecca (Kirk) Cook. of Londongrove. and they were dis-
owned 2 Mo. 6. 1779, for marriage by a priest. No further record.

Children of (43) Joel and Elizabeth (Marshall) Baily.

200. Abraham Baily, b. 9 Mo. 5, 1760. in West Bradford (now Pocopson)
Township ; d. at Marshallton 8 Mo. 13, 1825 m. Sept. 21, 1789. at Swedes’ Church,
Wilmington, to Phebe Carpenter, b. 1770: d. in New Jersev; daughter of John and
Hannah (Walter) Carpenter, of West Bradford. Second m. Oct. 22, 1802, by
William Rogers, Baptist minister, to Rachel Carpenter. b. 12 Mo. 3, 1782 d. 1810
or 1811 ; sister of his first wife.

He spent some time as a student of medicine under Dr. Nicholas Way, of Wil-
mington, Del., and had an opportunity of becoming practically familiar with surgery
immediately after the Battle of Brandywine, in 1777. He afterward attended lectures
at the medical school in Philadelphia but took no degree. Shortly after leaving
lectures Dr. Baily went as surgeon in a privateer vessel of war and during the cruise
visited France. On his return he engaged in the practice of medicine at his native
place until about the year 1789, when in company with Humphrey Hill and Cad-
wallader Evans (under the firm name of Baily, Hill & Evans), he engaged in the
iron business. They rented the Andover Works, in Sussex County, N. J., where they
continued five or six years, but the enterprise resulted unfortunately. While in
Jersey he was chosen captain of a troop of horse, and in 1794 marched with his troop
over the Alleghany Mountains in the expedition to quell the so-called Whisky Rebel-
lion. Soon after this he returned to Chester County and resumed the practice of
medicine, until the year 1800, when he opened a store in Marshallton and continued
a limited medical practice for a number of years. While the seat of government was
at Lancaster he was elected a member of the House of Representatives, and after
its removal to Harrisburg he was elected to the Senate. Some time after his term in
the Senate he was appointed a justice of the peace, which appointment he held until

his death. When Gen. Lafayette visited the Brandywine battle-ground and West
Chester, July 26, 1825, Dr. Baily was one of the committee appointed to escort him,
and being on horseback nearly all day occasioned an irritation of the neck of the
bladder, which produced a painful and obstinate disorder that resulted in his death.

Dr. Baily was a respectable physician, an upright magistrate, an enlightened public-
spirited citizen. and an honest man.

201. Hannah Baily, b. 2 Mo. 235, 1763; d. 2 Mo. 8, 1834; m. about 1782,
Joseph Martin, No. 93. See his line.

202. Emmor Baily, b. 7 Mo. 2. 1767; d. at Springboro, Warren Co., Ohio, 1
Mo. 7, 1848 m. 4 Mo. 27, 1791, at Londongrove iMeeting, Elizabeth Hayes, b. 10
Mo. 15, 1769 : d. at Springboro 8 Mo. 21, 1852; daughter of Henry and Elizabeth
(Scott) Haves, of Londongrove Township.

At New Garden Mo. Mtg., 2 Mo. 2, 1782, Londongrove preparative meeting mentions that
Henry Hayes Requests that his daughter Elizabeth, about 12 years of age, may be received under
friends’ care, which being considered is complied with, & he desired to have her birth recorded.
Margaret Cook, Rebecca Chambers and Dinah Lamborn are appointed to visit her and her
parents on that account.

Emmor Baily took a certificate from Bradford to Philadelphia in 1784, as an
apprentice, and brought one back to Bradford from Salem, N. J., dated 1790. From
Bradford he took one to New Garden dated 3 Mo. 18, 1791, and settled in London-
grove Township.

After his father’s death his sisters conveyed their interests in the homestead to their three
brothers. Emmor also purchased the one-third interest of his brother Abraham in 1799, and
with the executors of his brother Jacob conveyed the 163 acres of land to John and Thomas
Hickman, Jan. 8, 1800. By deed of 4 Mo. 7, 1794, Henry Hayes of Londongrove, cordwainer,
and (2d) wife, Jane, conveyed to Emmor Baily of the same place, watchmaker, son-in-law of
Henry Hayes, for five shillings, a plantation in Londongrove, 132 acres; being the same, with
fulling mill thereon, which Joseph Wood conveyed to Henry Hayes 6 Mo. 13, 1776 :—subject to a
mortgage to Joseph Pyle, blacksmith, for £512.

At Londongrove Mo. Mtg., 3 Mo. 30. 1803: Emmor Baily is proposed to Draw
or Inspect Marriage Certificates, which this meeting Concurs with. On 3 Mo. 5,
1806, he requested a certificate for himself, wife and children to Baltimore, his father-
in-law also requesting one to the same place. One was signed for Emmor and family
6 Mo. 4, 1806, but there was some delay in the case of Henry Hayes and his death,
7 Mo. 31, 1806, ended the matter. By deed of 4 Mo. 18, 1807, Emmor Baily of
Ann Arundel Co., Md., yeoman, and wife Elizabeth, conveyed the Londongrove home-
stead to John Pennock for $4944.

At Baltimore Mo. Mtg. for the Western District, 4 Mo. 13, 1814, Elk Ridge
preparative meeting informs that Emmor Baily requests a certificate for himself, wife
and children to Short Creek, Ohio. This was granted 6 Mo. 5, 1814. From a
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memorandum book kept by him it appears they started 6 Mo. 2. 1814, with wagons,
to drive to Ohio, going by way of New Market, Hancock, Cumberland, Brownsville,
Washington (Pa.) and Charlestown, Va., reaching the Ohio River on the 20th. Fer-
riage across the Monongahela at Brownsville, for wagon, cart, carriage and eight
horses, 87%; cents. On the 23d he notes that he sent seven horses out to William
Flanner’s to pasture, at 37} cents per week. He frequently said in after life that
he left Maryland because he would not raise his family in a slave State. In 1830 he
removed from Belmont Co. to Springhoro, Warren County. He was one of a com-
mittee appointed by Ohio Yearly Meeting in 1816 to receive contributions towards
establishing a boarding school. Nothing was done. however, until 1831, and in 1832
a tract of 64 acres was purchased at Mt. Pleasant.

203. Jacob Baily, b. 3 Mo. 28. 1770; d. in West Bradford 4+ Mo. 15, 1799;
m. 1790, Elizabeth Webb, b. 9 Mo. 10, 1773 ; d. 2 Mo. 24, 1853 : daughter of Ezekiel
and Cordelia (Jones) Webb, of Kennet. His widow m. 2d hushand. Joseph Peirce.
On March 17, 1801, Richard Baker, Jr., and Samuel Marshall were appointed guar-
dians of the children of Jacob Baily, who were under 14 years of age.

204. Rachel Baily, b. 1 Mo. 30, 1774; d. 8 Mo. 10, 1853; m. 1797, Joseph
Miller, son of Benjamin and (92) Hannah Miller. See his line.

Children of (44) Mary Baily and Thomas Harlan.

208. Thomas Harlan, b. 11 Mo. 13, 1759, in Kennet; d. 7 Mo. 26, 1824, in
same ; m. 2 Mo. 28, 1799, at Kennet Meeting, Betty Harry, b. 11 Mo., 1772; d. 6 Mo.
25, 1852 ; daughter of Thomas and Rachel (Way) Harry, of Pennsbury Township.

206. Lydia Harlan, b. about 1763 ; d. in Kennet 8 Mo. 24, 1825, unmarried,
aged 62 years.

207. Israel Harlan, b. 1 Mo. 17, 1765; d. in East Marlborough ; m. 10 Mo. 23,
1794, at Kennet Meeting, Hannah Webb, b. 3 Mo. 1, 1779 ; daughter of Ezekiel and
Cordelia (Jones) Webb, of Kennet.

Children of (44) Mary Baily and Samuel Mendenhall.

208. Abner Mendenhall, b. about 1769, in Concord Township; d. at Green-
wood, Columbia Co., Pa., 5 Mo. 26, 1842, in 73d year; m. 11 Mo. 28, 1793, at Ken-
net Meeting, Lydia Carleton, b. 7 Mo. 7, 1772; daughter of Thomas and Lydia
(Gregg) Carleton, of Kennet. They took a certificate from Kennet, 5 Mo. 11, 1797,
to Catawissa Monthly Meeting, and in 1821 were living in Greenwood Township,
Columbia County.

My father often told me that his father, Abner Mendenhall, when a boy, was riding with
his father, Samuel Mendenhall, one day, when they met Washington and his staff some where
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near a public house. The General made a grave and courteous salutation and was riding on
when his attention was caught by the fine horse my great-grandfather rode. Instantly he drew
rein and with a bow said: Sir, that is a fine mount you have, will you sell him? No General,
came the reply, [ bred him myself and have no wish to part with him. Ah so, but then with a
pleasant manner yet there be men who would sell the horse that had carried them to safety,
even to life: and then catching sight of several negro laborers in the field he turned to the boy
Abner, saying, So you have hoe-heels up here! The boy probably thought he meant Indians for
he replied quickly, Oh no General, those are black men who are working in the fields. My
grandfather said the great man gave him a keen look that made him think of the eyes of a hawk
tho' they were blue, and then he smiled and said. Quite right my boy, they are men true
enough, and then passed on.

Did any prescience in that moment whisper to the great chief that before a hundred years had
passed the descendants of that boy and of the sturdy farmers around would stand shoulder to
shoulder against the men of his State to prove that those Africans were men?

son of Thomas and Lydia (Gregg) Carleton. of Kennet. They were married by a
magistrate, for which she was disowned 9 Mo. 12, 1793. About 1816 they removed
to Ohio and settled at Belmont, in Belmont County. where they died. A minute was
received at Kennet, 11 Mo. 2, 1819, from Plainfield, Ohio, informing of their admis-
sion of Mark and Beulah Carleton into membership 7 Mo. 22, 1819. This was
accompanied by an acknowledgment from Mark and Beulah, which was satisfactory
and a certificate for them, to Plainfield, was signed 12 Mo. 7th.

Children of (45) Phebe Batly and Benjamin Mendenhall.

a10. Jehu Mendenhall, died before his father, unmarried.

211, Esther Mendenhall, m. Joseph Pyle, b. 4 Mo. 26, 1769; d. 1815; son
of Caleb and Mary (Matthewson) Pyle, of Thornbury. She died before her father,
leaving a daughter Phebe who m. Isaac Mercer 11 Mo. 23, 1815 ; son of Richard and
Elizabeth Mercer, of Thornbury, Del. Co., and went to Ohio: A son Caleb Mercer
was said to live near Batesville, Noble Co., O. No further record.

212. Betty Mendenhall, b. 1 Mo. 16, 1774; m. 9 Mo. 8, 1797, at Goshen
Meeting, Thomas Kenney ; son of Daniel Kenney, of Charlestown Township. He was
admitted at Goshen Meeting 9 Mo. 8, 1797, and they received a certificate thence,
S Mo. 10, 1805, to Londongrove, and from that meeting to Baltimore in less than a
year after.

213. Joel Mendenhall, d. in Kennet 7 Mo. 11, 1860, in 86th year; m. 1827,
Susanna Way, b. 2 Mo. 4, 1774; d. 9 Mo. 24, 1853; daughter of Joseph and Pru-
dence (Larkin) Way. Both buried at Kennet Meeting. No issue.

214. Ruth Mendenhall, took a certificate from Concord to New Garden, 1790 ;
thence to Londongrove and back to Concord, 1795; to Goshen 1798; to Concord
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1801 ; to Goshen 1803 ; m. 12 Mo. 3, 1804, by a magistrate to Joseph Knight, not a
member. Her acknowledgment was accepted 10 Mo. 11, 1805 and she took a cer-
tificate to Chester, 1808, and to Horsham. Montgomery Co., 1809. No further
record.

215. Elijah Mendenhall assigned his interest in the homestead to his mother.
March 29, 1802. No further record.

216. Mary Mendenhall, m. about 1800, Abner Pyle. b. 7 Mo. 20, 1770; d. in
Thornbury, 1846 ; son of Caleb and Mary (Matthewson) Pyle, of Thornbury. She
was disowned by Concord Mo. Mtg. for her marriage but her acknowledgment was
accepted in 1811. Abner had charge of a dairy on the farm of Paschall Morris, in
East Bradford, for a time. Both buried at Concord Meeting.

Children of (46) Isaac and Lydia ( Painter) Baily.

217. Joseph Baily, b. in West Marlborough 5 Mo. 29, 1769 ; d. in Wilmington,
Del., about 1843 ; m. 11 Mo. 25, 1790, at Wilmington Meeting, Elizabeth Tatnall. b.
7 Mo. 28, 1770: d. 10 Mo. 28, 1808 : daughter of Joseph and Elizabeth (Lea) Tat-
nall, of Brandywine Hundred. Del. He went to Wilmington in 1785 as an apprentice
and afterward became a successful druggist in that city.

218. Betty Baily, b. 6 Mo. 29. 1771; d. 11 Mo. 4. 1856; m. 11 Mo. 18. 1790,
at Londongrove Meeting, Jesse Mercer, of Westtown Township, b. 7 Mo. 6, 1766;
d. 10 Mo. 16, 1837; son of Thomas and Jane (Hunt) Mercer. He had a farm of
250 acres near the present Westtown R. R. Station. and they were members of Bir-
mingham Meeting.

219. Esther Baily, b. 6 Mo. 28, 1778; m. about 1802, Joseph Clemson; d. 5
Mo., 1868, in Willistown. No issue.

220. Lydia Baily, b. 3 Mo. 20, 1782; d. 3 Mo. 13, 1849; m. 1803-4, Joseph
Bennett, b. 2 Mo. 7, 1781; d. 8 Mo. 24, 1818; son of James and Hannah (Gilpin)
Bennett, of Pennsbury. They were disowned by their respective meetings for mar-
riage by a magistrate.

221. Hannah Baily, 1. 3 Mo. 17, 1785; d. 1 Mo. 18, 1862; m. 1 Mo. 10, 1816.
at Londongrove Meeting, Henry Dickinson, b. 8 Mo. 28, 1785: d. 6 Mo. 14, 1821;
son of Joseph and Elizabeth (Chalfant) Dickinson. of Sadsbury, Lancaster Co. He
was of Philadelphia when married.

222. Samuel Baily, b. 7 Mo. 6. 1773, lost at sea.

223. George Baily, b. 6 Mo. 17, 1776 ; d. in Baltimore, Md., 6 Mo. 22, 1853;
buried at Loudon Park, Baltimore Co.: m. 6 Mo. 27, 1805, in Baltimore, Elizabeth
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Gallagher, b. there June 8, 1786 ; d. there Oct. 29, 1868, and buried at Loudon Park;
daughter of Alexander and Elizabeth (Robertson) Gallagher, of Baltimore. George
Baily appears to have taken a certificate from Londongrove, 5 Mo. 31, 1797, to Phila-
delphia, and produced one to Baltimore from Thirdhaven, dated 1 Mo. 14, 1802 ; was
disowned 5 Mo. 10, 1806, for marriage out of meeting. His wife was a Presbyterian
but was admitted a member with Friends 7 Mo.. 1817. They owned property in
Baltimore and a country place, “ Troy Hill,” in Howard Co., Md.

224. Thomas Baily, b. 5 Mo. 2, 1786 ; died unmarried, 8 Mo. 2. 1818.

228. Vincent Baily, b. 7 Mo. 9. 1780: d. at Pekin, Illinois, 2 Mo. 6, 1843 ; m.
4 Mo. 7. 1803, at Londongrove Meeting. Susanna Barnard, b. 9 Mo. 25, 1781; d.
at Pekin 8 Mo. 20, 1853 ; daughter of Jeremiah and Elizabeth (Passmore) Barnard,
of West Marlborough. They settled at Doe Run but about 1806 removed to Elk
Ridge. Anne Arundel Co., Md., in which county he and his brother George afterward
purchased 720 acres of land. In Dec., 1829 he removed to Illinois and bought 80
acres about four miles from Delavan, in Tazewell County. In the winter of the deep
snow, 1830-31, they lived for six weeks without bread. being unable to get to the mill.
He and his wife were buried at Haines’ Graveyard, near Pekin.

226. James Baily, b. 8 Mo. 7, 1787; d. in East Bradford (now Birmingham)
2 Mo. 29, 1844 ; m. in Westtown, 1815, to Esther James, b. there 6 Mo. 12, 1797; d.
East Bradford 12 Mo. 21, 1845; daughter of Jesse and Elizabeth (Hoopes) James,
of Westtown. About 1831 they settled on a farm in E. Bradford, near Painter's
Bridge. In his minority James removed to Baltimore, 1806, and was still a member
of the Mo. Mtg. there at the time of his marriage, which was “ out of meeting,” as
his wife was not a member. His acknowledgment was accepted 5 Mo. 8, 1816, and
he received a certificate to Londongrove 3 Mo. 5, 1819; thence with his wife and
children to Birmingham in 1831, she having been admitted in 1821.

Children of (47) Joshua and Ann (Jackson) Baily.

227. Lewis Baily, b. West Marlborough 3 Mo. 20, 1779 ; d. there 9 Mo. 25,
1832, unmarried.

He inherited. with his brother Joel, the eastern part of the homestead, and on 4 Mo. 7, 1827,
conveyed to Joel his undivided moiety for $1500. On the same date he purchased from the
administrators of (48) Isaac Baily 100 acres in W. Marlborough, but conveyed this to Jehu.
Wickersham of E. Marlborough 4 Mo. 4. 1829, for $2675.

228. Phebe Baily, b. 11 Mo. 29, 1780; d. 9 Mo. 30, 1831; m. 11 Mo. 16,
1814, Isaac Bartram, of Darby. h. there 8 Mo. 3, 1779; d. 7 Mo. 2, 1855; son of
Benjamin and Elizabeth (Hunt) Bartram. He was first married, 6 Mo. 9, 1803,
to Martha Laycock. by whom he had a son Thomas L. Bartram.
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229. Sarah Baily, b. 8 Mo. 8, 1782; d. 8 Mo. 19, 1812; m. 4 Mo. 13, 1803, at
Londongrove Meeting, Joseph Pusey, b. in Londongrove 8 Mo. 22, 1783; d. 7 Mo.
21, 1858; son of Joshua and Hannah (Lea) Pusey. They resided in Sadsbury.
Chester County. He married a 2d wife, Mary Clemson, by whom he had children,
Elizabeth, Joseph, Lea, James C., John G. and Susanna.

230. Reuben Baily, b. 1 Mo. 22, 1785; d. 1 Mo. 23. 1851: m. 10 Mo. 15.
1812, at Darby Meeting, Elizabeth Bartram. d. 4 Mo. 15. 1861. daughter of Ben-
jamin and Elizabeth (Hunt) Bartram. of Darby. He inherited about 83 acres of the
homestead, in addition to which he purchased a farm in Kennet.

231. Joshua Baily, b. 3 Mo. 14, 1787 : d. in Philadelphia 1 Mo. 18, 1832; m.
5 Mo. 29, 1816. Elizabeth Lloyd. At the request of his father Joshua received a cer-
tificate from Londongrove. 10 Mo. 9, 1805, to Philadelphia. as an apprentice.

At the time of their marriage the groom was 29 years of age. the bride was
but 17. Her father was a wealthy merchant and the wedding (one of the earliest
in the Twelfth Street Meeting House Philadelphia.) is said to have been a much
more showy affair than was common among Friends at that day. Articles of cloth-
ing worn on the occasion as well as other interesting souvenirs are still in the
possession of a member of the family.

Soon after the expiration of his apprenticeship, Joshua Baily, Jr., entered into
a partnership with Samuel Longstreth and under the firm name of Longstreth and
Baily they conducted a wholesale dry-goods business on Market Street, Philadelphia,
until the decease of Longstreth in 1829. The business was conducted by the surviving
partner until his death in 1832. They sold their goods on long credits, and Joshua
Baily, Jr., made a lengthy business tour through the western country (Ohio. Ken-
tucky, etc.) making collections. The journey was made on horseback, carrying his
papers and clothing in saddle bags. (At that time there were no railroads and but
few public conveyances.)

232. Joel J. Baily, b. 7 Mo. 8, 1789; d. in West Marlborough 11 Mo. 29,
1864; m. 1 Mo. 5, 1820, Ann Richmond, widow, b. 4 Mo. 11, 1793; d. 11 Mo. 9,
1835 ; daughter of Jacob Humphrey, d. 1 Mo. 21, 1826, aged 76, and Jane Charles-
worth, d. 1 Mo. 12, 1849, aged 83. Second m. 3 Mo. 21, 1844, at her father’s, to
Elizabeth Pugh, b. 1 Mo. 27, 1808; d. daughter of Jesse and Elizabeth
(Hudson) Pugh, of East Nottingham, Chester County. Joel inherited a part of the
homestead and purchased the interest of his brother Lewis, giving him a clear title
to about 90 acres of land, and this he devised to his son Joel. The significance of his
middle letter is somewhat obscure. It might be supposed to stand for Jackson but
some think it was properly I instead of J.

233. Edith Baily, b. 9 Mo. 12, 1791; d. 6 Mo. 30, 1792.

234. Lydia Baily, b. 5 Mo. 23, 1794 ; d. 12 Mo. 27, 1854; m. 10 Mo. 11, 1826,

235. Edith Baily, 1. 10 Mo. 14, 1796 ; d. at Reuben Baily's near Media, 7 Mo.
4, 1872; buried at Londongrove; m. 10 Mo. 10, 1838, at Londongrove Meeting, to
Abner Chalfant, of East Marlborough, b. 8 Mo. 20, 1787; d. 3 Mo. 22, 1839; son of
Henry and Susanna (Swayne) Chalfant. His first wife was Jane Jackson and the
second, Mary Wollaston Betts. Edith left no issue.

Children of (48) Isaac and Mary (Jones) Baily.

236. Evan Baily, . in West Marlborough 11 Mo. 23, 1758; m. 3 Mo. 22,
1787. at Kennet Meeting, Hannah Walker, d. 10th or 11th Mo., 1796 ; daughter of
Benjamin and Mary Walker, of Pennsbury. About the close of the Revolutionary
War Evan went “a voyage to sea in an armed vessel & agreed to labour therein for
my passage,” as he acknowledged to the meeting 5 Mo. 3, 1783. After marriage he
went to Wilmington to live, but returned a year later within the limits of Kennet
Mo. Mtg. In 1827 he was living in Maryland and acted as one of the executors of
his father's will. No further record.

237. Thomas Baily, b. 2 Mo. 9, 1760, is mentioned in his father's will, 1822;
is said to have married and lived near Pittsburg, Pa.

Children of (48) Isaac and Hannah (Scarlet) Baily, 2d wife.

238. Nathan Baily, b. 12 Mo. 18, 1765; was complained of 9 Mo. 30, 1795
for marriage by a magistrate to Christiana Harry, and both were disowned by Lon-
dongrove Mo. Mtg. 12 Mo. 2, 1795. He is mentioned in his father's will, 1822, and
he is thought to have lived at York, Pa., but his children, if any, not ascertained.

239. Eli Baily, b. 1 Mo. 13, 1767; d. 4 Mo. 14, 1807, unmarried.

240. Jesse Baily, b. 2 Mo. 17, 1769; m. 11 Mo. 12, 1812, at Fallowfield
Meeting, Hannah Chalfant, daughter of Jesse and (305) Rachel (Baily) Chalfant,
of Londonderry. Second m. 11 Mo. 13, 1816, at Londongrove Meeting, to Mary
Baily, b. 3 Mo. 2, 1790; daughter of (65) Joel and Martha (McMinn) Baily, of
West Marlborough.

By deed of 4 Mo. 2, 1798, Ellis Pusey of Londongrove, miller, and wife Abigail, conveyed to
Jesse Baily of West Marlborough, blacksmith, 152 acres of land in Londonderry, for £400; part
of 194 acres purchased from Charles Allen in 1776. On June 2, 1804, Jesse Baily of West Marl-
borough, blacksmith, conveyed a messuage and 66 acres of this to Jeffrey Bentley, for $880. And
on July 27, 1805 he conveyed the remainder of the land to John Broomhall for £206.

Jesse Baily received a certificate from Londongrove to Stillwater, Ohio, 3 Mo. 3,
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1819, for himself, wife Mary and their three minor children. Rachel, Evan and
David. From the will of Mary's brother David Baily, 1850, it is evident that Rachel
and Evan were probably by the first wife: that Jesse and Mary had another son, Jehu,
after which Jesse died and Mary married a Butler, by whom she had a son John
Butler. The family have not been further traced.

241. Hannah Baily, h. 9 Mo. 3. 1770; m. Joshua Baily (No. 179). See his
line.

242. Benjamin Baily, b. 6 Mo. 11. 1772: m. 4 Mo. 27, 1797, at Bradford
Meeting, to Edith Cope, b. 2 Mo. 11. 1777; d. 3 Mo. 23, 1834; dau. of Nathan
and Amy Cope, of East Bradford. They moved about much in Chester County, and
briefly to Philadelphia and Wilmington. ‘There were three children, Amy, Ezra
and Hannah P. The last, b. 10 Mo. 8. 1809. m. Samuel Squibb, perhaps in Ohio or
Indiana. No further record.

243. Ellis Baily, b. 6 Mo. 29, 1775, was complained of 7 Mo. 6, 1808, for suing
a member at law, and outgoing in marriage. He was then within the limits of
Robeson Mo. Mtg., Berks County, which was requested to treat with him. He pro-
duced an acknowledgment which was accepted 4 Mo. 5, 1809, and received a cer-
tificate to Robeson a month later. By deed of Jan. 3. 1829, George Brinton and
others, of West Chester, conveyed to Ellis Baily, of West Fallowfield, for $1,500, a
messuage and 105 acres in W. Fallowfield ; which Ellis Baily and wife Sarah con-
veyed to George Passmore, of E. Fallowfield, 10 Mo. 19, 1830, for $1.618. They
had a son Evan who married a McCown and lived many years ago about three miles
north of Richmond, Ind. Not further traced.

244. Sarah Baily, b. 2 Mo. 8, 1776, as the wife of George Baker was disowned
by Londongrove Mo. Mtg. 11 Mo. 5, 1806, for marriage out of meeting. No further
record.

245. Deborah Baily, b. 6 Mo. 15, 1777; m. 12 Mo. 17, 1800, at Londongrove
Meeting, to Jacob Trego, of Honeybrook Township; son of William and Rachel
(Thomas) Trego. He died in 3d or 4th Mo., 1832, leaving Deborah to survive him.
By his will he desired to be buried at East Caln Meeting.

246. Mary Baily, b. 10 Mo. 18, 1779; d. at Fall Creek, Ind., 1 Mo. 26, 1842;
m. 1 Mo. 14, 1801, at Londongrove Meeting, Abraham Vernon, b. 5 Mo. 30, 1774; d.
Fall Creek, 7 Mo. 3, 1857 ; son of Edward and Mary (McNabb) Vernon, of West
Caln Township, Chester County. They removed from Chester County in 1837 to
Madison Co., Ind., and were members of the Friends' Meeting there.

247. Isaac Baily, b. 8 Mo. 26, 1782; d. 9 Mo. 28, 1827. unmarried.
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Children of (49) Mary Baily and Caledb Hayes.

248. Isaac Hayes, b. in Newlin Township 10 Mo. 12, 1762 ; d. in East Fallow-
field 10 Mo. 4, 1844 ; m. about 1794 Sarah Walton, b. 10 Mo. 15, 1770; d. 9 Mo. 16,
1843; daughter of Benjamin and Abigail (Gilbert) Walton, of Fallowfield. In
early life he was associated with the Presbyterians but afterward became a member
of Friends’' Meeting at Fallowficld, where he filled the positions of overseer and elder.
He inherited the homestead, was a farmer, and in 1802 owned 90 acres of land in
Newlin. where he resided. and 63 acres in E. Fallowfield.

249. Anne Hayes married John Cooper and they settled in Ohio. It is said
that her five sons each received a farm from his father. No further record.

250. Caleb Hayes studied medicine but afterward became a lawyer; was twice
married and had six sons by each wife. He went to western Ohio. No further
record.

251. Abigail Hayes was married about 1774 to James Millison, son of James
and Grace (Woodward) Millison, of West Bradford. They removed to Fayette
Co., Penna., and had children, Caleb, Sarah, Mary, Lydia, James, Anne, John, who
m. Sarah Lewis, and Abigail, who m. John Carver. Not further traced.

252. Ellis Hayes married Rachel Wickersham and had three children, Mary,
Jehu and William, born in Fallowfield ; removed to Columbiana Co., Ohio. and after-
ward further to the northwest.

253. Ruth Hayes, m. Joseph Brown and they went to the Miami or to Illinois.
They had at least one daughter. Not further traced.

Children of (50) John and Hannah (Pennock) Baily.

254. Alice Baily, b. in Newlin Township 2 Mo. 16, 1767; d. in Columbiana
Co., O., 1 Mo. 11, 1815; m. 11 Mo. 25, 1790, at Kennet Meeting, to Daniel Mercer,
b. East Marlborough, 3 Mo. 15, 1768 ; son of Solomon and Olive (Pyle) Mercer.
They resided at different places in Chester County till 1811, when they removed to
Columbiana Co., O.,

255. Sarah Baily, b. 10 Mo. 30, 1768; d. 5 Mo. 12, 1834; m. 10 Mo. 15,
1795, Francis Carpenter, b. 2 Mo. 25, 1771; d. 10 Mo. 6, 1857 ; son of Thomas and
Esther (Squirrell) Carpenter, of West Bradford. He was a hatter and resided at
Marshallton, West Bradford.

286. Joseph Baily, b. 12 Mo. 27, 1770; m. 4 Mo. 14, 1796, at Goshen Meeting,
Elizabeth Hoopes, b. West Goshen 1 Mo. 16, 1776; daughter of Jesse and Rachel
(Yarnall) Hoopes, of that township. He was a hatter. which business he probably
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learned in Philadelphia 1792-5, and after marriage carried it on in the then village
of West Chester, where he purchased a house and lot in 1796, at the N. E. corner
of Gay and Church Streets. This he sold in 1800 to Washington [.. Hannum for
£700, after which his father-in-law conveyed to him the N. W. corner of the same
streets. In 1805 he removed to Columbiana Co.. Ohio. and at one time owned a farm
near Salem.

257. Moses Baily, b. 5 Mo. 19, 1773; d. 8 Mo. 16. 1838; m. 10 Mo. 21. 1807.
at Marlborough Meeting. Judith Barnard. b. in Newlin. 7 Mo. 28, 1774:d. 3 Mo. 3,
1864 ; daughter of Richard and Lettice (Baker) Barnard. He went to Philadelphia
in 17935 and returned in 1797: was a carpenter by trade. In 1803 he (then of E.
Marlborough) aud Francis Carpenter purchased from Benjamin Miller, of West
Chester, Innkeeper, and wife (92) Hannah. for £700. a farm of 69 acres in West
Bradford. A few days later they obtained from John Beale Bordley. Esq.. of
Philadelphia, an adjoining tract of 180 acres, for £1620. In 1814 they made division
and Francis released to Moses 163 acres of the last purchase. This was on the Phila-
delphia and Strasburg Road and on Broad Run. formerly called Bordley's Run.
Moses and family were members and elders of Bradford Meeting.

288. Jacob Baily, b. 7 Mo. 29, 1775 ; d. in Pennshury, near Parkerville, 4 Mo.
26, 1854; m. Elizabeth Parker, b. 3 Mo. 17, 1778 ; d. 9 Mo. 17, 1851 ; daughter of
John and Hannah (Milhous) Parker, of Pennsbury. They were married “ out of
meeting "’ and disowned but afterward made acknowledgment and were reinstated. In
1825 they were appointed overseers of Kennet Meeting. and in 1826 Flizabeth was
appointed Clerk of the women's meeting. By deed of 4 Mo. 23, 1811, he purchased
from John Pim and wife Lydia, of East Caln, a farm of 134 acres in Pennsbury, for
$4,304.

259. Thomas Baily, b. 8 Mo. 4, 1777 ; d. at Samantha, Ohio. 11 Mo. 27, 1838 ;
m. 6 Mo. 16, 1803, Elizabeth Timberlake, of Campbell Co.. Va., daughter of John
and Mary Timberlake, afterward of Samantha, O. He took a certificate from Brad-
ford in 1792, to New Garden, and from Londongrove, 1800, to Goose Creek, Va.,
from which he had one to South River. Bedford Co., but his residence was in Camp-
bell Co. He was a blacksmith, and in 1809 went with a company of his wife's people
to Highland Co., O., where they took up new military lands. He died on the farm
on which he then settled; was a member of the Hicksite branch of Friends. His
family write the name Bailey.

260. Israel Baily, b. 7 Mo. 6, 1780; d. 2 Mo. 17, 1866, at Samantha, High-
land Co., O.; m. first, Catharine Bounds, perhaps in Virginia, and a second wife,
Nancy Grice, 5 Mo. 23, 1833.

261. John Baily, b. 1 Mo. 13, 1783; d. 6 Mo. 8, 1800.

262. Mary Baily, b. 12 Mo. 8, 1784; m. 10 Mo. 11, 1804, at Bradford Meet-
ing, Joseph Ingram, son of Robert and Mary (Hawley) Ingram, of West Bradford.

263. Hannah Baily, b. 2 Mo. 25, 1787; d. 8 Mo. 16, 1808; m. 11 Mo. 12,
1807, at Kennet Meeting, Caleb Mercer, b. 3 Mo. 2, 1785; d. 1 Mo. 31, 1864; son
of Solomon and Abigail (Sharpless) Mercer, of East Marlborough. He m. again,
5 Mo. 15, 1811, Ann Pennock, by whom he had children, Rachel, Pennock, Abigail,
Solomon, Caleb, Solomon, Sharpless, Lydia, Mary Ann and Sarah P. Mercer.

265. Mary McNeil, b. 3 Mo. 19, 1779; d. 5 Mo. 21, 1870; m. John Baker, b
1779; d. in West Marlborough, 1812; son of Aaron and Sarah (Hayes) Baker.

266. Ann McNeil, b. West Marlborough 2 Mo. 18, 1781; d. at Doe Run 1 Mo.
16, 1854; m. 6 Mo. 16, 1803, by John Graves, Esq., West Chester, to Levi Baker,
b. 1769 ; d. 1826, at Doe Run; son of Aaron and Sarah (Hayes) Baker, of West
Marlborough. He was first married, + Mo. 13, 1791, to Ann Pyle, who left three
children, Isaiah, Alice and Levi. Burials at Londongrove Meeting.

267. Jemima McNeil, b. 12 Mo. 16. 1783; d. 1 Mo. 2, 1861, unmarried.
268. William McNaeil, b. 6 Mo. 7, 1790; d. 2 Mo. 16, 1852, unmarried.

269. Sarah McNeil, b. at Doe Run, W. Marlborough, 11 Mo. 24, 1793; d. 6
Mo. 22, 1868, at the residence of her son-in-law. Enos Pennock ; m. 11 Mo. 13, 1823
to Richard Bernard, b. near Doe Run 11 Mo. 3. 1789; d. at “ Woodlawn,” near
Doe Run. 1 Mo. 30, 1850; son of Jeremiah and Elizabeth (Passmore) Barnard. He
was for about two years actively interested in cotton manufactures at Doe Run,
after which he retired to his farm, Woodlawn, where he was a progressive farmer,
and also interested in the mining industries of California in 1849. He gave much
encouragement to the public school system; was a Friend, and he and wife were
buried at Londongrove Meeting.

Richard changed the spelling of the name from Barnard to Bernard.

270. Lavinia McNeil, b. 2 Mo. 5, 1797; d. 11 Mo. 1, 1867, unmarried. She
made her home with her niece Priscilla Pennock and was buried at Oxford Cemetery.
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271. Lewis McNaeil, b. 6 Mo. 30, 1800; m. Ruth Edwards, b. 10 Mo. 8, 1800;
daughter of John and Lydia (Roberts) Edwards. They had children, Horatio,
Lewis, John, Lavinia and Ruth. Not traced further.

Children of (56) John and Lydia (Wickersham) Baily.

272. David Baily, b. perhaps in Lancaster County. received a certificate from
New Garden to Kennet Mo. Mtg., 5 Mo. 2, 1772, as an apprentice, and lived within
the limits of Hockessin Meeting, which made complaint of him. 3 Mo. 15, 1777,
* for suffering his name to Le entered in the military association & warn the Inhabi-
tants together in order to Choose officers, & also gave his Vote.” On 9 Mo. 18, 1777,
it was reported that he had gone to Virginia to see his father, who had sent for him.
He was finally disowned 9 Mo. 17, 1778. No further record.

273. Rachel Baily, L. about 1755, m. April 18, 1782, at the Swedes' Church,
Wilmington, to Joshua Marshall, of West Bradford, b. 3 Mo. 6, 1747; d. 1 Mo. 3,
1830 ; son of Isaac and Ann (Vernon) Marshall. She was disowned by New Garden
8 Mo. 3, 1782, for marriage by a priest to one not a member: d. 9 Mo. 1, 1844, aged
89. Joshua was a stone mason and farmer, taxed in 1799 with 120 acres of land.

274. Lydia Baily, supposed to be the Lvdia Baily. now Chalfant, who was
disowned by New Garden Mo. Mtg. 5 Mo. 2. 1778. for marriage by a priest to one
not a member. No further record.

275. Nathan Baily, disowned 5 Mo. 6. 1786. for marriage out to one not a
member. No further record.

276. Mary Baily, now Goodeagle, disowned 11 Mo. 4, 1780. by New Garden,
for marriage by a Baptist Teacher to one not a member. No further record.

277. Elizabeth Baily, supposed to Le the Elizabeth Baily, now Grist, dis-
owned by New Garden 12 Mo. 5, 1779, for marriage by a priest to onc not a member.
No further record.

Children of (57) William and Mary (Musgrove) Baily.

278. John Baily, b. 11 Mo. 9. 1760 in West Marlborough: m. 1st Martha, b.
8 Mo. 9, 1760. and secondly Lydia Wilsen, it is said. At New Garden Mo. Mtg., 9
Mo. 5, 1789 it was represented that ** John Baily (son of William) hath took liberty
to keep Company with a young woman not in Membership with us (he being pre-
cautioned).” &c. He was disowned 11 Mo. 7, 1789.

He and his brother William were appointed executors of their father’s will and directed to
sell the land. On 3 Mo. 15, 1806, John Baily of Londongrove and William Baily of W. Marl-
borough conveyed the homestead, of 97 acres, in the latter township to Samuel Morris, and on
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the same day Samuel Morris reconveyed it to John Baily. By deed of § Mo. 1, 1809 John Baily
of West Marlborough, and wife Lydia, conveyed 10 acres, 103 perches thereof to his uncle
Elisha Baily, for $425.75, and on 5 Mo. 6, 1811, 40 acres, 29 perches more thereof to Samuel
Finney, for $1607.25. John Baily having appointed Dr. William F. Mitchell his attorney the
latter, by deed of April 14, 1820 conveyed 41 acres, 92 perches of the land to Thomas
Garrett, for $5325, of which one-third was to remain in the property during the life of Lydia
Baily. Thomas Garrett and wife sold to Isaac Fredd in 1822, and the latter in 1834 to (293)
Richard Baily.

279. William Baily, m. 9 Mo. 6, 1804, before Moses Marshall. Esq., at Mar-
shallton, Rachel Vernon. of E. Marlborough, daughter of James and Margaret (Skel-
ton) Vernon. His acknowledgment for marriage by a magistrate to one not a member
was accepted 6 Mo. 3. 1805. Rachel was admitted to riembership at New Garden,
10 Mo. 10, 1811, and when a new meeting was established at Kennet Square in 1814

they attended that. About 1826 they removed to Upper Providence, Delaware
County.

280. Aaron Baily, m. Sarah Bailey, daughter of David and Catharine (Kerr)
Bailey, of East Fallowfield, the latter being supposed of an Irish branch of the
family. Aaron was disowned by New Garden in 1782, having attended military mus-
ters. His wife, or widow, was residing in Londongrove Township at the making of
her will, 3 Mo. 25, 1843 ; which was proved July 24, 1847.

281. Susanna Baily, m. Isaac Taylor, b. 8 Mo. 6, 1755, in East Bradford ; d.
1825 in Philadelphia ; son of Samuel and Deborah (Darlington) Taylor. Their mar-
riage was ‘“ by a hireling teacher,” and they were disowned by their respective meet-
ings. They resided in East Bradford for several years but removed to Philadelphia
4 Mo. 1. 1800. She d. 3 Mo. 1, 1829, aged 69: both buried at 16th and Race Sts.

Children of (38) Susanna Baily and Ellis Pusey.

2832. Mary Pusey, b. in West Fallowfield 3 Mo. 12, 1756; d. 8 Mo. 16, 1838,
m. 10 Mo. 15, 1777, at Londongrove Meeting, to Thomas Woodward, b. 3 Mo. 17,
1753; d. 6 Mo. 2, 1837 son of Thomas and Elizabeth (Kirk) Woodward, of East
Marlborough, where the young people also settled.

283. Joshua E. Pusey, b. 5 Mo. 12, 1759; d. 9 Mo. 12, 1815; m. 7 Mo. 15,
1783, at Haverford Meeting, to Elizabeth Liddon, daughter of Abraham and Isa-
bella Liddon. of Haverford. It is not known that she left issue. Second m. 11 Mo.
1789, at Darby Meeting. to Ann Parker, b. 1 Mo. 3, 1760; d. 8 Mo. 2, 1828;
daughter of William and Ann (Davis) Parker, of Darby. After this marriage
Joshua removed to Frankford.. Philadelphia, where he died.

284. Elizabeth Pusey, b. 9 Mo. 13, 1761; d. at Doe Run 4 Mo. 11, 1840; m.
1783, Elisha Phipps. b. 7 Mo. 1, 1762 ; d. at Doe Run Mills 6 Mo. 24, 1843 ; son of
Caleb and Susanna (Crosby) Phipps, of Buck Run Mills, West Fallowfield. She
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was disowned by New Garden Mo. Mtg. 2 Mo. 7, 1784, for marriage by a Baptist
Teacher to one not a member. Elisha Phipps was a miller, as were also his father,
Caleb Phipps, of Ridley, and grandfather Joseph Phipps, of Uwchlan. Elisha
resided after marriage at his father's mill on Buck Run in \West Fallowfield (now
Highland) Township; afterward at Doe Run Mills; in 1800 removed to a mill
on the Muckinipattus, a small stream flowing into Darby Creek one mile below Darby
village, and after making considerable improvements to the property, building a
new stone dwelling, barn and out-buildings, and putting new machinery in the mill,
sold it in 1812 to Halliday Jackson and returned again to the Doe Run Mills,
which he rebuilt and greatly enlarged in 1813, and died there in 1843, in his 81st
year. The mill has since been burned and reduced in height by taking down the
upper story of the original building.

Mo. 8, 1860 ; son of Robert and Martha (Townsend) Lamborn, of Kennet Township.

Children of (63) Elisha and Hannah (Starr) Baily.

288. Ann Baily, b. in West Marlborough 11 Mo. 5, 1785; d. 2 Mo. 23, 1877;
m. 11 Mo. 24, 1804, before John Graves, Esq., to Maris Taylor, b. 4 Mo. 27, 1779;
d. in W. Marlborough 2 Mo. 21, 1851; son of George and Hannah (Philips) Taylor,
of that Township. He was a farmer in W. Marlborough, at the place of his birth.

289. Mary Baily, b. 1 Mo. 27, 1788 ; d. 8 Mo. 13, 1792.
290. Richard Baily, b. 10 Mo. 7, 1789; d. 3 Mo. 7, 1790.

291. Obed Baily, b. 2 Mo. 5, 1791; d. 8 Mo. 15, 1792.

292. Mary Baily, b. 3 Mo. 19, 1793; d. 10 Mo. 5, 1865; m. in 1812, Joseph
Jefteris, b. 10 Mo. 27, 1787 ; d. 6 Mo. 9, 1849 ; son of Emmor and Charity (Grubb)
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Jefteris, of East Bradford Township. He was a storekeeper in Londonderry but
afterward a farmer in West Marlborough. They were married by a Baptist minister,
for which her acknowledgment was accepted by Londongrove Meeting 6 Mo.

Joseph was not a member.

298. Obed Baily, b. in W. Marlborough, 2 Mo. 4, 1801; d. in West Chester,
1 Mo. 10, 1888; m. 3 Mo. 13. 1823, at Bradford Meeting, to Lydia Ingram, d. 11
Mo. 13, 1825; daughter of Robert and Mary (Hawley) Ingram, of West Bradford.
Second m. 1833. to Margaret Clark. b. 8 Mo. 2. 1810; d. in West Chester 5 Mo. 13,
1895 ; daughter of Abishai and Rebecca (Gibbons) Clark. of Doe Run. He was
graduated from Jefferson Medical College, Philadelphia, in the spring of 1829, being
one of the *“ Red Letter Students.” He practiced in the vicinity of his home and later
in Wilmington, Del. While in the latter place he was elected to the city council.
In 1876 he removed to West Chester, Pa. He was prominent as a physician and as a
mathematician of exceptional ability. At one time certain problems were submitted
to and solved by him, which the then professor at Yale College was unable to
master. By deed of 4 Mo. 1, 1824, he purchased 24 acres, 30 perches of land in
West Marlborough, from Jacolh Pyle, and sold the same to Jesse McFarlan, March
10, 1827. On coming to West Chester he purchased a residence on West Miner
Street. His last marriage being by a magistrate, he lost membership with Friends.

Meeting, to (467) Jesse Taylor, of Colerain, Lancaster Co., b. 9 Mo. 25, 1801; d. 1

3o1. Gravenor Baily took a certificate from New Garden to Concord, as an
apprentice, 1778, and brought one back in 1780. In 1780 he removed to Kennet and
in 1784 to Warrington, York County. No further record.

302. William Baily had resided in Redstone Settlement for a considerable time
prior to 6 Mo. 6, 1789, when it was proposed to send a certificate of his membership
to Friends there, but the latter reported in 1791 that he had gone to Kentucky Settle-
ment, and as his conduct was disorderly in going away without giving notice to his
friends he was disowned 12 Mo. 7, 1793. No further record.

303. James Baily, supposed son of Joel, was disowned as a member of Lon-
dongrove Meeting 9 Mo. 7, 1776.

304. Amos Baily, supposed son of Joel. * Londongrove Preparatory Meeting
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mentions that Amos Baily hath so far fallen short of Maintaining our testimony
against War as to purchase a Horse which had been taken for fines for refusing to go
to War; also of being at a Horse race and laying a wager concerning the same.”

A writer has said of Enoch Lewis:

“ His mother and grandmother were both women of uncommon vigor of intellect, and he
evinced in early childhood a remarkable aptitude for mathematics and an ardent thirst for
knowledge. Before he was fifteen he began to teach; when about nineteen he accompanied
Andrew Ellicott and General Irwin, appointed under the authority of the Legislature of Penn-
sylvania, to lay out several towns, Erie, Meadville, Mercer and others, and assisted as a sur-
veyor in the expedition. On his return in the fall of 1795 he was appointed mathematical
teacher in Friends’ Academy, on Fourth Street, near Chestnut, in Philadelphia. He married
in 1799 and the same year was invited to take charge of the mathematical department in
Friends' Boarding School at Westtown. In 1808 he established a boarding school at New
Garden, where he taught a number of years with reputation and success. In 1827, having
become known as a vigorous writer, he was requested to edit a periodical then about being es-
tablished in Philadelphia in opposition to African slavery, called the African Observer. He
continued to conduct that work for one year, when it was discontinued. He remained in
Philadelphia, serving several years as City Surveyor, and in 1831, at the instance of a com-
mittee of the Yearly meeting, returned to Westtown to take charge again of the mathematical
department. He remained there until the spring of 1834, when he moved back to New Garden.

“In 1847 a religious periodical called Friends Review was established by members of the
Society of Friends, and he was appointed editor. To his duties in that capacity he gave his
unremitted attention as long as he lived. His varied and extensive acquirements and accurate
scholarship enabled him to impart unusual interest to the work, which, under his management,
was placed on a firm footing. He was the author of several mathematical treatises, of a small
book on oaths, one on baptism, and also of a life of William Penn, and he contributed largely
to some of the periodicals of the day, especially on the subject of slavery. He was a thorough
and consistent Friend and filled some of the most important and responsible positions in the
Society.”

In 1812 he accepted the appointment of surgeon
in the navy of the United States, and in 1817 was selected to accompany some
government commissioners to visit South American ports in the U. S. Frigate, Con-
gress. He went as surgeon of the ship but devoted his attention assiduously to
botanical investigations, in which he was eminently successful. He returned with
his family to Wilmington in 1818 and in the following year was appointed surgeon
and botanist to Major Long’s Expedition up the Missouri, from which he never
returned. A genus of southern plants was named Baldwinia by Dr. Nuttall as a
just tribute to him * whose botanical zeal and knowledge have rarely been equalled
in America.” A volume, consisting principally of his correspondence, was published
by Dr. William Darlington in 1843, under the title of Reliquie Baldwiniane.

Ezra Baily was a man of marked personality, commanding in stature, urbane in
manner ; benevolent and given to hospitality; his home always open to Friends
traveling in the ministry. with his horses and carriages at their service. He came to
Cincinnati in 1831. and having a knowledge of architecture, being a master builder,
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he soon engaged in the general lumber and manufacturing business. He passed
through two scourges of cholera, in 1832 and 1849. at which times he devoted his
strength to the care of the sick and dving: also enrolled himself in the volunteer
fire department.

When Indiana Yearly Meeting decided to build a boarding school in Richmond
he was chosen to visit similar institutions. made the plans. built the buildings; and
although Earlham College is now its name. with improved facilities, yet the same
building stands as a type of what was needed fifty years ago. with “ Ezra Baily,
Architect.” on a stone in its front wall.

He was a devoted member of the Society of Friends, and at the time of the
division in 1828, he with his sister Margaret Crew. remained with Orthodox
Friends. Being conservative he regarded with distrust many modern changes. Even-
tually all this criticizing spirit was removed and he rejoiced in christian love and for-
bearance. He filled several stations in the church. as well as in municipal aftairs.
was an anti-slavery Friend and assisted in securing the freedom of several slaves,
who. although with free papers. had heen returned to servitude. He and his wife
were buried in Spring Grove Cemetery.

Although
she took no very active part in the business. she aided her son by her wise counsel.
I.oyd had unusual ability and good judgment for one so young and the husiness
prospered. He made ‘“one price " a principle in his business—a system then very
rare. As his vounger brothers left school. they hecame his associates and the firm
of Baily Bros. soon became known for reliability and thrift.

Loyd was actively interested in a school for colored children, in the Western
Soup House and other benevolent works, and both at home and in other circles his
life gave large promise of usefulness, hut death ended his career at the early age of 26.

He was proficient both with pencil and brush and he invented a process for re-
producing on paper the brilliant hues. especiallv of humming birds—an art which
obtained for him much credit among ornithologists both in this country and abroad.
* As a taxidermist he had few amateur equals. as many of his prepared specimens show.

He published a little book on * Wild Flowers” and another entitled *“ Qur Own
Birds * which became quite popular and went through several editions.

In 1847 when still under age, he bought out his emplover and commenced husiness
on his own account. He was prosperous from the beginning and his business steadily
increased until it was fully abreast of any competitor.

Although enthusiastically devoted to his business, he did not permit himself to be
wholly absorbed therein. but deeply interested himself in evervthing that was pro-
motive of the public welfare. He was one of the originators of the famous * Com-
mittee of One Hundred "’ the founder of *“ The Citizens Municipal .Association.” a
member of the Union League. a director of the Centennial Exhibition of 1876
member of the Board of I'rade and of a score or more of other institutions. finan-
cial or philanthropic.

On the fifticth anniversary of his entry into business. Apr. Ist, 1897, a con-
gratulatory dinner was given him at the Union League by a large company of his
admiring friends and business associates.

The following extract from a minute made by the Citizens Municipal Association
is fairly representative of the regard in which he was held by his fellow citizens, viz.:

‘“ He served the community faithfully and fearlessly without desire of office or
emolument, giving largely of his time and means in the interest of pure municipal
administration ; ever ready to lend the dignity of his name to necessary litigation when
judicial action seemed best for the protection of the community or the punishment of
wrong-doers. In his life he was pre-eminent in his patriotic and unselfish loyalty to
all that is honest and true in the management of public affairs, and in his death he
carries to the grave an unsullied name.”

He was educated at Westtown Boarding School
and under Enoch Lewis; was a member of Fallowfield Meeting when young but
afterward united with the Longwood Meeting of Progressive Friends. He was
a vegetarian and warmly interested in political and all other reforms. His memory
was so retentive that he said he could repeat all of Milton’s Paradise Lost; also
Campbell's Pleasures of Hope, and many other poems.
