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How to Decide Which Parish or Parishes Should an Article Be Added To

      Items should be added to each and every parish named within a document    

      where:

a. The article or item refer to multiple parishes or villages.  

b. Where the people mentioned in the article have a direct link to the parish  

           or village.

c. Where a victim in a crime is from one parish but the incident may have happened in another.

d. The subject of the article lives in one parish but was born in another which is named in the article.
e. No need to include items for parishes where lists of mourners or floral tribute  senders are included in a funeral report for a burial in a different parish

f. Include parishes where a funeral occurs in a different parish to that of   

           residence of the deceased.
